stead of one general engagement, the regiment weie com
pelled in a preat measure to fight on their own hook. Our otfi
cen weie always in the advance, leading their troops hence
the great moitalny among them. In ihn geneial tne lee, one
of our small leginieots, of 400 men, would be attacked by a
whole Mexicau biigade of several thousand. Thus the
Kentucky infantry was attacked at the foot of a hill, in a
deep ravine, by an immense f.rce of the enemy. A large
