tlie happy auspices under which they had assembled.

Upon the motbn of S. C. Wilson Esq., of Craw-fordsvill- e,

the Rev. L. W. Berry was appointed Sec-

retary pro tern.
The Rev. Mr. F. C. Holliday.of New Albany, then

introduced the following resolution : . v - -

Ilexo'ced, That Messrs. Bennett, Ee"V? of Union co.,
Haukins, Esq., of Wayne co..

egates by primary meetings, or all persons who were
in attendance.

Mr. S. C. Wilson remarked that it was a conven-
tion of the friends of Education. The resolution tf
the Legislature in pursuance of which we are now
assembled, contained an invitation to all who pro-
fessed to be friendly to the cause of education; 0Qi)
contemplated in the resolution should therefore be ex-

cluded from a participation in the deliberations of the
convention, but that all should be invited to co-oper-

with those interested in the subject of general ed-

ucation.
Upon those suggestions a resolution was introduced

declaring that all who were in attendance, should be
, considered as delegates, and requested to act as such.

Tlie Rev. Mr. Ainea, moved that m. committee be
appointed composed of one from each county to report
the names of those in attendance, which was agreed
to. - .

A. C. Pepper Esq., moved that the committee have
time, until rooming to report, which wa
also agreed to. - - -

Mr. N. Blton presented a resolution, tendering the
use of the Hall to editors of the city paper, for the
purpose of reporting the proceedings of the conven-
tion, for their respective papers, which was adopted. - j

Mr. Bennett chairman of the committee' to .nomi-
nate permanent officers for the convention, signified
their readiness to report. When'the report was read, it
was discovered that several persons nominated were
not präsent at the Convention. .

1st, That in the opinion of the convention, the pu-

rity of public and private morals the security of
propsrty the riappines3andgood order or society,
end the prosperity of the State, depend npontho prop-
er education of the people, and that such education
cannot be obtained without a' good and efficient sys-
tem of Comn.on Schools. ....

2d, That Common Schools should be made as far
as practicable, free schools, &c.

3rd, That the time has arrived that schools contem-
plated in the constitution and laws of the State should
be free to all, and the tuition gratis.

" 4th, That it be recommended to the Legislature that
in the organization of a system of Common Schools
provision be m ide, tint the people be required to vole,
at some election to be held fur tlie purpose, wheth-
er such county will levy a tax for the support of free
schools therein, and whenever said tax is voted to be
levied by a nij rity of the lejra! voters of such couri--

1 'ty, provision be made by law for the assessment and
collection and distribution thereof.

The first, second and third resolutions passed unan-
imously and without debate.

posed of the people of the State assembled under tlie
call of the Legislature to express the opinions of its
members upon the subject of common schools. Tht
he was prepared to express an opinion in favor of
making common schools free schools, where, in the
language of the Constitution tuition .should be gratis.
He would not, however, vote far the plan proposed by
Mr. Dailey. The Convention will have too little time
to mature a plan in oil "its details that we should
best accomplish thc.object of tho Convention by ex-

pressing fnir opinions as to what ought to be the gen-
eral principles of a system 'of common schools, and
leaving tlie detail to a committee to be appointed, as
proposed by another resolution reported by the com
mittee In conclusion, Mr. Butler remarked, that if
tlie motion to strike out should -- vrevail.- he purposed
ottering as a substitute a resolution which he held in
his hand, and which he then read for the information
of the Convention.

The vote was then taken on striking out, and de-

cided affirmatively.

Mr. .NAVE addressed the convention at some
length in favor of the amendment. ' Special legisla-
tion he said should always be avoided. It was at

tended by ton many eviLj ,to be encouraged in any
form. Ha considered the people ready for action on
the suhject. The whole matter should at once be
brought directly .before" them. The people were in
advance of the Legislature.""

; Rev. Mr. LATT1MORE, of Jennings, was opposed
to attempting to accomplish too much at once. They
would incur the danger of losing the confidence they
now have witli the public.

Rev. Mr. MO.N'FOUT, of Decatur, thought the evi-

dence they had that the people throughout the State
was prepared for a system founded on taxation was
by no means conclusive. He belioved the sentiments
of the people should be better ascertained before a
uniform system should be attempted. If the question
shoitld be submitted to tlie different counties, gome of
them would unquestionably adopt the system proposed.
They would have a good influence on the others.
The improvement would progress and extend over
those which at first refused to adopt it. Thus per-
haps slowly, but certainly surely, would the system
be extended until it would embrace the whole State.
He would, he said, greatly prefer a movement of the
entire State, could he be convinced that the people
were prepared for it.'' - - .

Rev." .Mr.GOODE objected to the amendment.
He tl ought as thö Convcntiörr-wA3- . so large, and con-
tained delegates. from every portion of the State, an
approximation could be had --to. the sentiments of the
people.'- - He was in favor of exwessins definitely to

jthe Legislature the opinion" of the Convention- -
nothing should be left optional, but a definite and
distinct expression should be given.' Let them be so
instructed as not to mistako the popular feeling, but
come up to the Legislature prepared for prompt and
decisive action.

The Rev. Mr. FAIRCIIILD, of Fountain, next ad
dressed the Convention in a forcible and pointed
manner. Why, he inquired, had the Convention
assembled if it were only to echo the voice of the
people. Were there nothing for tlie Convention to
do but propose what the people want, tlie members
n1?'11 "ave "vt'd l'mselves a roigli and tedious

journey to the place of meeting. .No, the friends of
;duca,io'! c mferred together for the purpose of
determining wiiat the wants or education arc, and
what tlie ixipular exigencies demand.

He was opposed to proceeding by townships, dis-
tricts, and counties, when it should bo by a grand
and simultaneous State inovemenf. The interest and
honor of thn Stale required a uniform system. Every
portion of the Slate was interoted in having every
other part enlightened. Since it wa the af'rejrate
intelligence of the people that wa3 to give reputation
aud character to the State, and because again, those
counties darkened with ignorance are represented in
the Legislative Assemblies of the State, and their
Representatives are constantly called upon to decide
questions affecting the general welfare of the whole
btate. Those Representatives will necessarily par
take oi the character of their constituents. They
inherit their prejudices, and must be entirely desti
tute of the liberal and comprehensive views that
characterize the more intelligent, but will be governed
in every public measure by their own illiberal and
contracted policy.

How was this evil to be remedied ! Only, he said,
by tlie establishment of public schools in every dis
trict in the State adequate to supply all tho educa
tional wants ot the whole people.

. Another important reason, he observed, for pro
ceeding at once to legislate upon the subject was in
consequence of the great - disparity of wealth in the
various pontons oi trie ötate. While some. cQunties
and districts are able to sustain free schools' --without
inconvenience, others are nable to keep their chil-
dren decently clad and fed. The 'wealthy; counties
may, under the amendment, withhold their. consent,
having little to gain and leave the poor counties
entirely helpless, having all to lose.

lie was in favor of placing the matter on the basis
of public benevolence. Let the rich contribute a
portion of their abundance to the necessities of the
poir. He could not give his consent to a resolution
so illiberal in its spirit, and hoped that for the honor
and spirit of the tflate such a one would never obtain
the sanction of any assembly of the people.

He preferred placing the question on the broad
'principh'9 of public benevolöucc i yet the promptings
of the lowest motive that should actuate the human

He further enjoined temperate and cautions action
from the re-acti-on alwaya produced by over . Joisi- -

tion, and instanced the history of school letIaUyii
in Massachusetts, and legislation on the temperance
cause in New York as recent illustrations.

The people had to be prepared for any enterprise to

ensure its success. The popular will cannot be
ascertained but by obtaining a direct expression.

Mr. KEELER, of Shelby, considered that as so large
a portion of the intellect and moral worth of the
State, combiued with the numerical representation.
slioulJ encourage the Convention to devise a perma
nent system and recommend its adoption at once
The Convention, he snid, already believed that the
old school system was defective, and a new one must
be adopted before common schools could be success
fully organized. All the energies then of tlie Con
vention should be directed to devising the b"?t mode.

In Indiana, according to the census of IS 10, for
every eighteen persons throughout the State, one was
found who could not read or write. This was the
proportion of the aggregate number of the whole
people. Some counties would of course range above
this proportion, while many others would fall iw low
that average number. The counties do liot 'np(Hair
to the world through the census, jn their truo' alid.

Tlie credit of the State requires that all be educated.
Those counties that with a commendable and mag
nanimous spirit educate all their youth should not
have their fair reputation tarnished by those which
wholly neglect all system of education.

He believed that the people were not only prepared,
but anxiously expecting a general and .uniform sys-

tem of common school education. That it was the
duty of the Convention to recommend a general sys-
tem to the Legislature aud advise its immediate
adoption.

Mr. JAMES M. RAY, of Marion, said Indiana was
the' only State in the Union that levied a direct tax
for the support of educational purposes. A tax has
been assessed for the education of the blind, for the
deaf nnd dumb, and for the insane, by the Legislature
of the Slate, and received a hearty response from the
people. He would infer from this that the people
are not adverse to taxation, whcii it is to secure the
advantages of education, and would alo from this
favorable circumstance encourage the Convention to
instruct tlie Legislature to adopt direct and immedi-

ate measures to secure the object contemplated, nut
doubting but that it would be more agreeable to the
wish Of the entire State, "

.
Mr. R. stated that on a recent visit to New Orleans,

he had an opportunity to examine the practical opera-
tions of a. free school system. That city had adopted
a school system, and notwithstanding the

. onerous tax
it required to support it the system was exceedingly
popular so much so that the advocates: 'of . it
attempted to wield it as a political hobby. He be-

lieved such a system Would- - succeed as well in. Indi-
ana as in the SoutK,; and would prove equally as
acceptable to the people. y

Dr. WYLIE addressed the Convention at considerable
length. lie commenced by stating his experience in
teaching, having been engaged in giving instruction
all his life. He had passed through all the grades of
teaching from the ABC pedagogue, to that of Presi-
dent of a College. This experience had taught him
that all effective good was behind legislation neither
could resolutions nor conventions effect any material
benefit. Education commenced at the fire side circle.
Here was to be created that silent but omnipotent
influence that must pervade and inspire the native
energies of the mind and develop and recreate the
hidden faculties of the bouI. He instanced the boy
in the farmers family circle who, after the labor of
the day is performed, employs his evenings with his
books: . His brothers witness his interest in his stud-

ies; their curiosity is excited, and from thcuce pro-

ceed a spirit of enquiry and development of mighty
intellects in that little circle. Here spring the motive
power in the march of mind. Here are men who
occupy the importaut and responsible stationd'of life.
Education, or the materials of it are in the' people,
and it will be developed, and finally direct those ener-
gies that give shape and order, and rank to tho mov-

ing mass. . ..

He doubted, he said, whether the people were pre-

pared for such a system as was contemplated by the
resolution. " While he admired the intelligeuce and
industry of tlie land of steady Inbits, he did not be-

lieve it was the effect, but the cause of common
schools. Consequences arc often put for tauscs
causes for consequences, and adjuncts for- - both ; as
the boy had said the weather became as cold as it
pleased, because the thermometer was broken.

He hardly knew, he said, how to interpret the call
of the Legislature, or what the object was in "doing
so. He construed jt as saying virtually : " We have
been 60 long engaged in politics; so much of our
attention must be given to the State.we. have not
time to devote to education, am! to tell the truth,
we are not able to improve the system much." But

if they were sincere in asking instruction, it should
be given in the fear of God, and with determined
hearts. ' -- .,:

If, he continued, it is to he ßubmited at all to the
people, it should, be to tlie peopU-o- f the. whole State.
Jrror i3 moct easily disseminated ; 'it becomes conta- -
gioÖ3,"and al"y3 difficult to eradicate. 'Truth is of
slow growth. 'Error propagates itself. Truth must
be extended by assisting agencies. The more Useful
and valuable the thing is, the greater is the. care
and skill required in producing and preserving' it.
The production of wheat and the staples of life
require the finwr's skill and labor, while tlie seed of
the offensive thistle is furnished by nature. with
wings that will bear it over the adjoining lofa and
farms and pollute them by their noxious growth." If
some counties adopt this system 'instead of exerting
a good influence on "those that : refuse, they will
become;contaminated by' their contact. ;- - v " V.

He would submit more cheerfully to the
drill, as the school in which he could prepare himself
for a higher post. In a word, our regular army
would have new vigor, energy, and zeal infused into
it. At the present time, it is equal to any in the
world, but it can thus be made still more efficient.
