New Troops,

We learn, says the Baltimore Sun, of the 17th,
from an authentic source, that the President of the
United States yesterday determined to fill up the bat-
takion now being raised in this city and Washington,
and form a regiment of it. A requisition was yester-
day made upon the Governor of Maryland for a com-
pany of artllerists, and also npon several of the ad-
Joining States for the companies which have already
been organized. It is also the intention of the depart-
ment to attach a company of artillery to the regiment,
and the battery and horses will be furnished to the
command immediately on its arrival at Vera Cruz
The troops now here will be despatched forthwith.
This regiment, it 1s anticipated, will be one of the
most perfect and efficient that has ever left for the
seat of war, and will be officered by the most compe-
tent and efficient men, some of whom have already
seen hard service.

The Ilinnis State Register says, that the Secretary
of War will immediately eall into service Capt. Pren-
tiss and Capt. Happ's cavalry companies, to be sent
at once to Vera Cruz, *‘to operate against guerilla
parties,” in that neighborhood.
