AFTERNOON SESSION.
On leave granted, Mv. Robinson reported back the bill in-
corparating ihe Cincinnati and St. Louis nailroad company ;
which was laid on Lhe table.

Several bills were taken up on third ieading and 1eferred
or engrussed.

The following tesolutions previously offered by Mr. Ros-
sean, were laken up:
1. Resolved by the Senate and the House of Representa-
tfves of the State of Indiana, That the thunks of ihe Legis-
Jature be presented to General Zachary Taylor,and the offi-
cers and soldiers under his command in the war of Mexico,
for their distinguished gallantry and good eonduct on the
fields of Palo alto, Resaca 4e La Palma, Moaterey, and the
#till more memorsble battle of Buena Vista, fought as it was
on our side chiefly by a volunieer force. And that while we
deplore the loss of so many valuable lives, we are not in-
sensible 1o the renown which these brilliant events have |
added to our nationsl arms. |

2. Resolved, that as the representatives of the people of
Indiana, we feel a peculiar pride in the military fame of |
General Taylor, whose iotrepid defence of Fort Harrison in

1812, won for him the fisst brevet of the last war with Eag- |

land, and identified his name with the history of our State,

3. Eesolved, that although the first official reports of the
battle of Buena Vista, predicated upon the reports of subal-
tern officers cast a momentary shadow upon the reputation of
the 2ud Regiment of Indiana Volunteers, and deeply wound-
ed the seusibilities of the State, it is a source of great pride
to us, that their conduct on that occasion was subsequently
by the investigation of a court of inquiry fully vindicated,
sod that vo man in Indiana, now doubts that this ill-fated
and much abused corps exposed as it was without support to
& wastiog five from the enemy’s balteries, and an over-
whelming iufantiy force in front, would have stood and per-
ished 1o a wan but fur the oider of their commande: 1o re-
trear, for up (0 that moment no corps of our aimy evinced a
more deteimined cournge as their torn and shattered ranks
sbundautly proved, they baving lost before they retreated in
killed and wounded ninedy-four, out of three hundred and
sixly men. Composed as this regiment was of the same ma-
tertal as the third Indisnians under Col. Lane, whose con-
duct oo that day gained them the highest distinciion, we
cannol doubt that the disasters of the second were the result of
thewr nufurtunate po.ition ; and of the other causes found by
the court of inguiry. We refer to these things on this ocea-
sion, because we aie salisiied that it will give to Gen, Tay-
lor equal pleasure with ourselves lo see the survivors of that
regiment vicdicated vy the coul and dispassionate judgment
of the country.

That report was |
predicaled on the reports of subaitern officers; and that was
the only means Gen. Taylor had of arriviog at any conelu-
fion n the matter. Gen. Taylor arrived from Saltilio only
i lime to see the remnant of that gallant regiment in re-
treat before vasily superior forces, and he kuew Geun. Tay-
Jor’. character too well (o suppuse for a moment that he
would do injusiice to any intentionally. He was misled by
the reports of subaiterns, and the resvlutions he introduced,
called the General’s attention to the fact in tones of courte-
sy. I the geniliemen were so fierce in devouncing this act
of Gen. Tayloi’s, why did we not have something of the
same kind said a few days ago, when these same geutlemen
voted a swoid to Gen. Lane, and declaimed long sod Joudly
in favor of his gallantcy and the rewards he was entitled 1o,
That injustice had been dune the same tioops by Gen. Lane
in his official report was lrue, yet it was never breathed by
the gentlemen who uow paraded the wroogs of Indiana be-
fore the Senate. He did not for 2 moment suppose that this
wis to be a party question. When the vole was taken on
presentiog a swurd 10 Gen. Lane, the whizs with some lour
Or Ove excepliuns came up and voted with the democrats,
anc he now appealed o them 1o come vp and do the same;

Mr. Mornson remarked that he yielded the paim in re.
gard 0 a knowledge in the construction of language to
the honorable gentleman who had just preceded him. He
made no pretensions to skill in the use of words ; but he
did pretend to have a blunt,straight-forward way of guing
in "““P‘”' hia convicuons puinted out to him to be the
path of daty, and he thought, that"ss a Senator of the
Siate, he could not be one 1o honor a man who had dis-
bonored the State and refused to take away that stain af-
ter he was aware that it was wrongfully attached. It was
u right that was demanded, and he did not feel like flat-
tering a person into doing o act of justice. If injustice
was doge Lo the State—and that there was no one denies,
snd even Geo. Taylor sdmits—as a citizen of that State
he did not feel like playing the purt of a fawning syco-
phant ju order that justice might follow it. This was the
difference between the resvlution and the smendment.
The amendment was such as spoke out the feelings of
freemen, who felt that they hurbun wronged, and de-
manded that the wrong should be righted ; and until it
was nghted, the suffrage of Indiana would never be cast
for Gea. Taylor. 1f the report of Gen. Taylor was predi-
cated on the report of inferior officers, it did not alier the
trmcfple—lt only eaculpated him from blame in the ma-

ing of that report, but did not offer the slightest spology
for 2 year's wmilence after the truth was made evident.
Such wos not the course pursued by Gen. Lane. Sosocon
83 he was aware of a mistake in his report, he corrected
it. Soch n course was what justice demanded. He was
willing 1o believe that Gen. "Taylor, in the burry of a
camp lila, might have overlooked this matter, or ht
it of small importance, and for this reason he wished bimn
to understand that lndiana looked fur justice at his hands
—the only place from which it could Le obtained ; and
while she was willing to a&;:lmd lvm for bis services and
return to him her thanks, als0, at the same time, was
unwilling that disgrace and infamy should rest on the
heads of numbers of her cilizen soldiers, of whom and
whose deeds she had reason to be proud. For these rea.
sons he wished the amendment adopted.

In to bonds of county officers; relative to acknowl-
| edgmen: of deeds; relative (o cunstabies; umending 176th
| section, chapter 13, of revised stalutes of 43 ; smending the
Richmond and Tene Haute Railrvad charter; solbonZiug
the Madison and Indiavapolis Railroad company o take
stock in other companres—was laid upon the 1able; calling
for s State Convention to remodel the coustitution of the
State being under consideration,

Mr. Kinvey was opposed to it passage—it was vnconsti=-
tutional. The consiltution provided that s vole should be
taken every tweive years; it was only Lwo Years since the
vole in sccoidance with the constitulion had been tsken by
the people upun the subject. The people, could evllect to-

ther and change the counstilution whenever they see proper,

ut the Representatives of those people could not disregard
the constitution, they seted under limited powess withiu pre-
scribed limits. The people could pol even instzuct the
lature upon the subjeci—because it was lo met for certamm
purposes and by virtue of the constiiution. Al power was
in the people, bul they acted as a people 1o change conslitue
tions. The Legisiature was bouud 10 suppuil the cunstitu=
tion, and that goverus their action.

Mr. MeDonald of L. ssid, the bill merely was providing s
mode for the people to net il they saw proper—ihere was oo
eompuision about it. No authority was to be used by this
legislature. It canoot theiefore be unconstitutiwal. The
constitution says it is the loalienable right of the people, 10

their laws whenevel they see propei—it also says
that evety twelve yeas ihe people . themselves
upon the subjecl. Nothing therelore couid : found prohibe
iting a change in the evhsiiiution, of course thea the iegislas
tmx peiat oul the mode by which thet expression may
