celebrated Jussieu, of the Garden of plants. Spen-
cer had never seen one of these instruments before;

The jest lasted but six months,
however ; for, at the end of that time, the Professor
was invited to examine two lenses, one of high pow-
er, made by Mr. Spenicer. To his unbounded astonish-
ment, they proved to be of the highest order of excel-
lence; and as a reward to native ingenuity, he order-
ed from Spencer a microscope, to be modelled after
those of Chevalier, and, of course, as much better as
the native could wake it. This instrument has just
been completed and placed in the hands of the owner.

It has already been examined by a Professor Baily
of West Point, who has no superior as a micro-
scopist in this country—by Professor Torrey, who had
long been in the habit of uvsing one of Chevalier's
best instruments; by Professor Clark, Dr. Gilman,
and others of our savans, who all unite in pronounc-
ing it excellent. DProfessor Baily says 1t is decidedly
superior to Chevalier s, and adds, “that he could do
all with it that he could do with the Lowell instru-
ment at Boston.”

Sec. 2 is aa [illows: The capital stock of said corporation
shall be one handred thousand dollars, divided into shares of |
twenty-five dollars each, and said stock shall be personsl
propeity. SEc. 3 authorizes the taking of stock by individu- |
als or corporations, and the payment in personal property or |
labor. SEc 6 provides for the election of five directors as
soon after three hundred dollars is subscribed, as it may be
deemed expedient. Szc. 16 yequires the Company 1o com-
mence the construction of the road within five yeam, but
sliows ten years [or its completion. The bill arates that the
300 dollars was obtatned previous to the 2d Monday n
August, 1845, when the directors were elected, who localed
the rosd. On the 2d Monday of August, 1846, other direc-
tors were elected, who obiained further subscriptions of
slock, which in addition to that previously oblained, amount-

|
