Influence of the Mother's Imagination
on the Unborn Child.

We find in the last number of the Scalpel, a monthly
medical work published in New York, by Dr. Dixon,
the following interesting article upon the influence of
the mother's imagination on the unborn child. We
copy it with the single remark that the Scalpel, as a
medical work, is marked with an unusual degree of
ability and practical knowledge of medical science :

Mr A. of the northern part of this State, married,
some forty years since, a lady of an af!j'inin;r State.
Pecuniary circumstances, at the time of the marriage,
rendered offspring undesirable. Within a year, how-

ever, it became evident to the wife that their wishes
were no longer to be realized; on expressing this be-

lief to her husband, she was, at the moment, quite
shocked at the dissatisfaction with which he received
it. Taking "his hat shortly afterward, he left the
house, and was absent for near an hur. He was
distressed on his return, to find his wife in tenrs. He
assured her immediately, (for they were devotedly at-

tached,) that ho was rejoiced to learn the probable
'realization of her announcement; that he was now
satisfied with the condition of his pecuniary affairs,
and convinced of their stability.

The wife dried her tears, but soon expressed her
conviction that, in som way, her expected offspring
would suffer from her agitation. The husband en-

deavored to remove her apprehensions, by gentle and
affectionate ridicule. But her fears continued at in-

tervals during her early months, and gradually in-

creased as gestation advanced. The relief of the
parties was great, at the birth of a healthy and well
formed boy. No peculiarity of conduct in the child
was observed, till several months had elapsed, and
then their fears were renewed, by its extreme unwil-
lingness to approach the father. This gradually in-

creased, until its dissatisfaction was manifested by
loud and continued screaming when brought near him.
As age advanced, the most persevering efforts were
made to overcome this repugnance ; the utmost dejree
of persuasiveness and ingenuity, diversity of childish
gifis and sports, all were tried in vain, and the at-

tempt was abandoned in despair. The feelings of the
father may be judged by parents, for he was, and is,
an exceedingly affectionate roan.

This continued, and at the time of our receiving
the information from a near personal relative, the son,
then an active and rising member .of the bar, had
never been able to speak a word to his father, though
the mcst painful efforts were made.

We give this case as we heard it from a lady and
her husband, whom to know is to revere. It was told
us by the lady, just arising from what we all sup-
posed would be her death-be- d, and an offer was made
at the time to introduce us to the parties. We now
regret that our years induced us to decline the prof-
fered introduction. We did not feel willing, at the
time to make any personal inquiries in a matter that
had been productive of so much distress, and that time
had somewhat alleviated.

Origin of the Great Fire at St. Louis. At an
examination in'o the origin of the recent fire at St.
Louis, held before Recorder Hyde, the following state-

ment was elicited:
The watchman on board the steamer White Cloud

states in substance, that on the night of the fire, as he
was going on board his boat, he met an Irishman very
raggedly dressed coming off, whom he stopped and
inquired his business. The Irishman stated that he
went on board to look for a friend. Deeming the an-

swer satisfactory, he was suffered to pass. Heathen
went on the round to see if all was right, andafter
I'oing the rounds, took a seat on the forecastle, where
be remained about half an hour, when he discovered
a smoke issuing from the ladies' cabin, belcived to
be from the identical room that was fired the trip pre-

vious. After this, and whilst the flames were raging,
Charles Blount, the watchman of the Eudora, came
to him aud told him that he knew that she was to be
burned three days before, and expressed the wish that
he had the money paid for setting fire to her. The
day following, the witness again met Blount on the
Levee, who repeated what he said the evening pre-
vious, further remarking that he knew the person who
set her on fire. On the 19th, Blount shipped on board
the steamer Marshal Ney for New Orleans, in the
capacity of carpenter. The testimony of the other
witness was substantially the same as that of the
watchman, relative to the interview on the levee.

It is not known positively whether any steps for
the arrest of Blount have been taken.

Mr. Cist 6ays Bishop Purcell ordered two kneeling

One of the devoted
parents held the child to her bosom, and both were
saved ; while the other sustained hers until it breath-
ed its I6t, yet still holding on to the body until she
was rescued. The surprise of the mothers may bo
imagined when they discovered that in the confusion
attending their escape they had each taken the oth-

er's child. And while the poor woman who had sup-
posed her little one was lost, pressed to her bosom
her own babe, the other was frantic with prief to find
too late sho had preserved another's child and lost
her own.

Victims of the Late Fire. The clerk of tho
steamer Embassy, which boat left this port on tho day
af;er the great fire, informs the Louisvillo Democrat
that they "passed several dead bodies floating in the
river, blackened ank scarred by the awful fire on the
17th." On ihe sani9 authority it is estimated also,
täat from one hundred to two hundred and fifty per-
sons lost their lives by the fire. The latter, we
judge, is greatly exaggerated. That many persons
perished on board the steamers, is quite likely, but
not to the number stated. Thus far, four bodies only
have bten recovered from the fallen walls of build-
ings, and five only are known to have been killed
leaving out of the calculation those bodies mentioned
by the Embassy.

Rail Road Movements. Our town was visited
last week by a committee consisting of the following
gentlemen, Mr. Chas. Butler of New York, Col. Bliss
of Springfield, Mass.; Frederick Ilarback, Engineer,
of Springfield, Hon. Hugh White of Saratoga ; Mr.
Newell of Albany, and Mr. Knight of Adrian, who
with others have purchased the controlling stock of
the Michigan Southern Railroad, and of the Erie and
Kalamnzoo Rail Road from Toledo to Adrian. The
company are represented to be men of wealth and
reputation, able to command any amount of means
that may become necessary in the prosecution of their
enterprise. Their design is to extend the Southern
Rail Road west to Cold Water, and thence to the In-

diana State lino in the direction of Lima, in LaGrange
co., where the road will pursue a westerly course, to
La port e, and thence around the Lake to Chicago.

With this view the company have closed an ar-

rangement with thc.commiBsioners of the Western
Division of the Buffalo and Mississippi Rail Road
Company, for the purchase of said Division, extend-
ing west to Chicago, tin Michigan City. From La
Porte to Michigan City the road is to be surveyed
within four months, and completed as soon as possi-
ble; and at the latter place the Michigan Central Rail
Road is permitted to form a connection.

For the Eastern Division no arrangements have yet
been made, although it is generally understood that
the charter of the Buffalo and Mississippi Company
will be adopted. The intermediate country between
Lima and La Porte, will be thoroughly examined by
competent engineers, during the summer, with a view
of making such a location as will be for the best in-

terests of the company, and best accommodate the
country through which it passes. Goshen Democrat.

teacher, let it be expressed. The name or names of some
individual or individuals should be given, who will be re-

sponsible for the atipulated compensation. Teacher cannot
be seut for any schools, at a compensation less than $100 per
abnum, besides board. The cue of laige chools, or instruc-
tion in ih higher blanches, should command a higher com-

pensation.
The objects of tbe Board will be best promoted when its

teacheis can be located in positions of somewhat leading
impoitance, especially where there may be gathered into
their schools young ladies dctiiing to be fitted to become
teacheis, of whom it is hoped there may be many.
