
Late nnd Interesting from California.
Mr. J. L-- Loring of Ciucinnati having spent some

time in California, returned in the Crescent Citjr, and
brings the following important items of new :

Mr. Lorinj has brought with him a complete and
reliable Map of the Grfd Rfgvmt, embracing the
whole district, and designating all the important lo-

calities more definitely, and with greater accuracy
than any map which has eer been published. It has
been carefully made from the best sources of personal
information, and will La of very great utility. Wc
believe be has made no arrangements for its publica
tion, though wo presume that some of our map pub-lihe- rs

will take measures to place it before the pub-

lic as soon as possible.
The number of Foreigners, chiefly from Tcru,

Chili, Mexico, and the Sandwich Islands, who are
pouring into California, is almost incredible. Sev-

enty or eighty vessels were lying in the harbor, com-

pletely deserted by officers as well as by men, left
with no one to take care of them and rapidly falling
to pieces at the wharves. The Peruvian puvernment
has sent a portion of its Navy to San Francisco ti
bring away the Peruvian merchant vessels lying there,
and it is only by similar action on the part of our
government that any portion of the American vessels
now there can be saved from entire destruction.
From 3000 to 4000 foreigners, chiefly from South
American ports, are supposed to arrive in California
every week. The proclamation of Gen. Persifer F.
Smith, forbidding them to come, excites no attention
whatever, and is not regarded in the leat.

On the ISth of April, news reached San Francisco
that an attack had been made upon the Americans at
the mines by the Indians. It proved that such an
attack had been made, and that five Americans had
been killed. It is supposed that tho Indians were ßet
on by the Mexicans. The miners immediately formed
a 6trong party and started in pursuit. They soon
overtook tha Indians, attacked them and killed fifteen
on the spot. They also took twenty-fiv- e prisoners and
brought them into the camp. According to the usual
forms of proceeding, steps were immediately taken to
give them an ex tempore trial, which would, of course,
have been followed by summary punishment. The
Indian prisoners made an attempt to escape the first
night, after they were brought in. They were de-

tected, however, and twenty-fou- r of them were killed
on the spot.

"We learn from Mr. Loring, that Judge Lynch is
the only magistrate known throughout the mining re-

gion, and that his decrees are pronounced with all
proper judicial forms, and executed with relentless
severity. There is no law, of course, for the district
except such as is created by the emergency of the case.
No military force can be maintained there for a mo-

ment. General Smith was applied to by an express
from the mines, for soldiers to chastise the Indians
after their attack upon the American camp. The
General smiled, and said that "if he should send a
company there would not be a skeleton to return."
Soldiers would desert, of course, instantly upon their
arrival. There are none at the mines, and few in the
Territory, a small detachment being near San Fran-
cisco, and the main body at Monterey.

Whenever any offence is committed among the mi-

ners, the culprit is seized, a jury of twelve persons is
empannellcd, testimony is heard, the verdict rendered
and sentence promptly executed. All this is done, as
we are informed, with perfect fairness and the great-
est care. There is very little robbery or crime of
any kind at the mines. Since the opening of the dis-

trict to emigrants, eight or ten executions have taken
place for robbery and murder, and thU has had a most
salutary and restraining effect.

The great peril to the whole country is to grow out
of the great influx of foreigners. Not only do they
sieze upon the mines, from which they have been ex-

cluded by formal proclamation of the United States
Government, but their deportment towards the Amer-
icans is said to be in the highest degree insulting and
provoking. At the latest accounts the foreigners out-
numbered the Americans ten to one in tho mining
districts, and their demeanor was correspondingly
overbearing and insufferable. This had created the
deepest indignation among the Americans, especially
as the Mexicans were foremost in insult and bragga-
docio. The Yankees had already taken steps towards
organizing themselves into a Native American Asso-
ciation, and it is said that, upon the arrival of large
bodies of the Americans, who were understood to
have eai'ed from various parts of the United States
during the months of January and February, they
were determined to drive every foreigner out of the
country at every hazard. Although they are now
greatly outnumbered, still the Americans are far bet-

ter armed than the foreigners, nearly all of them
having revolvers and other arms, and are besides far
superior to them in physical, mental and moral qual
ities. Mr. Loring tells us that they are determined
to massacre the whole population, rather than submit
to their insolence and competition. They claim that
the United States laws require them to leave, and
they are determined that these laws shall be strictly
enforced, louring the comiug season air. .Lonne
says there will inevitably occur the bloodiest and
most terrible scenes, growing out of this feeling, that
the imagination can conceive. The Americans are
hardy, desperate, determined and well-arme- d, and
they will not desist from their purpose till the whole
country is cleared of foreigners, or they themselves
are forced to yield.

As to the extent and wealth of the gold regions.
Captain Loring says the truth cannot well bo exag-
gerated : the only deception practised is in regard
to the ease with which it is oficn represented that it
may be gathered. He saw several old miners who
had crossed the Rocky Mountains and settled in Ore-
gon ; but on the first report of the discoveries of gold
they had left that country and gone to California.
They state that, judging from the volcanic formation
of the country and the appearances that everywhere
meet the eye, tbey have no doubt whatever that gold
will be found to be equally abundant on both sides of
the Rocky Mountain chain, for a very great extent.
New mines were discovered within thirty miles of
Sen Francisco, a few days before Mr. L. left. He
brought with him some beautiful specimens of the
gold found in the dry diggings'." Some of them
weighed five or b'ix ounces, and had the appearance
of having been melted in an open fire being irregu-
lar in form, and slightly discolored by ashes or dust.
These diggings are mainly between the North and
South Forks, upon elevated ridges in the mountains.
The earth is very bard clay requiring strong blows
with a pickaxe to break it. The miners go into this
section and strike at random. If there is gold there,
it will soon be evident by the appearance of pieces,
large or small, mixed in with the clay.

On seeing these they immediately fill their bags
with the dirt and carry it, either on mules or on their
shoulders, ten or twelve miles to the nearest streams
where it is washed, "and the gold separated from the
dirt- - Even with this tedious and hard process three
ounces a day is a fair average for a strong and hearty
man. Frequently, however, from lack f proper
tools, men dig with their hands, afier a hole has once
been side, and their fingers soon become so sore that
they are forced to give up.

The great increase in the number of miners was
diminishing, of course, the returns to individinls:
and it wn believed from half an ounce lo one ounce
would be a fair average during the next season.
About 10.000 persons have been digging during the
past season, but more than ten times that number are
expected to arrive before the next season opens.
Just now very little is dona in the'mining district,
owing to the stormy ami unhealthy weather. Chill
and fever were very prevalent, and the district tvoukl
rot be considered healthy fordiggin until Septprrber.
The miners live mostly in tents. The little town of
Stockton, rear the mining region, is composed en-

tirely of tents. The miners generally bury their ore
until they can take it into San Francisco and exchange
it fur goods or ship it for home.

The miners generally take their gold to San Fran-
cisco, where they it at $10 per ounce in exchange
for goods, and 15 for cash. They never tent it, but
judge of its quality by examination. Sometimes they
throw in an ounce or so, in a pound, to make allow-
ance for dust. In dealings at the stores the sweeping
of the counters after a day's work, frequently yields
a very hanteomo sum.

There was great anxiety at San Francisco, and in-

deed throughout California, that Congress should give
them a government. Still there was very little disor-
der, comparatively no crimes, and although the streets
were full of goods, there was very little theft. There
is, of course, s good deal of rowdvism, with gam-
bling, &.C., but there has been very'little fighting or
violence of any kind. It is supposed that as soon as
tbey bear that Congress adjourned without making
any provision lor tnem, tbey will organize a govern-
ment of their own, suited to the Lecessities of their
condition. In spite of the immense number of for

eigners there, it is not doubted that the Americans
will retain complete control.

All accounts agree, that the Mexicans manifest
anythiog but a friendly fueling toward the Ameri-
cans. In addition to the facts communicated by Mr.
Loring, others will be found in the letter from Mazat-la- n,

which we publish this morning. It is there sta-
ted, that great numbers of Mexicans, many of them
in organized companies, and well armed, aro leaving
Mexico for California, and the writer, noticing the
ill feel.ng which manifestly prevail, expresses tho
opinion that war will be renewed within a bhort time
between the two countries.

National Reform im Ohio. National Reform
principles are making rapid advances in nearly all
the Northern States. A Inrge number of papers asidii
from thos'j exclusively devoted to the discuiii of
that subject favor most or all their measures. In Ohio
there are but few only two or three we believe
which are the recognized organs of the party, Yet
their principles are making rapid progress in that
State. Conventions have been recently held in va-

rious parts of the State which Jiavc been, well attend-
ed. One recently held at Carrolton was addressed by
Col. Joseph Cable, member elect to the next Congress,
and others; and the following resolutions prepared by
Judge McElderry were adopted by acclamation :

1. Resolved, That the transfer of large bodies of
land to speculators is a direct infringement upon, and
a usurpation of the natural and inaiicnate rights of
the mass of the people hence Land Limitation is
demanded by the rights of man, as bestowed by the
Creator himself sustained by his laws of nature and
revealed will.

2. Resolved, That each landless adult male or fe-

maleshould be entitled to 1G0 acres of the unsold
public domain, by becoming an actual Bettler thereon.

3. Whereas, "All just powers of Government are
derived from the content of the governed" are btFed
upon and flow from their natural rights: Therefore,

4. Resolved, That an inalienable homestead of 000
isjust and right; and a law to that effect should have
passed the present Legislature; and we mutually
pledge ourselves to oppose any and every man for
office who opposed or may oppose its passage.

5. Resolved, That wc are opposed to all and erery
species of tyranny over the minds or bodies of men,
that the recently acquired territory is free from Slave-
ry and must ever remain so; and, in political action,
we shall ever keep an eye to these sentiments.

G. Resolved, That we, as National Reformers, are
in favor of a change, revision or alteration of the
Constitution of the State of Ohio so as to make all
State and County officers elective by the people, and
that we will not vole for any candidate for the Legis-
lature who does not accord in sentiment with this
meeting in regard to a change of the organic law of
cf the State.

Huncary. Hurgary, at this moment, is attracting
the attention of the whole world. Her successes and
the justness of her cause, secure her universal sym-
pathy. Her position is not generally understood.
She has never been a provinco of Austria, but always
an independent kingdom. Her relation to Austria
began by a union of crowns through marriajre. . The
Emperor Cf Austria became, by virtue of a Hungari-
an bride. King of Hungary. In tho same manner
Austria allied herself to Bohemia. But Hungary re-

tained her Diet, her ministry, and her constitution in-

violate. She stands whole now, as she stood eight
hundred years ago. The relative and ally of Austria,
she has proved her devotion to the empire by bound-
less sacrifices. Still she has resisted every attempt
to destroy her constitution, or to merge her in the
empire. She wuuld not be taxed nor levied upon for
soldiers, without the consent of her Diet, a body elect-
ive, and assembling every three years. What is now
called her insurrection, is but a struggle to retain her
constitution and nationality, which Austria, sworn to
respect, has sought to destroy, that Hungory might
be known only ns a part of Austria.

The population of Hungary is 8,000,000, or one-thi- rd

of what has been called the Austrian Empire.
Crotia is properly a province of Hungary, though the
Croats have been set upon the Hungarians by Austria,
and defeated as they deserved. The Hungarians are
brave, generous, proud, and quite as intelligent as
the Austrian. They have a noble country, highly
cultivated and well governed. They are the finest
soldiers in Europe. Kossuth, who has been elected
first President of Hungary, and who is the leader of
her armies, is of the middle classes, and the most elo-

quent man in the nation. Georgy is little more than
a Hungarian boy in years, though old in genius and
valor. Bern and Dembinski are Poles, the former a
noble, and one of the best military leaders in the
world. Hungary can bring to the field between 200,-00- 0

and 300,000 soldiers, of whom 50,000 are mount-
ed. Her chances of ultimate triumph are great. .

On Tuesday evening
last, Mr. Robb, a student in the State University,
from Indianapolis, and a widower, and Mis Eliza
Williams of this place, were married, by Rev. Levi
Hughes. .The aff tir, as we understand it, occurred in
this wise: Mr. Robb had for some time past been pay-
ing his addresses to Miss Eliza; but his attentions
to tho young lady became offensive, from some cause,
we know not what, to the mother and friends of the
young lady, and ehe being under age, the matter was
postponed for a time.

Some few days ago Miss Eliza became of age, and
she determined to marry the man of her choice. And
so without consulting her friends upon the subject,
she started to go to a singing school in town on Tues-
day evening last; but the young gentleman who was
taking her could pet her no further than the Tavern,
where the Bridegroom and Parson were waiting for
her; and where Mr. R. and Miss W. were immediate-
ly joined together in the bands of matrimony, and
proceeded to the singing, where no one but themselves
and perhaps two or three others, knew they were
"husband and wife." May they enjoy great peace
and happiness through life!

To the City Council cf Indianapolis:

Gentlemen : The undersign-s- constituted a board of
health for the city, by your honorable body, take great
pleasure in reporting that our city is comparatively very
healthy. That while we hear of other places, and other
ciliea fearfully scourged by the awful ravages of the Chol-
era we are under so many obligations to thank God, that
our citizens have thus far been exempted from its destruc-
tion. The city is at present entirely- - free from small pox.

We would furthermore most respectfully remind your
honors of the importance of taking immediate, and active
measures to have removed thoroughly from all our streets
and allays, all kinds of filth which might tend in any way
to engender or encourage disease. To the same end all
cellars should be carefully examined and lime freely ap-
plied to their walls and floors.

We would earnestly recommend to your most serious
deliberation the propriety of establishing a city Hospital.
This need not be on a very expensive scale. A house
that would cost a very few hundred dollars, located on
the out limits of (he city, would be amply sufficient for
all necessary purposes for several years to some. The
wonderful rush of strangers to our city and the rapidity
which marks the growth of our spreading population, and
the fact that in a lew months we will be approached from
all directions by railroads and canals Thus making our
place the great thoroughfare of the West, and second to
none in the United States, are deemed by as sufficient
reasons for bringing this matter before you for your con-
sideration. Willi these precautions on your part, and a
firm reliance by all on Almighty God who alone can
quell the raging peatilence, we shall be prepared for sick-
ness when il comes.
