Since, then, it is no longer a question that our road of
83 miles, is to be an impottant link in the most direct
lines of Railways from tho Atlantic cities of Huston,
New York, Philadelphia, and Baltimore, through the
centre of this great yalley, there remains no doubt what- -

ever of the importance of the work, the ultimate value
of the stocks, and of the propriety of constructing the
road upon the most permanent gravel basis, and with the
most substantial oak superstructure, and the heavy T
rail, so as to insure the utmost durability and capaci'y,
and the highest rate of speed.

Pursuing our safe and cautious course of policy, let
nothing be wanting on our part to insure the completion
of our link in this great central work, so essential to our
prosperity, at tho earliest practicable day.
