Wer Bricks —Few people, except builders, are
asware of the advamtages of wetting brick before lay-
ing them.

The reason of this i< that if the bricks are saturated
with water, they will not abstract from the mortar
the moisture which is necessary 1o ils erysizlization,
and on the contrary, they will unite chomically with
the mortar, and become as solid as a rock.
