Mar axp War Steamsnirs.—Government appears
to be paying considerable atiention to the building of
mail steamships, so as to combine with this, their
more peaceful purpose, their capability of eunversion
into war steamers, il oceasion shall call for such a
change. This is « proper precaution on the part of
Government. The great and growing commerce of
the United States, iis vast possessions and extensive
sea coast, all indicate what its marilime power is des-
tined to be, and how exposed the interests of the
country would be in this branch of its trade, unless
with its increase, there should be corresponding means
of protection, which will be found in steam, the new
element of paval power and superiority. Great Brit-
ain has set an example in this respect which the Uni-
ted States has not been slow to fullow, as the only
power which can ever successfully compete with the
assumed supremacy of tie former upon the seas.
These steamships, as built under Government direc-
tions, will be formidable rivals in trade or war with
the English steamers. They are to be commanded as
the English steamers, by naval officers, who will ob-
tair: in this mode that experience which may be used
with advantage in the naval service.
paragraph in the New York Post that two of the
West [ndia mail steamships, adapted to war purpos-
es, and for carrying the United States mails between
New York, Charleston, Havana, New Orleans and
Chawres, are nearly completed, The Ohio, the first
of the line, will be ready by the first of next month;

loaded for seu. She has four decks, two of which are
capable of carrying guns of the largest size. In case
of war will carry three Paixhan guns of 140 lbs.
shot, and eight of 120, three miles range. She hss
two powerful side lever marine engines, of 600 horse
power each. Capacily of boilers 130 tons; diameter
of cylinder T4 feet, with 8 feet stroke of piston. Di-
ameter of water wheels 36 feet, paddlesgl0 feet face.
Ste has state room accommodations for and tem-
porary births for as many more. All her interior ar-
rangements are calculated to insare comfort and safe-
ty to her passengers.

When we add that George Law is
the contractor and builder of this splendid specimen
of naval architecture, we bear the most conclusive
testimony Lo its perfectivn.

It wmay not be out of
place to add, that this system of enrrying the marine
mails originated with Col. A. G. Sloo, of Ohio, in
hunor of which State the first ship is named.

(3o back to your hume with this couviction, and show
yourselves worthy to be the slaves of that grand Lama
who is worshiped only by his impotent, silly and idiut
servapts; but if you do so, we will wage the war
with you, and you will be condemned by God and
your countrymen, having reduced them to misery and
endless grief.  You will then awake from your unfor-
tunate presumptlion and errors, but too late.”

Without Nyary the Hungarian revolution of March
would have turned out as disastrously fur the holy
cause of liberty as elsewhere in Europe. lle alone,
defended and kept alive a policy of so greal conse-
quences that even Kossuth found it too daring, because
the national existence was at stake ;*but at the dis-
cussion ip the National Assembly, he was triumphant
in his principles. He is a statesman who has not for
a moment relaxed in his dignity, determination and
vigilance. His epeeches, too, are characterized by
no deceitfulness, no paraphrases, no equivocations, no
tirndes. He seizes entirely the object—he examines
and analyzes it with a spiritual power given only 1o
such men. Nothing is more striking to the heart o
the spectator than his whole countlenance in the midst
of the storm of debate.

The Tailors’ Strike in Boston.

| The tailors’ sirike in Boston still continves. The
Mayor has offered his medialion between the journey-
| men tailurs and the employers who refuse to pay the
| proposed scale of prices. There is danger that a
| large number of familes will be thrown upon the city
il'nr support, if the strike is coutinved much longer.
| At a hearing befure the Mayor, on Monday, an inlel-
ligent delegation of ihe operatives only sttended, and
from the Herald's necount we take the following:

| Mr. P. Walsh said from the commencement they
had not expected their employers to meet them, asan
enquiry must then have taken place which would have
shown the public facts wiich were almost incredible.
| A long conversation ¢nsued as to the amount of re-
ductien which Lad lately taken place. It was shown
‘that in 1841, an operative tailor would receive for

making a dress coat for a store, §3 56; and for ma- |

king a similar coat now, they were paid only §1 75,
ur in some cases 82, while in addition they had **ex-
tra work” to perform upon the garment for the re-
duced price, which would occupy a man 16 hours long-
er in making than when the high price was paid.

The proprietors of Quincy Hall paid in 1843, 86 90 |
for making an overcoat, and now they only paid S4 |

for a similar coat, and this would take a man six days
in making.

His Honor being surprised at the intelligence of
‘one man, asked him if he read mach; the toil-worn
'man replied, not so much as he wished. Sometimes
on going to bed, st 2 o'clock in the morning, he would
endeavor to steal an hour from rest to improve his
