\ in Oclober, 1849. The object is to devise ways and
| means for the construction of a Railway through the

territory of the United States, connecting the Atlao-
tic and Pacific States. The hope is expressed that

every distriet will be represented, * so that the hospi-
laisty of St. Louis shall rejoice in the fullest exercise
and enjoyment of ils means; and that a quickening
voice may go forth from the assembled mass, that
shall give to the greal measure of Amevican Progress
assurance of its triumph.”

CUBA.

Gen. Taylor has been pretty strongly suspected of*
favoring the annexation of the island of Cube,—and
that the mejority of the cabinet and the southern poli-
ticians who mainly control the policy of the present

administration are in favor of such acquisition, there
is po mistaking the fact. A Washington correspon-
dent of the N. Y. Herald, the paper which Jfirst pro- !
posed Gen. Taylor for President, divides the President |
and cabinet thus on the question of the annexation of |
Cuba : |

For annexation—Gen. Taylor, Messrs. Clayton,
Meredith, Jolinson, Crawfurd and Preston.

Against annexation—Messrs, Ewing and Collamer.

If there be nothing *» this supposition, immediate
or remote, then the appearance of the following elab-
orate article from the Washington Republic, just at
this particular time, is a curious cuincidence,—ihat's
all:

From the Washington Republic.
Cuba and its Hesources,

This beautiful island, one of the eurliest discoveries of
the great admiral, has been know to Europe since 1402,
and has borne successively the name of Juana, Fernandi-
na, Bantiago, and Ave Maria, and has found refuge from
this conlusion of titles in the aboriginal nppellation. The
most westerly of the Antilles, it equals in area that of ail
the other West Indies together, and ie- one of the Iarge
Islands which approaches nearest the North Americon
continent, one hundred and 1hirty miles from which, an
eminent Cuban naturalist maintaing, by some great con-
vulsion of nature at no very romote day, it has been re
urated. The longth of the island, which extends nearly
enst and west, from the 74° to 35° west of Greenwich, is
ubout six hundred miles, and its average breadth is about
one hundred—between the 20th and 25th paraliels of
worth latitude. It is blessed with the prodigal ferulity of
tropical climates, while the elevations of its mountsins per-
mits the productions ofcolder elimates to thrive. "This lofiy
range of mouniwins, extending irom Cape San Antonio to
the Punta de Maysi, divides the island into two equal
portions, and on its declivities and iu its valleye are
regions as fertite and as healthful as any in the world.
Rising to the height of 8,500 feet, it containg the sources
of various straams which abound with peculiar and deli-
cious fish, and which bring down no inconsiderable por-
tion of gold dust, onen esteemed of importance, but which
now 18 neglected because the labor necessary to collect it,
if expended in the cultivation of the soil, would yield
thrice the return. T'he mountains also abound in other
mineral wealth, among which are copper, iron, and the
magnetic stone. Silver is also found. The most valua-
ble of these mines, however are those of eopper, which
since the completion of a portion of an elaborate system
of railroads, one hurdred and ninety-five miles ol which
are now in operation, have proved most profitable invest-
ments. Principally in the hands of foreign capitalists,
they employ many thousand miners, the wants of whom
provide, for the amall planters, that greniest of all protec-
tions and encouragements, a home market.

Marble and coal are nlso known to exist in inexhausti-
ble quantities, and the value of the letter is daily becom-
ing more apparent from the rapid consumption of wood
by the immense azucarias or sugar estates of the island.
This coal, exceedingly bituminous, is evidently an out-
crop of the great asphaltum beds whicl, in more than one
of the Anulles, evince themselves in the lakes of mineral
tar. It is now employed i the gas-works of the city of
Havana, and has n found of great purity and good

uality.

. The island abounds in magnificent harbors, one of
which, that of Habans—named, traditioa says, from an
Indian gonddess of that name, a statue of whom is placed
over more than one of the gates of the city—is probabl
the best in the world. Wilh a narrow entrance, expan
ing into a magnificent bay it is capable ol enclosing the
navy of the world, and irom the earliest day has boen so
carfully fortified us to be considered impregnable. Nei-
ther history vor scrutiny sustain this idea, for, in the
middle of the eighieenth century, an expedition, under
the orders of the British Admiral Vernon, composed of
a small force of royal marines and a few regiments of
colonial iroops landed a fow miles below the city, all
the defences of which, including the Moro, it carried
without unusual difficulty. The new art of war, with
its immanse balleries, sleam and rockels, would cer-
tainly reduce the place to necessity in a very shorl time.
Matanzas, Trinidad, SBantiago, Cientuegos, and Puerto
Escondido are also excellent harbors, with great natural
fucilitis for improvements snd furtifications.

The climate is when we consider the latitude, salubri-
ous, the yenr being divided into a dry snd a wel season.
The warmest portion of the year is July and August
when the mean temperature of each day is about B4®
Falhrenheit. The coldest is in December, when the mer-
cury ranges ot sbout 50°, except when the wind known
as el morte blows, during which the instrument shows a
rapid declension.

So lertile a svil is not known to exist in any other por-
tion of the globe. It has been known to produce three
crops & year, and in ordinary seasons two may be relied
on. The profusion of i flora, the variety of ns foresis
are unsurpassed ; while the multitude of its climbing
shrubs give a luxurions richness 1o its scanery, which con-
tnbutes to make it one of the most fascinating countries
in the world. Nowhere is life so easily supported, and
is man so delicately nurtured. In addition to the plan-
tain, the yuea of two varielies, the potato, yam, lodian

or custard-apple, medlar, banana, orange, lemon, shadock,
and lime, abound. The growih of the forest eomprise
the mahogony tree, cedar, lignumvite, various kinds of
ebony, the nuble palm tree, add numerous woods for
building.

On this island, capable of supporting in opulence a pop-
olaton equal to that of Spain, are strewn less than a mil-
lion and a half’ of men, of which six or seven hundred
thousand are white, two hundred thousand free negroes,
mulattoes, and zambos, while the rest nre slaves. Itis
supposed that but two-fiftis of the island is cultivated;
the rest being wilderness, uninhabited, and despoiled,
by ruthless Spauish avarice, of the glorious forest irees
which struck the early navigstors with so inuch amaze-
ment,

The chief nches of tha island result from its exports,
which eonsist of sugar, colfee, tobacen, wax, cocou, mo-
lasses, honey, ram, maize, &e. The first of these is in-
finitely the most imporiant, and is probably the only one
which is regularly increasiag, in spite of the changeable
sensons, hurricanes, and the immense direct and indirect
taxation 1o which the planters are subjucted. The greal
incrense may be esumated from the fact that in 1542,
G1%.648 boxes were exported; and in 1347, 1274 S11.
The exports for the last fiseal year ending with Novem-
ber were 1,210,917. Of other articles, during the same
time, were exported 708,941 arrobas (25 lbs.); of coffee,
205,550 hogsheads of molnsees ; 11,909 pipes of rum;

FOREGN NEWS
BY THE
STEAM SRIP WASHINGTON.
wer from Europe--=Great Hungar

Yictory !
New York, September 4, 1849,

The steamship Washington bas arrived, snd we
have intelligence two days later than received by the
last regular steamer from Hungary.

The Russians under Ludiz are said to have been
completely defeatled by an inferior foree of the gallant
Magyars under Bem. The survivors were hunted
into Wallachia.

A bulletin from Dembinski, dated Gyongyae, July
28, speaks of the second great victory he has obtaioed
over the Hussians, as fullows :—Afler having attacked
them by surprise, on the night of the 23d, the Rus-
sians did not take a stand. Many of the officers fled
in their shirts, and others were cut down or taken
prisoners. Two regiments of Russian Cuirassiers
were nearly annihilated. In the morning the Rus-
sians rallied and fought desperately, but s brilliant
cavalry attack decided the contest. The Russians
left 1,600 dead upon the feld, with eighteen cannon,
besides 2.000 prisoners,

The fulllm‘ing Russian intelligence is given, and if
they confess this moch what must the reality be:—
*“On the 23d July the Rifles were attacked in the
pass of *O. J. Lush,” by the Magyars, and forced to
retreat. They were reinforced with four pieces of
artillery, but they were forced to retreat after three
hours hard fighting, in which they Jost iu killed and
wounded four officers and 150 privales. The Ma-
gyars pas<ed through the pass.’

Vienna is now garrisoned by only a few new levies,
and when the post left Presburgh had been occupied
by the Hungarians. Vienna letlere counfirmn the re-
port of the occupation of Eaab by the Hungarians.
Some Hussars liad appeared even within a few
leagues of Vienna. The Austriuns were hastily col-
lecting an army of 26,000 men at Presburgh, to as-
sume the offensive.

The Breslau Zeitung, of the 15th, says that persons
who arrived in Vioona on that evening affirmed that
a sanguinary engagement had taken place at Gross-
wardien. The Hungarians had there concentrated a
body of 80,000 men, including the troops from Klan-
sembergh. The affairs of Comora remain unchanged.

The Hungarians were threatening Presburgh.
