Jank of Tennessee we make the following extracts:—
Lou. Courier.

The real copital of the Bank at present does not
exceed two millions asd a half. The Bank began its
operations on the 1st of July, 1838, with a capital of
$3.226,976.82, and by the 1st of July, 1849, has Jost
ihe sum of 500,000, it is believed. The policy of
gradual hguidation bas beretofore been tested. The
Bank then, as now, with its numerous Branches, fur-
nishes a large portion of the eirculating medinm of
the country. A more infumate aequaintance in the
last two years, with the history and operatioas of the
Bank, has satisfied me that the public aterest requires
that it should either be diseontinued, or so reljeved from
its obligations as to save iis capital from further re-
duetion.

[ would be willing to see the Bank comiinued fur
the present, if the relief indicated, i+ extended to it.
This, I think can be accomplished by making the
Treasury chargeable with all the liabilities which
now rest upon theJlank, and responsible for anv de-
ficit in the means of payment. In this way, whatey-
er profits the Bauk may realize, will go into the Trea-
sury for 118 profits, let the Dank be discharged from
further obligation. Upder the present system, if the
profits of the Bank are inndeguate, as they have been,
the capital is made to supply thedeficit and thus we
are presented with a policy which, in the ease of nn
individonl in private life, would be universaliy con-
demned, and lead inevitably 1o poverty and bankrupt-
cy. This policy is also recomnmended by its simplici-
ty irrespective of the condition of the Bank. It would
render the state of our resources less complex, and
mauifest at all times the precise amount of available
means. And what objection can be taken tv this
course of policy ! Let us not be startled at the idea
of an increase of taxation to make up any defienn. |
believe no such necessity will arise

If the bank is put in a state of liquidation, it should
of course be so gradual as not to impair the business
of the country or lessen the circolation.

I am, then, prepared, and do earnestly recommend,
that the Bank be either discontinued or disencum-

bered.

The American Review commits a capital grammat-
ical error. One of its articles is entitled **Thiers'
Revolution.”  Now, if there be any rules of English
grammar whatsvever, one of them certainly is that
the possessive case of proper nouns ending in s, must
have the 5 repeated afler the apostrophe. The rea-
son why a di=tinction 18 made between proper and
common nouns is apparent from this illustradon. If
we briefly spoke of **the clothing of the boys,” we
should sny the »boys’ cluthing;" but, were there a per-
son named Boys, and we hnd vecasion to speak of his
clothing, we should, of course say **Boys's clothing,”™
in the same way that we speak of St. Thomas's
Church. We do uot double the s in common nouns,
simply becuuse we do not souvnd ity but we do double
t in proper nouns, because we do sound it Unly fur
poels s it allowabla to siip over the s in the laiter
case, ns in “*Venus' groves," » Pambus’ car,” **Moses’
rod,” &e. &e.; but even for the sake of rythm, it is
barely tolecable. The writer of the work on the
French Revolution, which is reviewud in the Amer-
ican, 18 not named Thier, but Thiers, and his work
should accordingly be epoken of as Thiers's Revolu-
tion. We take particular notice of this inaccuracy,
because we lind 1t gradunlly creeping into use here,
so that presently, unless it be stupped, we shall have
the suthority of **custum” invoked for its defence,

Tue Rousp Istanpers.—The Mobile Tribune has
a letter. duted at East Pascagoula, September 20,
which saya:

It is expected that they will start now
pretty soon. The principal leader is lovked for here
presently from the porth. Who he is, is not known,
but Ieue-fect he is the Spanish General Lobez, now,
or recently, re<iding in New York. One thing is
certain: these adventurers have an abundance of means.
They get their supplies from this neighborhood, and
pay promptly. They are also orderly in their eonduct
and have a goud character among the mainlanders.
The communications in one of your ity papers on this
subject are nothing but sheer untruths, as any one over
here can tell vou. The United Siates vessels Water
Witch and Flirt are lying within sight. The Albany
is at Ship Island. They ure quiet enough, and do not
interfere with the Round [slanders.”

New Jersey Rangoaps.—There is much excite-
ment in New Jersey on the subject of the monopoly
of railroads and canals, which the Legisiature of that
State pranted 1o certaun cmn;mnies solne years ago,
The conditions of their charters were, that iff they
(the companies) would pey to the State the interest
on 8200,000 warth of stock 2nd transit doties on all
passengers and freight, the State would gearantee lo
the companics, that no road shonld be made throngh
1o compete with their road. The Legislatures of 1815,
36, and 37, reaffirrned the contract. The transit
duties uow paid tv the State amouat 1o about §30,000
A year.

An effort 1s making to set aside these contracts as
vnjust and vnconstitutional. In the New York and
Phalndelphia papers, an appeal is published by Com-
maodore Stockton, in relation to the joint companies of
the Camden and Amboy Railroad and the Delaware
and Raritan Canal Company, in which he stales that
he invested the whole of his fortune, amauntiog to
$400,000, in these companies, under the contract with
e Swie of New Jersey, and complains of the efforis
to induce the State to repudiale their contrel.

Mex witay Tarrs. —Col. Ducouret, distinguished
fur his African explorations, has been commissioned
by the French government for a five years’ exploration
in the interir of that countiry. He nsserts that there
is a race of the Ghilanes inhabiting the interior of
Aflrica, and renowned amoug the neighboring tribes
as caudaled, or having a tail-like appendage, formed
by the elongation of the vertebral column, snd that
they are the last Jink io the human race.
