to the county neat with his ' fund',' from one of the town- -
hips. At any rate, the sioiy found i t way into the news

papers, and tho-- e who gave full credit to the statemeut mutt
have supposed the Collector of Boone had an odd set of cut'
tomert to collect ht ' poll taxes ' from.- - The coon skins, it
was said, were for Mate, the deer for county tevenue. and
the mink for rhange. Ab .ut the same time i' was said that
one of the Jide, who, for want of other accommodations.
had taken bis luncheou to Court, wai supped at a distance
to be reading a newspaper, when, on nearer approach, it wu
ascertained that be was only eating a laige buckwheat pan
cake."

Perry county, also in "early times," is made the
scene of a bear story, which, though we have pub--
ished it before, is worth repeating.
"John Archibald and bis wife, having: succeeded in treeing

a bear, cut down the tree, which unfortunately fell on the
Husband, broke his leg, and held him fast to the ground.

Constructive Mileage to Senators. The Hon.
Elisha Whittlesey, the First Comptroller of the Treas-

ury, has refused to allow the accounts of the Secre-

Ma. Editor t The Court of " Commou Picas " for Spar-tantbu- ig

I am now at liberty, and
theie i not manifested by the great mas of the community
the least disposition to treat me even disrespectfully. Those
men who had banded themselves, together in this place under
the teim " Safety Committee," and who, ia order to keep
themselves safe " from the action of the law against them
for tbeir lawless conduct, have proclaimed themselves "above
the law and who, from the time they cast me into prison
up to the moment appointed to tusb me thiough the forms of

public trial, bad kept every instrument in motion to excite
the country and bring the people up to the level of their
own f nticim and ciut lty, have had tbe tables most com
pletely turned upon them.

Tbe jeomaniyof the land came up to Court, from the
different parts of the district, with a stein rebuke to the
spirit of disordrr wiitien on tbeir faces.

Instead of being prepaied, as my enemies had vainly
hoped, to act against ins with the itjus;ice of an excited
populace, some or them wete impoiluiiate that I should turu
opoii my puisueis, and jive some of thetn a chance to occu-
py for a seaxon the tame daik hole into which they bad ao
wantonly thiost me.

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The Constitutional Convention.
The engrossing subject of interest in our next Leg-

islature will be the Constitutional Convention. A
large majority of those voting on the subject, and a
respectable majority of all the votes cast, have decided
in favor of the Convention, and we presume no man,
whatever his personal opinions on the subject, will
oppose this expression of the popular sentiment.

How then shall the Convention be constituted,' and
when shall it be held !

Every class of industrial pursuits, ard every inter-
est of our citizens, should have an opportunity of be-

ing represented in the Convention, and the body
should be eulEcicntly large to make its action con
formable to the popular sentiment, and to insure the
adoption of the Constitution at the polls.

The population of the State in 1810, when the Con-

vention assembled which formed our present State
Constitution, was about 120,000, and that body con-
sisted of forty-thre- e members, representing thirteen
counties. They convened on the 10th of June and
adjourned on the 29th sine die. Estimating our pop-
ulation at one million in June, 1850, and the same ra-

tio would give a body of 330 members, a Conention
too unwieldy fur deliberation, and too expensive to be
tolerated. We believe however iu having the Con-venii- on

as large as may be. without these contingen-
cies.

We have a tast territory whose population doubles
every twenty years, and every acre of our soil will
one day swarm with busy life. Our people have gath-
ered from every State in the Union, and every civil-
ized Empire on the globe with feelings, habits, in-

terests as diverse as their natal homes. To represent
all to make the Constitution an emanation of the
popular feeling, and to ensure for it the popular fa-

vor, the Convention in numbers should be a body equal
to both branches of our Legislature, thus giving one
member to each 6,600 inhabitants or each 1,000 votes.

The districting of States and apportionment of del-

egates will be a task, whatever ratio may bo adopted,
but with a conciliatory course on the part of tbe Legis-
lature, and a judicious arrangement of floats, it may
be effected. The more republican method would be the
formation of single districts from contiguous territo-
ry; without regard to county boundaries; a principle
which has been adopted in some of the states in the
formation of Legislative Districts.

The time for holding the Convention is immaterial,
but we presume it will be in May or June, 1850.

It will embody no doubt much uf the talent of thu
State, and fully represent the fraternal feeling the
republicanism the spirit and energy of our thrifty
population. Goshen Den.

T. Butler King's Report from the Mines. The
New York Post publishes an extract of a letter from
an intelligent gentleman in California to a friend iu
New York, of which the following passage deserves
to be generally read. It is dated August 25ih.

'Not one that I have seen varies in his report from
what I have previously related, that there is gold in
abundance, but only to be obtained by excessive la-

bor, iu a temperature of 110 to 130 deg. Notwithstand-
ing the universal reports of the miners themselves,
you will, however, receive by the mail, an official re--,

port from Senator King, of Georgia, in relation to the
extent and value of the mines, which without per-

haps making a single erroneous statement, will go far
to deceive the public, and to draw thousands on to
their rule.

"It appears that Mr. King was sent out by the go-

vernment for the purpose of making a survey of the
mining district, which he has just completed, and it
is reported here, that his statements will be, that one
hundred thousand men cannot exhaust the 'gold in a
hundred years that it extends over eight hundred
square mile9 of territory, and that the richness of the
diggings will necessarily cause the buildingvp of San
Francisco icithin jive years, to a population larger
than New York city.

"This last opimou he expressed within a day or two
to a gentleman, who related it to mc. But in his re-

port he will probably carefully avoid saying anything
of the immense toil and great sacrifice of life.

A gentleman who has read the report about to be
made, characterizes it as superficial and wholly un-

worthy of the subject and the country. The result'
however will be that thousands upon thousands will
rush out here; and as a large portion of them will
not soon get means. to return, it will be a sure mode
of populating the country. Symptoms of this state of
things already exist. 1 have had repeated offers of
the services of respectable young men law students
and others, for their board and one dollar a day.

"Business here is already overdone. There are too
many sellers and too few buyers; too many goods for
the number of consumers, and the result so far, is a
gradual reduction of profits and the final result will
probably be within a year, a blow-u- p which will scat-
ter about half of those now in business here to the
four wind, and reduce rents aud real estate to a com-paraliv-

moderate rate. .

"Nothing will probably avert this but the effect of
such reports as Senator King' proposes to send home,
which may cause a few months' delay but the end
must come. Such is the general opinion.

The writer of this letter has probably come nearer
the truth than any of the numerous letter-write- rs from
California.

he Washington Union of the Olli ult. con-

tained an article, showing the wretched condition in

which our foreign relations have been brought to by

the bungling Taylor Regency. We regret that we

have not been able yet to copy it. But no'v the Tay-

lor correspondent of the Journal of Commerce com-

plains, and as the complaint is brief we copy it. He
says

Our foreign missions are far from being in a satis-
factory condition. In St. Petersburg we have neither
a Minister, nor Charge, nor Secretary, nor Consul,
and the archives of the legation are in the hands of
a foreigner, a vice Consul.

In Berlin, we have no minister, Mr. Hannogan
having never even entered the borders of Prussia, nor
written one line since he left, to the Secretary of
State. He is supposed tube in Paris. All the cor-

respondence relating to that mission is conducted with
Mr. Fay.

At Rio we have no minister. Mr. Donelson is kept
on a salary as a supernumerary minister in Prussia,
under a diplomatic fiction. There is no such govern-

ment in existence as that to which he is accredited.
He ought to be recalled.

The Whigs have promised, if they get the House,

The rails will be fastened at the joints by

chains, which simply consists of a wrought iron
plate one-ha- lf inch thick, six by seven broad, fasten-

ed by one-ha- lf inch bolts, the two outside cutters
turned up to form a semi-circ- le of the precise dimen-

sions of the bar; the additional fastening is by bolts

three feet apart passed through the rails.
