ventlon, Assembled at St. Lowuis.

T the Prople of the United Stales :
The Convention of Delegates from fourteen States of |
the Union, which assembled at 8t. Louis on the 161h day '
of Octuber last, being unani--.ously fivorable to the con-
strucyon of a Central National Railroad from the I'it_lus- #
sippi river to the waters of the Pacific Ocean, authorized |
the undarsigned members of a commitiee appointad for |
the purpose, \o address the pcnple of the United §I.llt'!,
and to wrge their co-operstion in procuring such aclion an
the part of Congress as may be necessary to carry oul the
views of the Convention .

We bespeak, thereforn, for the voice of the Convention,
& National audience. Woe nsk, for their proceadings, the
serivus consideration of the whole country. The subject
addresses itself to the whole people, as elevated above '
parties, above sectional divisions, and permsonal attach-
ments, a0d as one in covolry, in government and in desti-
ny. The apirit of Columbus, afier the scarch of cen-
turies, points 1o “the secret strant,” which brings Europe
and Americs in direct communication with Aswa, by the
Western route, through the heart of North America, and
invokes us 1o avail ourselves of its unspeskable ad-
“3“"‘!“.

The great and leading idea 1o which the Convention |
gnve its cordial and unanimous assent was, that » Ceniral
National Railrond from the Mississippi river to the wuters
of the Pacific, is of eminent and over-ruling Decessity : |
® necessity arising from recent events, correlative with |
our duly to sustain our country in its mission of lreedon l
and civilization, and in its material progress,and of preserv-
ing our union of Siates whose eatension from ocean to
ocean is practicable only through the achievements of mod- |
ern science, which sssure us of easy intercourse with all
ite purts, however remote. .

But the convention did not undertake to dictate to the
country the plan or the route to be adopted. Nor did
they entar into the questions of constitutional power, or
attempt to demonstate the prospects of through freight
and travel, or the probuble value and increase of way
patronage, or affect to know more than is already in pos-
session of the Government in regard to the great cual
fields and other mineral deposits of the Western plains
and of the Muountams, or of the other gualitics of the |
Central region, as they relate to the guestion of economy
snd practienbility 1 the consiruetion ol the road. Satis- |
fied that practicable routes vxist—practicatile for construc- |
tion and operation, referiing to the sdaptations or the sur- i
(1ee as well as to the accessibility of ﬁul‘md water, and
practicable in respect to the patronage which will support |
n railway, especially as connected with ll‘!e interest ol the
Government as 8 land proprietor, and with the political,
military and social reasons which justify it—all doubts
nnd questions were waived in the expression of the o=
phatie opinion, that it is “the puTY of the Governmeni
to eonstruet the road.

The public mind is evidently prepared for the consum-
enation of this great measure. The numerous Conven-
tions which have assembled in various parts of the eoun-
iry, the expressions of more than half of the State Leg-
islatures, and of many other respeciable bodies, indicate
the readiness and decisiveness of the general will. To
make these indications more complete and indispuiable,
it is only necessary to awaken our countrymen Lo a sense
of the glorious responsibility tiat is resling upon their
age and generation, and to give them opportunily io indi-
cate their claims to intelligence and patiiotism, by sub-
mitting to them the alternative of approval or rejection
Clear it is that, however men, according to their know-
ledge, may bave favored or condemned purticular routes
or specific termini—though they may have differed in re-
grrd to the mode of construction however conflicting may
have been men’s interests, and theugh remote from each
other and variant in character may have been the assem-
blages of the people, all have united 1o swell with one
voiee the aniversal acclamation in favor of a central na-
tional reilroad across the continent. And they have made |
siill further pregress in the general union. They have |
intimated but one opinion as (o the auspices and authori- |
ty ander which the road should be built. They have |
velerred unanimously to the ledernl government. And |
yet further, they have agreed that the road should be con- |
structed uperdnly_v, nad that the preliminary steps for that |
purpose should be tnken immediately.

T'he establishment of a line of military posts from rhe
western conflines of the Western SBiaten to the Pacific |
Ocean; in all proper pluces, not far distant from eunch |
other, was deemed by the Convention nn imporiant pre- |
liuminary step in the preparstion of the rmiway. Tlneu|
posts, aithough they need not be permanent garrisons,
yet would serve to mantsin peace among the aborigines,
wonld lay out and open military roads, assist in the eree-
tivn and tection of the electric telegraph, offer present
gutde and refuge to the emigrant, and give sid and seco-
rity to the various parties of engineers which may be
sent out by the government o locate the best route for
the railroad, white settlers, by a liberal policy exercised
toward them, might be induced to cluster rapidly in the
neighborhood of the posts, soon by their owa numbers
nud strength superceding the necessity of the military.
There seemed to be no argument in favor of establishing
this line of posis along the Mexican frontier on the South,
that would not be good in behalf of a similar line along
the British frontier of the Nurth. The Convention,
therefore, contemplated only such line as would lead di-
rectly through the heart of our Western territories, on or
near the roule which nature seemed to indicate, and com-
mercial and political convenience seemed 1o require as
the most suitable loeation of a national Railroad.

And the Convention, not fearing physical difficulties
s much as those which might be interposed by political
and sectional feelings—looking to the fact that a Northern
route from the Inkes 1o Oregon, and a Southern route
through Texss to San Diego, were each strongly urged
sipon the lic consideration, snd well kno.-ing the
furnl dangers of the delay which the threatened disputes
would be sure to involve, indicated a Central route be-
tween these two extremes for the main stem, with
trunches 1o the Northern, to the Middle, and to the
Southern States. This offer to propitiate the claims of
nationality will it is hoped, be as satisiactory to the ex-
reme sections as it seemed (o be to their respective rep-
resentatives in the Convention. It is that fraternal spint
vl coneession and compromise, in which our Government
itself was founded, and has been ufuiécunducud through
many portentous storms, which the Convention consult-
ed, and to which the country must look for a speedy so-
lution of all the difficulties which sectional selfishness
will interpose agsinst the construction of the rond. See-
tional jeslousy without patriotism, like avarice without
Lenevolence, sinks 1o a vice that, “1o be hated, needs but
to be seen,” and in relation to this aoal mensure, whose
influence and whose benefits will co-extensive with
ihe Union, cannot be tolerated, and we trust will not be
geen,

Elevaling ourselves above the prejudices of party, the
pa=sions of persons, the jealousies ol sections, let us pro-
ceed to the execution of 1his work with the singleness of
purpose which distinguishes true patrivtism. Let us ex-
hibit 1o the world a people united and busy in securing
the foundations of unprecedented grandeur, end con-
scivus of a destiny which it is vain to oppose, and which
is every day more and more unfolding itselfl 10 the
s nzement of contemporary nations. It needs but the
fiat of the people, and the applicstion of the means and
nuihority of their government, 10 consummale the mas-
ter-piece of a powerful and patriotic nation. For such,
siving the Constitution, would it truly be. No mnation
lias ever executed a work of superior importance 10 the
intarests of the human race. The Appian Way, the
Regina Viarum of the Romans, though asting eight cen-
turies and exhausting at one time the ‘loman treasury,
#nd on which five duys were consumed in travelling from
lome w Capau, bears no comperison with it. That|
pointed 1o Asia Minor, which Rome sbsorbed. This w0
A<ia itsell, and to the Indies, looking 10 the commerce
of three-fourths of the population of the world, and
passing through the henart of a continent. The temples
of the ancient cities, the pyramids of Egypt, the wall of
China, the great rond of the Ilncas, are insignificant mon-
u. vents of pride snd power, as compared with the impor-
tance of the great Continental Railroad of North Ameri-
cn. The mind of man cannot conceive all its vast and
unlimited consequences. Let the work be finished ; and
then the trident of the sea would gradoslly fall from the
liands of England ; the question of a nurthwest passage
would cense 10 vex the world but as a matter of mere
curiosity ; long and dengerous +oyages around the Capes
woild be lessened; we should no longer be subject 10
poss through fureign territory in going from one part of
our domain w another; time would be saved, distance
rowihilated, new rescurces discovered, new markets
vpened, a belt of civilizstion snd coltivation eaxtended
peross the continent, improving the public Innde, snd ren-
dering government intercourse and suthorily with the In-
dinn tnbes, and our own distant provinces, more easy and
efficinnt ; the waalth of Asistic commerce would com-
mingle with ours in the heart of ollr country, nnd the
lights of eivil and religious Liberty would wnevitably fall
vpon the slumbers on the shores and isiands of the Pa-
cific, while our own Republic would advance in power,
wealth and grandeur, and receive s new guaranty of i
unfailing strength and durability.

What, then, remaine Jor us but to urge the co-operation
of the friends of the measure .m,-nu, in concentra-
ling upon the Congress of the United States, in all itw in-
disputabie majesty nnd I, the WiLL OF THE PEOPLE.
And let thoss people, as they value the imporiancs of
preserving the unity of the Republic, sa they love their
iriends who are setiling upon the shores of the Pacific,
#s they desire 10 maintain the dignity snd avthority of
thewr government, and as they are faithful 10 the mission
of their counly in sdvancing the csuse of civilization
and humanity, demand of their Representatives in Con-
gre=s, without confusion, hesitation or disguise, immedi-
ate action—agetion, decisive, libersl and effectual. An in-

The resclutions and memorials of state and municipal
Legislatures, the s3xpressions of disirier and county con-
senuong, and town meetings, of corpmate bodies, the

Frouime or Wan.—We noticed lately the session
of a Peace Cngress in Paris. We see by a letter of
one of the American delegates that Emile de Girradin,
Editor of La Presse, a piper which is said to have
the largest circulation of any in Europe, has commen-
ced the discossion of the subject, and hails with Lis
best wishes the cause of universal pence. The fol-
lowing fucts, from the columns of La Presse, are ap-
palling :

“The army of 1813 was compnsed uf recruits from
eighteen 1o twenty years of age. Jllness, fatigue,
and misery decimaied them. OF the 1,260,000 rais-

| ed in 1813, there renained in 1814, to defend the goil

of France, but vne hundred thousand men sbuve the
gronnd.  As the result of the varions conseriptivns
made in France between the years 1791 and 1813, we
fiud that foor millions five hundred thousand French-
men were blown 1o pieces by cannon, brought down
by musketry, impaledsupon bayonets. or cot down by
broadswords and subres; and by all this sacrifice
France obtained literally nothing—not so much as
one gquare inch of ground added to its territorial
limits in her wars of 1790."

The London Times fullowes up the above calcula-
tion, and computes the loss sustained by the nllies at
ten milliors of men cut to pieces in the prime of life!
The mind can scarcely realize such a dismal picture.
Ard yet this enormous secrifice of human life produ-
ced no advaniages for which the cost of a singie life
would not have been too dear. We louk with loath-
ing and hatred upon those savage tribes which peri-
od.cally offer human sacrifices to their gods. But
their blind yet honest zeal is pardunable, and their
destruction of life but limited, compured with the
pyramide of bloody oblations which civilized men of-
fer at the shrine of national ambition, avarice, and
revenge.—Richmond Republicun.

Fause Econeny.— We suspect there is a false imn-
pression, smeng even intelligent citizens, regarding
their tax for the support of the public press Do nt
genilemen, whose subscription has been given to Inlif
a dozen or mure journals, ofien feel that there isa
epecies of extravagance ealling for curtailment, and
an investment which yiclds no return?  We fear this
is ofien the ense—that it is a habit of men generally
intelligent, to depreciale Lhe press and economize in
that direction, while the whole list of other expendi-

turcs for pleasure, for dress, equipage, costly residen-,

ces and tables, esc-pes examinatwn and retrench-
ment. A retrenchment of the plensures of the table,
uf house-rent, of apparel, would inflict oo injury—
rather would be a benefit, perbaps, to health and com-
fort, while the neglect of some paragraph in the jour-
nals which he receives may involve him in serious
and lasting difficulty or loss; and the habitoal neglect
of newspaper intelligence must infallibly place any
man in a position unfavorable to the advantageous
prosecution of business. [n general intelligence, no
man can keep pace with the age who is not un atten-
tive reader of well-managed journals of news. We
would ask any man who hightly esteems his newspa-
per, tu reflect seriously upon his indebtedness to this
great instrument of light and knowledge, and to con-
sider what he would be and where he would be, if le
lived in a land or in an age where the newspaper had
nevercirculated. Certainly he eould not hope to com-
pete in business with men enlightened end stimulated
by the press. He could hardly expect to meet his fel-
low men on equal terms, in social fellowship, with}
out the influence upoa his heart and intellect of this
informing, invigorating power.

Horace Greeley reads the original Taylor men a long
lesson a8 1o their merits and deserts. He thinks that
nine-tenthe of the Taylor vote came from the whig par-
td: and that consequently Taylor belongs 1o the whigs.

e allows that the original Taylor men have a c¢laim
to some spoils, but not to all, nor to the major part.
He complaivs that every Taylor man who started for
hin and no body clse, claims an office, and falls out
with Taylor if he dues not get one. This is a ques-
tion between the whigs and Taylorites. Let them
settle it as they may. Taylor was the candidnte of
the real simon pure Zachsrites, at first, and the whigs
pitched in at the eleventh bLour, because they expect-
ed to get help outside of their party, which they
knew to be in hopeless minority. Democratic prin-
ciples were never stronger thun they were last year ;
but thousands who had no love for whiggery, Joved
old Zach; thought he would be & no-party president,
ss he promised; and hence they voted for him. These
no-party men furnished the candidate, The whigs
mainly elected Lim, and appropriated himall to them-
selves. This is the true state of the case. The
question now is who should have the pay or most of
it. The editors of the Journal should come out vn
this point. It is important that it be settled on
approved principles. Say, ueighbor, how is it, and
how should it be!—Lou.

terday morning. A respectable lady, wife of Mr.
Joha Smith, residing in Ferry street, rose immmed:-
ately after er husband had left the chamber and gone
duwn stairs, ond lightiog a loeo-foco mateh commu-
nicated fire to her cluthes, and was at once wrapped
in flames. Her busband, bearing ber shrieks, ran op
stairs and succreded eventually in extinguishing the
fire, but not until her face and almost entire person
was burat to such a degree as to present the appear-
ance of being actually bak-d.
