RevmansasLe Rock 18 Laxe Sopewmon.—~One of
the most remarkable Rocks of which we have any
knowledg=, has lately been discovered in the middle
of e inland sea, Lake Superior. By a gentleman
who has lately returned from Copper Harbor, we learn
that a shaft of trap-rock has very lately been discov-

| ered, rising 1u the lake from 150 t 200 miles from
land, nud ascending above the surfuce of the water
about four feet.  \What renders it more extraordinary
is, that it stands alone, aud all around it so far as ex-
aminations have beeu made, no butiom has been reach- |
ed by any of the lead-lines usrd on the lake; and the |
puint of tue rock tself does not excial su aren of
more than six or seven feet square, and o far as ob-
servation of it has extended, 1t does nut appear o en-
large in =ize aw itdescends.
