The President’'s Message.

Alloding to this document, the State Journal says:

“The message, like every other production from |
the pen of Gen. Taylor, is marked by pisin, H"“d-w
common sense. 1t will be seen that he is determined |
to preserve the peace of the Nation so long as il can |
be done consistent with pational honor. This deter- |
mination will meet the approval of every true lover
of his country." _

Our neighbor, no doubt, intends ‘the above as a|
good joke. He certainly never meant to be under- |
stood as in earnest, in thus epeaking. We are in |
doubt, however, whether he intends his srony to ap-|
ply to the Telegraph, or to Gen. Taylor! He surely |
must feel, as we do, that, in all respects, the Mes-
sage, as sent over the wires, is not only immmun-!
bly below any other similar document, but that it is
below mediocrity, whether we regard its style or|
ils statements. |

We confess we are aslonished at the wretched |
cheracter of the document, in every aspect in which |
it can be viewed,—euppoeing that its blunders are not |
to be attributed allogether to the Telegraph. We ex- |
pected nothing better of Gen. Taylor, to be sure; |
but we never for a moment supposed that he would |
be allowed to attempt to write the message himself.
We do not suppose that he wrote this; bot we did;
suppose that Major Bries, the General's son-in-law |
and private Secretary, could have tinkered up some- |
thing a great deal better in point of syntax aud
style, than is anywhere evinced in this message. i

Take the first exordial paragraph of the document, |
for instance, which is an attempt at the palriolically
sentimenial. No man would suppose, if not certified |
of the fact, that it beionged to a President's message;
though any one might very easily conclude that it|
was the first effort of some boarding-school miss, or
county-seminary boy, in what is called “composi- |
tion.” |
The second paragraph, in which it is declared lhnl‘
“upon Congress' rests the *future’ maintenance and
perpetuity “of our system of free governmeut,”—is
just as stupid and ridiculous as the first. The fool of |
a writer forgets that it 1s the People who make and |
unmake Congresses, and that Congress is but a lype|
of its creator. Then we should like to ask of the
State Journal what is meant by the third paragraph |
of the message, which is reported in these words: |

“We ure at peace with all the world, and seek to|

mainiain our cherished relations of amity with fhe
rest of mankind.™

It ia this very sentence, if sentence it can be pro-
perly called, which the Journal appears to have had
directly in mind, when it spoke of *plain, good, com-
mon sense.” s it possible that the Journal can be
blind to such a gross absurdity,—to a blunder so glar-
ing as to be beneath criticism ?

“Heroic Age" recently published a burlesque mes-
sage in the Washington Union, the exordium of
which 1s atiributed to “Perfect Bliss.” Bul there
was pothing ia the avowed burlesque, which is tuora:
ridicolous than is contained in the ‘‘genuine arti-
cle.”

After the brilliant display of sham patriotism,
sham piety and illiterature, imbodied in the exordium,
the message proceeds to a bungling account of our
foreign relations, and a defeace of the conduct of the
sdmisistration in regard to its foreign policy. This |
half of the message, we suppose to have been con-
cocted by the fat Secretary of State; and we further
suppose that the most of it was wrilten afler he had
dined. Mr. Clayton is certainly able to write better,
before dinner. We must make some allowances,
however ; for when a man has a very bad cause to
defend, we must expect his plea to partake somewhat
of the weakness of his cause.

We then come to the sffairs of the Treasury, the
statements relztive to which are very crude, imper-
fect and vosatisfactory. Butl perhaps the Telegraph
ia to blame here also. We can tell better, after we
get an authentic copy of the message.

Notwithstanding the ground heretofore taken by
Taylor and his friends that the President shouid not
recommend measures of legislation to Congrees, he
comes out boldly enough for the exploded doctrines
of **protection.” to accomplish which, he urgeatly
advocates a system of specific instend of ad valorem
duties. The old fellow thinks, as the capitalists tell
him, tha! there ia *‘chealing round the board,” under
the ad valorem system, and he would remedy the dif-
ficulty by establishing a general system of cheatery
by law,—for this is the actual effect of specific du-
ties,—a system which makes the people pay the
same tax on articles of a low and of a high intrinsic
value : taxing the poor as much asthe rich. Wedid
not believe that & return to the old policy would be
recommended ; but it is so, sure enough. The resylt
will be, to sink Taylorism lower than ever.

The “sub-treasury” also gets a dig in the ribs;
snd here another cutrage upon propriety and official
dignity is committed by the President, in the adop-
tion of & mick-name. The treasury system alloded to
is only known 10 the law as the Independent Treasu-
ry, and we guess it will coutinue to be so known, fur

some time looger, despite any nick-name Taylor may
apply to it.

An agricultural bureau is then recommended, for
two purposes, first to gull the great farming interest
of the country, and secondly, to create another es.
tablishment fur the gratification of the hungry horde
of office hunters. The whole thing is a gross hum-
bug, to say the least of it, and the idea isstolen from
s Vermonter. What good ecould such a concern se-
cumplish, more than has been done at the Patent Of-
fice? Not one particle; while the evil will be un-
doubted, if the concern should be established under
Taylorite direction. The Stales should take the Jead
in this matter, by establishing a bureau or clerkship
of agriculiural information, in conmection with the
Secretaries of State. In this way, reliable and vals-
county oficers, might be obtained and disseminated,
and witimately might be concentrated st Washington,

to great public advantage. The States, however
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should first move in the matter. If they will not,
any attempt at Washington will be a mere abortion.

Now we come to some meagre talk about the vast
territories of New Mexico, California, and Oregon.
Teuching the important matter of Slavery, as regards
them, he takes the Cass ground, if we understand
him, and advises that, in the admigsion of new States,
“wesshould abstain from the introduction of those ex-
citing topics of a sectional character, which have
hitherto produced painful apprebensions in the public
mind.” The drift of this cannot be mistaken by in-
telligent men. It shows conclusively that Taylor
will aid and abet in the extension of slavery, not-
withstanding bis pledges to the contrary during the
Presidential canvass.

The message is also in favor of *a line of commu-
nication™ from the Atlantic or the Gulf of Mexico to
the Pacific, end recommends *‘a careful reconnoisance
of the several proposed routes by a scientific corps,”
at the expense of the government. If this recom-
mendation be adopted by Congress, there is not a
person now living in the whole world, who will ever
see the road built, even if they see it commenced.
But they will see millions squandered under the sur-
vey hill, and & National Debt rolled up, exceeding in
magnitude any which bas beretofore existed. Whit-
ney proposes to make such a road, upon & plan which
may be of greut benefit to nar government as well as
all the people of the world, and under which our
government cannot possibly lose any thing. The
State Journal has heretofore endorsed Whitney's plan
without reservation ; bul now it commends this enor-
mous proposition of the message, which, if adopted,
might not only ruin but revolutionize our government,
as “plain, good, evmmon sense.'"” Verily the blind-
ness of partizanship is worse than cimmerian dark-
ness !

Besides this, the message recommends early appro-
priations for river and harbor improvements, in
wholesale style. For details, we are referred to doc-
uments accompanying the report of the Secretary of
War.

An addition to the Army is recommended, and fur-
ther, a kospital for the retreat of inefficient officers,
similar to the establishments of the kind in England
and France! Every body will remember how Van
Buren was derided and belied for a recommendation,
not a hundreth part as obnoxious to censure as this,
but yet the Journal approves! What would it say,
if the President should be the first decrepid officer to
retire to the hospital of invalide !

The recommendation of a *‘retired list” ia the
Navy is one which has long been desired by the more
active officers, and we believe was urged by Bancroft.
Probably the recommendation is a good one.

The message also advocates the *hen and chickens'
statistics, in the census law for 1850, which the
whigs scandulized so grossly in 1840,

And then we come to the peroration, which in stu-
pidity and clap-trap, is only equalled by the exvrdium
of the message. But we cannot dwell upon its beau-
ties now, having already written forty times as much
as we al first intended. Indeed we do not likz to
animadvert upon such séuff, appearing as it does ina
document which ought to be of such a character as 1o
command at least ordinary respect. Had not the
Journal provoked us, by its unqualified commenda-
tions, we should have been silent, and *‘groaned only
in spirit !I"  As it s, the whole subject is with vur
readers. Let them pounder upon the message before
they make up their opinions in regard to it.
