Duran took
the orphan in charjje to rear as an adopted child.
This was when ha was in proeperity. For some

rears after the death of the mother, a lady was in the
labit of visiting Sir. Duran's house regularly, to see

the child, and continued her visits until about the
time be moved into the Third Munici ality, since
when, four or five years ago, ehe has never been seen.
Whether this lady was a relative or. friend of the
mother, interested in the fate of her olF-prin- jj, the
old man knew not ; nor did he know who the lady
was or whence she came.

Upon this information, the sale was stopped, and
Mideline was taken possession of by Mr. Charles
Lovenskbld, to whose humane exertions iu her be-

half, she is perhaps indebted for her liberty. Mr. L.
has kindly installed her in his own family, and will
bring her up as a member of it, if the law doea not
defeat his benevolent intentions. The cirl, though of
late years niinzlin almost exclusively with the ne-

groes of Mr. Duran's household, is intelligent beyond

her years, speaks both French and Spanish fluently,
and understands English.

The affair speedily obtained public notoriety in the
lower part of the city, and created an intense excite-
ment. ISeveral free persons of color interested them-

selves iu the case, and in a few hours collected ainon
their own class nearly two hundred dollars, to buy the
girl out of the estate, and bestow upon her her free-

dom. This was not permitted, however, and from
present appearances, there is little probability of her
subjection to the degradation of being included in the
chattels of the succession. Mr. Duran has left no
heirs, and dying intestate, his property escheats to
the State, after satisfaction of the creditors. There
is but one creditor, end his feelings were as deeply
affected yesterday as those of any person present.
Mr. Lotenekiold and others, who have taken the girl's
cause in hand, however, have determined upon an en-

tire publication of the girl, and if it be practicable,
will brinjj the case before the courts in such manner
that a jury shall pass upon her blood.-N- . O. Delta.

Mrs. Miller. The N. Y. Herald correspondent,
writing from Washington, says :

The Hrm. J. C. Norvell, of Michigan, is now in
this city, the father of the Mrs. Miller whose roman-
tic and singular disappearance and alleged elopement
from Niagara Falls are so notorious, mysterious and
suspicious. Judje Norvell deMres eomu information
respecting this unfortunate woman. lie is naturally
in great distress concerning her, being even doubtful
whether he is dead or alive, iu the country or out
of it.

We suspect that Mr. Norvell, however, is on the
right track for information. A gentleman from Win-
chester, Va., says that Mrs. Miller for a year past
has been residing at that place, (her husband being
absent in the army in Florida.) During this time she
received particular attentions from a young man
named Baker, of highly respectable family. He
left Winchester about the same time that Mrs. Miller
left ; and shortly after the publication of the affair at
Niagara, he returned to Winchester, sold off his
property for what it would bring for cash, and again
disappeared. It is supposed that he has since joined
Mis. Miller at Boston, and that they have none to
Europe for the safer enjoyment of their unlawful
union.

Mrs. Miller is said to be a most accomplished and
charming person. She became a popular favorite in
Winchester, and had credit with the merchants of the
town to almost any extent. The young man Baker,
with whom she is supposed to have made an escape,
is said to be not over twenty-on- e vears of age; and
his description answers to that of the Mr. Blackmer
who was seen with Mrs. Miller at Buffalo. They
will probably yet be detected in this country or in
Europe.

Si r The New York Cheap i'ostags Association re-

quest your immediate attention to these few bints, in rela-
tion to a public otj-- ct of great moment, which is in a
situation to require your imlividuil and esrnei--t attention.

The Report of the Postmaster General has disappointed
the friends of Cheap PosUge. Wi h a most prosperous
condition of the ; with a rapid increase of
busiueas; with an income of $3,692,762 from letters
alone, and $819,016 from newspapers; with a clear surplus
in hand of $691,682, which wilt he increased by the 30:h
of June lo $1,033,710 ; and with th people expecting the
adoption of a proper system of ('heap Postage, he only
recommends a reduction to a uniform rate of five certs per
ounce!

On the ;rrt mass of letters this is no reduction at all.
On a calculation, which is certainly largo, be supposes it
may reduce the revenue 775,0U0, which will not nearly
absorb the surplus. Uot if it should have the effect, which
all other reductions of rate have had, trb iKcattn or

The expenses of transportation of the mail to this
country is $2.577,407, and in Great Britain it is $2.229,768
which shows that we can carry letters as cheap as England.
The whole cost of our Post office is $1,479.049, of the
British $7,016,250, which is all faid bt the Pbnrt
Post a os. Our 21 millions of people, with the same priv-
ilege, would write as many letter in proportion as their
27 millions, which would give us 270 millions to their 346
millions. At the lowest calculation Cheap Postage would
mora than double lae number of letters tbe very first year.
It did so in England, where ihe weekly number of letter
which in 1840 waa 2.102.231. became 4,355.237 in 1841.
This would give 128 millions, yielding $2,560,000 the
very firat year. Tha postage of dngres. if charged at
present rates, the Postmaster General says would amount
to $792,700, besides what is paid to Postmasters for de-

livering free letters at two cents each, amounting to nearly
$100,000 more, sll of which Congress ouihl to pay out of
its contingent fund. To this add $850,000 for newspaper '

postage, and you have $4,222,700. Then let the expenses '

of tba Ocean Steamers be transferred, as it ought, to the .

Navy account. There can be no douM that by the time
the surplus now on band is exhausted, the vigorous increase
of pos'sge would enable the Department to support itself
out of its current receipts.

Five cent is not "Cheap Postage." 1 hi I a technical
term well understood, and is applied to the philosophical
ystem invented by Rowland Hill, and which has been in

use in Lngland for ten years. Penny postage, or two cents '

is what all mean by Cheap Postage carrying letters for
what it is worth, and not taxing letters lo pay f r other .

objects. Tbe experiment in Great Britain proves that the
service can be offorded far two cents, and therefore lhat is
the only just measure of its value money's worth for the
service performed. To chsrge a tax of five cents is to
impose a tax of 150 per cent, for other purposes. To
charge three cents is to impose a tax of ojlt 50 per cent !

AN ACT to provide for the call cf a Convention cf tht

people ff the State of Indiana, to recite, amend or alt r
the Constitution if taid State.

Whebeas, Aa set was psssed by the General Assembly of
this Stale, at its last session, to provide for taking Ihe
sense of Ihe qualified voteiiuf the State, on the propriety
of eallios; a cunvrutica to alter, amend or revise Ihe con-
stitution of this State, approved January 15lh, 1849 Awn
whcseas, A large majority tit all the voles given at said
election war In favor of holding said convention! And
wuttcii, It is Ibe duty of the lepicsentatives of the
people, promptly snd without delay, lo provide fur cany
ing ihe public will, thus expiessed, into immediate effect!
Tlieiefore,
Section I. Bt it enacted by the General Ästembly of tke

Slate of Indiana, That Ibe citizens of this State qualified
by law to vote for members of the Gsneial Assembly, shall
meet at their respective places of holding elections io the
seveial ccunties of this Slate, on tbe firt Mondiy io August
next, and to pioceed to elect delegates to constitute s con-

vention for tbe purpose of eoosideiing tbe constitution of
Ibis State, and making such amendment to, alterations of.
and changes in ibe same, ss they may dee.n proper, which
amendmeuia shall afteiwards be submitted to a vote of the
people of , State, to be by them inified or leiected.

Sec. 2 The said convention shall consist of a number of
deleg. c equal to the whole numter of the members com
posing 're Senate and House of icpreseoiative of ihn Staie,
who sb-il- l be ai'poitiotied in tbe oroa manner that membeis
of the Geneial Assembly shall then be by law appoitiuned,
and they shall be chosen iu Ihe same method, st Ihe same
places, and by the asms electois tbat choose the Geneial
