We believe it ia only requisite that Liberia, with
its mtural advantages, its commercial resources. to-
gethur with its #xalled social and political privileges,
which are there secured az the inalienable inheritance
of the enlored man, should become familiar themes
with that class ol our population, to induce & rapid
| increase of eolonization. And the truthful eommo-
. mications of facts under the warrant of personal ex-

perience, withont exaggerniion or clap-trap, woald
bring a very large proportion of enlored penple 1o the
| serions eonsideration of the subject. [is grest im-
portance as n remedial resource for that race. which
| Is here restricted in the exercise of the very element-
ary principles of existence best caleulated to expand
| and exalt the heart and mind, should commend it to
the intelligent inquiry of every colored man, who is
enpable of an independent thought or aspiration. Li-
