- Soon the Free Soilers themselves
will repudiate it, and poor Wilmot will be made the
scape goat to carry ofF the sins of others into the wil-

derness. Every whij now looking to Fillmore or
his cabinet for favor, repudiates the humbug. But
Old Black Dan first broke the ice. He threw the
stone thas hit Billy Patterson. The democratic mem-

bers who by resolutions and pledges are bound to
tote for the abstraction will do so; but we trust our
friends in future will have nothing to do with such

rtonscnse. We publish the speech for the benefit of
our whig readers. After the whigs of Indiana have
howled until they made the day gloomy, and the night
hideous, it could not be expected that they would en
dorse the new doctrines of the Administration at
once; but they will come to it by degrees.
" Mr. Brooks saiJ, that he was opposed to the amend-
ment of the gentleman from Ohio, and ho rose to make
some remarks in opposition to it. lie bad been ready
at anv time "to face that jrentleraan's music," and he
'laceü it" the first of the session, and he was more ready

"to face it" now. The world had rolled round, and the
sticks of the centleman s drum bad been kept bcatine;
but in the revolution of the earth, the fewer the. soldiers
that obeyed the gentleman's tattoo. If lie kept on beat-in-g

much longer, the fact was, as he believed, that very,
very few would pay attention either to his morning or
his evenins drum. As for himself, he could say, it had
not beat loud enough, nor fierce enoujrh vet, to alarm
his nerves. He faced it now. He should vote against
his proviso had voted against it in January last, and
was ready to vote against it in all the Januanes to come

There was a time (Mr. B. went on to say) when the
Wilmot proiso was not as it is now, a mere useless,
mischievous abstraction, and he could very well under
stand the motives and the reasons of gentlemen who vo
ted against it. It was a bolt, however, that had done its
errand, that had dischareed its duties, and the spent bolt
now, that some men were for hurling, could onjj do mis-
chief and create unnecessary alarm. When the Wilmot
proviso was first introduced and parsed on the floor of
this House, it taught the countrr two salutary and im
portant lessons, the South first, tVat the war with Mex
ico could not go on to extend sla.'cry, but that the intent
and purp would be by the majority resisted, and it
tanght the North next, that conquest and extension of
territory jeoparded the very existence of the Union
The fear of the Wilmot proviso predisposed the southern
Democratic party for peace, and it a lamed the JJemoc
racy of the North not only for tho Union itself, but for
the nationality, and even existence of their party. Thns
Democrats with Whigs in arresting the ca
reer of cur Generals in Mexico, and in compelling a
iicacc.

The lesson is impressed upon our history; and no par- -

iv, liereaiter, win be anxious lor a war 01 conquest, un
less it i first settled to which section of the Union the
political profit will inure. The reasons and motives then
that prompted gentleman to urje the Wilmot proviso
no doubt sprang from high and patriotic causes; but as
things were now, the V ilmot proviso was an abstraction,
mischievous in all its consequences, and periling even the
unity and existence of the Republic, That Providence
of Almighty God, which had so often watched over and
preserved us as a fvored people, with His "cloud by
l.iy and pillar of fire by night," is watching over us now,

and preserving as now, from the perils that our passion
for conquest, and for other people's lands, had brought
upon us. We were to be preserved too, without any
self-sacrific- es of principle, or pride, or sectional prefer
enecs, or pledges, if wc would only leave all to that Al-

mighty God, and not attempt to lie wiser than He, in
settling the destiny of oar country, what part of it should
be lnl or free. That destiny fs already fixed, irrevo-
cably fixed, beyond any human control ; and, in my opin-
ion, all we ought to try to do, is to await the decree on
that Providence, ami stand by it, whatever it may be.

To settle this terrible agitation in this Hall and Cham-
ber, such by the way as no other form of government is
.strong enough to stand a month, I am willing to become
a convert to the doctrine of of non-actio- n

and in good faith, too. If it is of any importance
to know what I am willing to do, I will state here, that
I will vote for no Y ilmot proviso, now or hereafter, or
Any matters before u; and I will stand upon the princi-
ple, that the authority of this Government shall not be
exerted to exclude or to extend slavery, the principle or
compromise upon which it was framed. Thus, it will be
seen, if I am opposed to a single-heade-d, uniform, uni-
versal Wilmot, I am the more opposed to the double-heade- d,

double-shotte-d Wilmot, which would exclude
slavery by law north of 36 deer. 30, and establish it by
law south" of that line. If the Wilmot proviso is a prin-
ciple, and a principle that must he enforced, the law of
the majority will succeed, and the old, and ancient, and
venerable, and now immortal "Wilmot" will carry the
day.

But I will pledge myself here now, while a member
of this Congress, to resist them both ; and I will fall back,
ta order to give peace, upon the non-
action invitation uf the southern members, so fervently
sent up during the last Congress in these Halls j and I beg
these gentlemen here to bland the ground they stood on
then, and not to become converts to the Wilmot princi-
ple which they once so earnestly denounced, and which is
without doubt a principle alarming to the South. I will
.stand with them now on their principle of
and I will follow the salutary rule, that the Federal Gov-
ernment was not created to exclude or to establish slave-
ry iy law, and leave that exciting subject to the States,
and th inscrutable Providence that has fixed so anoma-
lous a class of human beings upon our otherwise free
form of government. No other rule of action, as it now
seems to me, can save this glorious heritage of our fath-
ers from the inevitable internal dissensions which threat-
en it and these were the rules whieh animated and in-

spired the bosoms of the Hancocks, the Rutledges, the
Adamses, and the Pinckneys, who bequeathed this heri-
tage to us.

An J I can see, Mr. Speaker, that no section of our
country has anything to lose, but on the contrary, every-
thing to gain by the policy of non-acti- in this matter
of slavery; for that destiny of Almighty God, of which
I spoke but a moment ago, haa regulated all these things
for us. California is settled, and is settling with a mi
raculous rapidity; and its social polity is fixed beyond
ihe power of thus government to change it". No law of
yours is omnipotent enough to reverse the social order
there established. The people have decreed and are yet
decreeing the universality of freedom. The emigrant
from the banks of the Mississippi joins heartily with the
emigrant from Maine, in ordaining the exclusion of slave-
ry , as the common interest of all ; and all the armies and
navies of the world cannot create slavery where all the
people vLU all to be free.

I know that southern gentlemen attribute this feeling
to the preoccupation of the soil by northern emigrants,
under the patronage of the Federal Government: but a
power higher than any government settled this question;
and that was gold, stimulating instant, tumultuous emi
erat ion. The columns of emigration settled, as they al
ways will under like circumstances, the establishment or
exclusion of slavery. The steamship, the winds that
wafted northern commerce there, settled the question
The people of the North did not so much go, as rush or
fly, to California, when they heard that gold was there,

and the poor white man of the South, who could raise
money enough to go. was there, before the owner of
negroes could prepare himself to start. California be
came tbe magnet, winch attracted all the enterprising
poverty of America. 1 he northern rich capitalist repo
sed upon Lis fumls at home, and so did the planter on hi:
plantation at the South, but the enterprising and am hi
tious poverty of lioth sections, rushed, aye flew on the
vinzs of the wind, to California.-an- d established an
equality there, to have w hieb they left their own' land
flfo overland emigration from the slave States could over
take, or over-matc- h these crusaders after the golden
fleece. Poverty was behind, and gold was before, and
when the winds blew not utronz enough, or fast enough,
tk9 penius of steam was evoked to hurry them on.
The world has never seen anything like this eruption, or
irruption, not even in the day of the Crusaders.

How idle, then, amid such a whilwind of causes and
cf people, to impute to the distant and feeble powers at
Washington, a potency enough to restrain the establish-
ment of slavery there: The whiteraan there would not
work with the negro in the mines, and that settled the
question. .Tha white man would not alow the capitalist,
be he owner of negroes, or of peons, or of other property,
to scrape, scratch, or to shovel more gold than he could

and that settled the question. It was a question be-twe-
en

lalor present and capital absent, and lalior instant-
ly prevailed. The southern emifrant joins with the north-

ern, the first from interest, the second from education
and prepossession. No anthority of Government ennUJ

Executive, the Legislative, and Judicial powers of this
Government combined, have never been able to do it,
and cannot do it now. It would be easier this moment
to establish slavery in the older States of the iorth,
where great ociul and peonniary iivqtKilities, prbftne,

'

exist ; hut the thing is utterly impost'iMa among a people,
who have fled from wealth, and its inequalities, in order
to be socially, morally, politically, and so to speak, pe-

cuniarily, equal and free. , -
Gentlemen from tu booth, who acknowledge in their

hearts, if not by word of mouth, these truths, seek tore-vers- e

them by dividing California, making of one part a
State, and ot another a Territory. If I were to consult
only the free-so- il passion of the day, nnd to vote with es
pecial reference to my section on that point, I should
certainly second, instead of resisting that movement,
for these same causes, which have made California

will ever continue, until heavy, massive
columns of slave emigration overland, can overtake and
overrun emigration by sea, or the now cheap, qnick-mov- -

ing, enterprising emigration irom tue ivortnwcsi. ve
arc as certain to have two free States, it secns clear to
me, as we were to have one, if California is divided ; and
the more gold that is found in the southern part, the
greater and quicker will be the rush, of the Hying col-
umns of emigration there, that will not work with slaves,
or allow a master of slaves to amass unequal shares of
the precious dust. So that, slavery, ns it seems to me,
is as clearly and as certainly shut out from the Pacifio
as it is from Canada, on the northern part cf the Atlan
tic coast. The great and Impressive motive I have in
resisting the division of California, comes from the great
danger of lciiig, some day or other, ruled by the mem
bers in the Senate from our Mexican acquisitions. As a
resident of an Atlantic State, I do not want my people
to be outnumbered, out-vote- d in the
United States Senate. I do not want the Atlantic ocean
to bow down to the Pacific. When I look npon the map,
and survey the almost immeasurable regions we have
now on the Pacific, nnd west of the sources of the Mis
souri, I foresee that New Lngland, New i ork, Pennsyl
vania, Ohio, and the southern States, are shorn of their
sovereignty in the Union. I wish to do all I can to avert
that result I wish to make of California, of Utah, of
Oregon, of New Mexico, of Nebraske, States as large
as possible. I go for the broadest extent of latitude and
of longitude compatible with their geographical posi
tions, and the public interest. .Large Males, it is lor the
interest of us in theso now thirty States, to carve out of
those States to come; aye, the very largest, unless we
intend to be overwhelmed in the Senate. Hence. I wish
to resist the division of California, and I rather sorrow
that she has not taken more that she claims. To divide
her, it thus seems to mo is a common injury to the North
and the South, to be aggravated to the Soum, if what
seems to be certain, follows, viz: the establishment of
two free States there, instead of one. Even if we go
further and establish slavery bv law in ono of these Cal
ifomia States, as some gentlemen seem to desire, and
thus ordain a southern Wilmot proviso in their behalf, it
would be the same as attempting to establish slavery in
Maine, Massachusetts, Connecticut, Aew i ork, l'cnn
sylvania or Ohio; for these and the like people are al-

ready there, and practical masters of that soil. And
this is what I meant, when I spoke of destiny, the tic
crecs of Providence, or the fiat of Almighty God. The
question, I say, is settled, and all roan can do. is by tin
necessary agitation to sow the seeds of civil war. and to
make nnhappv and bloody the soil on which wc dwell

The gentleman from Ohio is. however, not satisfied
with that decree of Providence; and as he seems to think
Providence has not done enoojih for our section of the
Union, he will do something more. He asks us to face
the music as an abstraction of his, and he tauntingly tells
us he will "smoko the dousrhiaces out. lie renews
here to-da- y a proposition that he introduced at the early
part of the session an abstraction, which attempted to
exclude slavery by law when governments were cstah- -

Ii shea in all ot our Zucxican acquisitions, including L--

ifomia.
Mr. Root. No, not California.
Mr. Brooks. Well, in alt our , Territories cast of

California. And that abstraction was once thrust out
of the House, amid all the cries of the gentleman upon
us northern members to " face the music." I trust that
this unnecessary, inopportune, nnd mischievous propo
sition wiltteecive the same kind of treatment now,though
it presents itself in a more imposing form. I know, and
I lecl the power which the gentleman's whip may have
over members elected two years ago, in the storm of

ry excitement that then existed; and I know
the cruharrnssnu nt that whip may create amid members
pledged during that excitement to votes as he who sets
himself up to lie their overseer, their driver, tells them
to do. But the day of overseers and of drivers is pass-
ing away, and the whip is loosing its lash. Emancipa-
tion is every day coming more and more, as the world
rolls round, and the less are wc slaves,fcaring our would-b- e

masters. Emancipation, however, cannot thoroughly
take place, till the people pass their Representatives
through the ordeal of another election. - Tw o vears ago,
Mr. Clay, our favorite candidate for tho Presidency, was
sacrificed, as wc Whigs of the North in the main be-

lieved, because of his liberal preferences, and General
Taylor was made our candidate for the Presidency for
an opposite cause. The indignation over such a sacri-
fice drove no small portion of our party into extremes,
and these extremes wore invigorated by the fuel which
the Free Soil Van Buren Democracy supplied. The
members ol tins Congress Trom tho Iree Mutes were
elected, in the main, amid this excitement', and
came here under impulses, and with pledues from

they
which

there can be no escajie only by the ordeal ot another
election. When that takes place, they will represent a
people who, in my belief, share in hut a small degree,
with the extremes now acting upon this floor. The peo-
ple arc ahead of their Representatives, I feci sure, in a
disposition to settle all these agitating questions lieforo
us, whieh now divide and distract tho country, and to
settle them amicably, fraternally, and equally. As to
my own self I can say, that though I took great respon-
sibility in voting against the Wilmot proviso the early
part of this session. I have been more than sustained in
the great metropolis which I have the honor in part to
repreient. Over forty thousand names, not men of ink
and paper, but real men with residences to their names,
have given me and my colleagues a ticket to ride in an
omnibus, a cab, a sulky, a wagon, or a go-ca- rt, ave in
any honorable vehicle that conies along, singly or dmb--
Iv, but to ride, at all events. 1 preler a carriage with a
single passenger, if I can get it, but I shall not stand
upon the order of my groin g, but keep trying to go.
And this feeling is not alone the feeling of the city. The
great metropolis of a nation's commerce, the centre of
its business, the focus of its exchanges, but foreshadows
what a nation thinks. It may be in advance of the na
tion. Public opinion may there sooner come to a head :

but w hen the business agents of a . nation when their
servants speak, and speak thus emphatically, unequivo
cally, universally. It is but the premonitory note oi the
loud thunder that is preparing to burst.

1 he gentleman Irom Ohio, I think, foresees the com
ing public opinion in the North, and hence his musical
blast again this morning to summon his followers to
overawe us of the INortu, and to hrigrliten us down.

s Othello's occupation's gone," if the excitement is not
kept brewing. What will become of me, perchance he
soliloquizes if the storm is hushed, and I am not buoy-
ed np, and drop down ? If, in the importance and grand,
eur of the subject w hich wc have this day and yesterday
voted upon, there was not ft solemnity that did not ad
mit ol tue ridiculous, the extraordinary scenes and asso
ciations of to-da- y and yesterday, would convulse us with
laughter.

olio on the part of gentlemen from sections of the Union,
and from parties utterly opposite ; it may be from nobler
motives than those. which the people impute. And to
worthy motives I am willing to impute, nay, lam bound
to impute (it would lie unparliamentary to do other-
wise) all actions upon this floor, but not the less can I
keep my eye from this strange, this extraordinary lunc
tion of extremes, this droll consociation of bcd-tellow- s,

who meet but to kiss, then to snarl, to bark, and to bite
If anything, however, on earth were wanting to convince
me that I am right, it would be the opposition of these
extremes to my course of action. If anything were
wanting to convince me that the people of this country
were at nearx in lavor oi tne principle oi action wincu i
wish to carry out on this floor, it would bo this combina
tion of extremes in opposition to these principles. I re.
peat, then, I have no doubt in my own mind that the
great body of the northern people are willing to " face
the music " at any time whenever the sound of the drum
reaches their ears, even if their Representatives from
opposite pledges and opposite associations are not ready
to face it here in this House

The great white race of this country, neither Korth
nor South, will ever long connent to peril, much less to
rend this Union on account of the African ; and he who
calculates to win popular favor, or to make a namo bc--
yound bia own barn-iloo- r, by any vociferation of any ob- -

establish slavery amon such a class of emigrants. The strepcrotis character aliout the Alncan, be he from the
North or from the South, much mistakes the genius of
our countrvmeo. A mcrr.bcr mav crow himself into
Congress, but he will onlv tarrv there till some louder

North or South, the white race? for for
its own liberty, life, law, will rise as the winds rise, and
the bowl of the hurricane will be so terrible, that poor
chanticleer will skulk from the storm, and pray for the
dunghill to fill on and hide him. Our countrymen arc
so proud of thier country, it is snch an honor to !j an
American citizen; the destiny of our Union is believed
to be so bright and gloriocs, that the white man will not
sacrifice himself for the African. We owe him duties,
the greater for the depresssion in which we keep him,
and infamy alight on him, whoev-J- anywhere, oppresses
the African in the comforts of life, the consolations of
religion, or in the rupture of the social ties that eonsc
crate a home: but woe,' woe, bo to the man, who rends
tho Union to extend slavery, or to enforce its exclusion
by violent, unnecessary, provoking laws, iuany sacri-
fices will be made, and ever have been made by all par-
ties, to create and maintain this Union; and these sacri-
fices must ever continue to be made. Tho great Imdy
of the Northern people stand ready to make their share
of sacrifice, and among them, as I believe, the Wilmot
proviso men ; but they expect like sacrifices on the part
of their southern countrymen. Whoever asks must
rriirp nn.l n-K-n nnr of rw fifTrr to urronilfr our ririn.
Sices and preferences that the North has had, and yet
has, for the proviso, we cannot understand the patriot-
ism of the southern man, who asks us to establish one
for hiin. These mutual surrenders of interests and of
preferences alone can carry this government on. And
as a Government, it ceases to be useful or practical, as
lor nine months it has been in this Hall, if there is to be
an eternal conflict among the white race here, about the
black race elsewhere.

This Government is, in ray opinion, the strongest
Government on earth, as long as it attends to the duties
imposed npon it by the Constitution, and retrains Irom
agitating tuples its lramers would not even name, much
more agitate, and upon. A dissolution of the
Union, therefore, I look upon as im possible. The des
potism of Russia, or the democracy ol ranee in its
wildest paroxysms, could never rally stouter hands or
warmer hearts to protect, defend, afld maintain order
and law, and to put down conspiracy and treason. The
loyalty to the Union is of love, affection, of a common
glorious life, and a coming brighter future, and such a
Government no conspirators, no traitors can overthrow.
I apprehend, therefore, no physical dissolution of this
Union. I hear the threats, and the mutterings, but their
iiiijHitcnce amuses asoften as their audacity provokes.
But there is a moral, a social dissolution ot the Union,
that I fear, and of which, alas! already I see signs
among us. We begiu to be afraid to speak aloud among
one another. Brethren as wo are, countrymen under
the same flag, there are topics upon which we cannot
talk together, and of which we can only whisper in sec-
tions among ourselves. One of the worst omens of the
times is nightly sectional caucuses in these Halls, which
teach us to distrust each other, and to consider a man an
enemy, because ho was born under a northern or a south
