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AMENDED CONSTITUTIO!
OF THE STATE OF INDIANA,

AS ADOPTED BY THE CONVENTION OF THE
PEOPLE, FEBRUARY 10, 1351.
PREAMBLE.

To Tue END, that justice be established, public order
maiotained, and hiberty perpetoated ; we, the People
of the Siate of Indiana, gratefnl o Apmicury Goo

for the [ree exercise of the right to choose our own
form of government, do ordain this Constitaution,

ARTICLE 1.
BILL OF RIGHTS.

Seeriox 1. We pecrane, That all men are erea-
ted equal ; that they are endowed by their Creator with
certain unalienable rights; that, among these, are life,
liberty, and the pursuit of happiness; that all poweris
inherent in the People; and that all free goveraments
are, and of right ought to be founded on their authority,
and iostituted for their peace, safety, and well-being.
For the advancement ol these ends, the People have, at
all times, an indefeasabie right to alter and reform their
government.

Szc. 2. All men shall be secared in the natural right
to worship Almighty God, according to thedictutes ol
their own ceasciences.

Sec. 3. No law shall, in any case whatever, contral
the Iree exercise and enjoymentof religious opinions,
or interfere with the rights of eounscience.

Sgc. 4. No preference shall be given, by law, to
any creed. religious society, or mede of worship ; and no
man shall be compelled to aitend, erect or support, any
place of worship, or to maintain any ministry, against
his consent.

Sgc. 5. No religious test shall be required, as a
qualification for any office of trust or protit.

Sgc. 6. No money shall be drawa from the treasury,
for the benefit of any religions or theological institu-
tion.

SEc. No person shall be rendered incompetent as
a witness, in consequence of his opinions on matters of
religion.
