sympathy with the cause of popular freedom and equal
riekta, as well in Hungary as in all other nations
throughout the earth; while, with no stinted hospitality
hut as brethren in a great and good cause, we welcome
to nur homes and our hearts, those who have fought
Freedom's battles in other lands, and have leen driven,
by the iron hand of Despotism, to seek lefnge on our
shores; we deem it contrary to sound policy for the
United States Government, in exercise of an undoubteJ
right, at this time; to pledge our people either to inter- -

fere, or not to interfere, as the armed champions of vio
lated international law, am ng the distant nations of

Europe. We believe it to be in accordance with the
dictates of wisdom and of prudence, that we remain,
for the present, uncommitted but deeply interested spec-tator- s;

ready, in fitting season, to act as the contingen
cies of the Woai-D'- s Futuke, (fraught, as it may be.
with national convulsions, nnexampled in history.; may
hereafter demand, at our hands.
