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From California.
Our San Francisco papers by the steamer Daniel Web-

ster are to the 17th instant, seventeen days later.
The steamer Seabird, from San Diego, arrived at San

Francisco on the 16th of January from San Diego. Among
her passengers wasDr. Wozencratt, Indian Commission-
er. The Indian disturbances in that region appear to be
entirely at an end, and affairs were settling into their
accustomed channels. The volunteers who left San
Fiancisco for the southern country had returned.

Antonio Garra, the principal in the late insurrection
ary movement, was shot on the 10th of January at San
Diego, by order of court-martia- l. When the word was
given to fire, he fell completely riddled with balls, and
died instantly.

Previous to the 10th of January, but the date not men-

tioned, Major Heintzleman had a successful engagement
with the Indians. The loss of the latter amounts to
eight. No American was injured. Several Indians
afterwards came in, and gave themselves up

An engagement took place on the 4th of January be-

tween the government forces of Lower California and
the insurgents The fight occurred at Santa Tomas.
The loss on either side was slight.

The advance guard of the boundary survey arrived at
San Diego on the 7th of January. They reported that
tht Indians along the Gila required the strong arm ol
the military law to keep them in check.

An express from Mr. Taylor's party for the survey of
the Gila arrived at San Diego on the Jth of January.

The Stale capital has been removed by vote of the
Legislature from San Jose to San Francisco. The vote
in the senate was yeas 13, nays 10. That of the house
wc cannot give for want of a complete file.

The Sacramento Union of January 16 announces the
arrival on the previous day of Governor Bigler, Lieuten-
ant Govei nor Purdy. and a major ity of the members of
the two branches of lhc legislature.

Governor Bigler has issued an order to General Raines,
commanding him to proceed immediately to San Dieg
nnd disband the vulur.teer forces called into requisition
by Gen. Bean.

As Vallejo,on the 8ih of January, the votes for the
candidates for the office of governor of Cahürnia were
counted. They stood thus:

For Bijjler 15,614
For Reading 15,244

giving Bigler, the democratic candidate, a majority of
370. If the votes of the disputed counties had been coun-
ted, the majority would have been 451. The majority
for Purdy, the democratic candidate lor lieutenant gov.
ernor, was 2.733.

Governor Bigler delivered bis inaugural address on
the same day. It contains nothing of special moment
much of it is taken up with eulogy on the glorious Union
ol the States. Governer Bigler is zealous lor the main-

tenance of the compromise measures.
A list of the members of the California legislature is

published. It makes tho number of democrats in the
senate 24. the whigs 2, with one vacancy and one doubt-
ful election.

In the assembly, the democrats have 37 members,
the whigs 20, and there are six doubtful elections.

Weiler, Governor Smith, and D. C. Broderick, of San
Franciso ; Colonel Henley and Judge Ralsten, of Sacra-
mento; and General Anderson, of Tuolumne, are mcn-lione- d

as the prominent democratic candidates.
The San Francisco American .d January 15 says:

she were a camp follower banished Irom France like a
felon expelled from Paris by force, with the children of
the Usurper in her arms, and compelled to seek an
asylum in England from the ingrate and villain whose
vows she had been weak enough to believe."

Sngar Making.
''The time is approaching for tapping the sugar trees.

All should be prepared early to take advantage of the
earliest sugar weather. Troughs should le prepared
spiles read-mad- e to insert and tit inj the sugar holes

a half or three-fourt- h inch uuger ready ketiles set or
hung ready for use a large trough or vat to receive the
sap, large casks or hogsheads may ansver the same
purpose. The utmost cleanliness should l? observed in
all the vessels used, and in all ihe operations cnnecLd
with the same manufacture.

"Good sugar can be made as easily as that which is
dirty, and is far more pleasant to use, and isjuore salea-bl- e

111 the market.
"Crocks are belter to receive the sugar fwater than

troughs, and many farmers are provided with a consider
able number of them. These are easily kept. Shallow
boilers of sheet iron aie preferable to kettles ; and where
one makes much sugar, it is desirable to make them.
Each farmer can make them himself; by taking two
planks 1 inches thick round off one corner ai each end
of each plank, one side, like a boy's sled take a large
sheet of iron, such as you can get at the tinmen's have
the planks of sti .1 length that the iron will reach al 'ng
its length and np the ends then lay the planks ort their
edges at a distance apait parallel and opposite
each other, equal to the width of the iron then lay flag
leaves, or strips of slippeiy elm bark, on the edges of
the planks, nail the iron on. This kind of boiler, some-
thing like a skitf boat in form, may be set like a kettle,
only the wooden sides must not lie exposed to the fire;
but rest on the walls of ihcflue. Tho swelling of the
flag leaves, or slippery elm bark, if properly done, will
make it tight. A greater smfaee for a given quantity
of sugar water exposed both to the fire and for
evaporation nnd the boiling can be more rapidly ac-

Sec 'J Each Recorder i further a thorixed and required, as
aforesaid, to make cut a complete or iteiieral index to all Ihe re
cords of mortgages ui on real ia hi office. 111 manner and
totm as prescribed 111 the f'reeoing section lor deeds, except intr
that the headings therein prescribed stall be so changed as lo sun
mortgages.
