Peru and Indianapolis Railroad.
The President of this company has jnst returned from

an unsuccessful negotiation for money to prosecute this
work, and takes this occasion to urge upon the citizens of
Indianapolis, and along the whole extent of the line to
Peru, tbe necessity of contributing their means and cred
it to its furthar prosecution. Capitalists and business j

men every where pronounce it a most important line of
work second to none projected from this city, and only
refuse their aid because a sufficient amount of capital
has not been invested by our own citizens to warrant
them in extending it.

Of all the works projected Iroua-- our city this has re-- i
ceivod the least aid and countenance from the citizens ot
the capital and of Marion county, and the reason of this
neglect and indifference is a mystery past rinding oat.
4 glance at the map certainly should convince every one
of its importance. The great market for all our pro-- !

duce is New York, and what route will that produce
travel from the centre of the State when all of our con-

templated lines of Railroad are completed ' Will it
not seek the shortest and most direct route to a line of,
water transportation and is not that shortest route pos-

sible for us to construct the one to Peru ? And so with .

all heavy articles of importation from the East. It is a
well known fact that not one in five of our merchants pur-

chases in New York, on account of the present circuit-- 1

ous and expensive lines of transportation, and it is a fact
that time will fully demonstrate that the heavy trans-

portation ftivn New York to this point, will be by water
to Peru and thence by Railroad to the Capital.

In corroboration of the views we copy the following
extracts from an elaborate article recently published by
a citizen of Toledo. Ho is urging the piopriety of con-

structing a road on the line of the canni front to
j

Lafayette:
'The time is not far distant when the present WahMft

Canal most lie enlarged and extended to that point. The
business of the country is now extending westward with
the extension of population. Albany, Schenectady. Uti-i:- a,

Rome. Syracuse. Rochester, and Buffalo occupy no-- i

lions that in a few vears will be represented by De-

troit. Tolido, Foit Wavno. Peru. I.oansport, Delphi
Lafayette, Springfield and St. Louis. For the present,
a railroad must perform the heavy work of that portion
of the line that i without a wtr channel. A railroad j

must accompany the canal, to do tlio lizht and speedy
work. The Albany and Buffalo railroad is as necessary
to the points along its lino, as the Erie cam-- ' is to the
Western country. It is not probable that the Lake Erie
and Mississippi railroad will do a work of drudgery ; all
its powers will be taxed to do the passenger and light
freight work of the line it traverses."

Heavy trade, such as wheat, corn, pork and tobacco,
will come Irom the sources of this road to Lifayette.
where it will take th? canal or proceed on to the Lake.
Roads at Fort Wayne, Peru. Logansport, ami Lafay-
ette will also bring heavy produce to the canal and rail-toa- d

from Southern Indiana ami Kentucky. This may
be doubted, but look at the facts as now developing.
Pork and tobacco from Louisville last year went to Cin-

cinnati, thence by tho canal and railroads to the lake
em route for New York. When tho Indiana roads are
done, this trade will undoubtedly pour over them. In
abort it is a mistaken idea, to suppose that produce is
going to the seaboard by continuous lines of railroad, or
even by its Old course, down the Mississippi from the
Western and Central States. The principal water
courses from West to East, will always maintain a su-

premacy in tho carriage of heavy goods, and cross rail-- ,

toads will feed them."

ground, and deciding where their true interest lies.

just then arrived and commanded the peace. Sharkey
demanded it, with a threat that he would have 'it or
him.' Fulkerson went to Justice Maulding for a war.
rant, and Sharkey immediately got his rifle went to

Maulding s olfice, and without the least warning, shot
Fulkerson in the heart, remarking, with demon-lik- e cool-
ness and an oitli. that he was the best shot in tho State.
He then made an attempt to escape on horseback, but
was seized and ironed. A town meeting was called to
consider the matter, and determined to let the law take
its course. Daring its sitting, and throughout the day,
while intense exilement prevailed, Sharkey manifested i

the moat reckless spirit told them he had killed ihre I

men in Mississippi, and if he got away, he would kill
foar others in Lavacca and in every way defied an

and do-piy- . affected people, while (he blood of
his victim was yet warm. I'nder such circumstances,
aad in a community where the deceased was beloved
by all, the sequel to the bloody scene, though an out-
rage, will not appear surprising. During the night
following, the gnilty man was seized and dragged from
tka hands of the oiticers, and in the morning was found
suspended to the limb of a tree near by."

The Election of Judge.
Perhaps there is no feature of tha two great parties

of the country mere prominent than their positions upon
this question. The Democracy, s. far as we know,
have been for an Elective Judiciary, and State after
State has fallen into line, and changed their systems
from appointment by Executive Power to election by
the people. Everywhere these changes have been dep-

recated by tho Whigs, and the most fatal results predic-

ated. Sui h prophecies, however have had no effect
upon the Democracy ; they had settled upon the principle
that, the people are the source of all rightfully exer-

cised Power ; that the representative is the mere organ
of Legislatve speech, responsible for --.faithful discharge
of the trust reposed in his hands; oftentimes relying on

his judgment, bat ever the representative, the attorney,
the organism, but not the original, the soul of Govern-

ment. Thus grounded in confidence upon a self-evide- nt

principle, it was natural enough that powers delegated
by the people should be surrounded by as immediate ac-

countability as the nature of the case would admit ef,
and hence the movement in favor of electing instead of
appointing Judicial Officers; hence the public favor of
short tenures instead of long tenures of Judicial as well
as ministerial and other offices. The identification of
the Democracy with the people is tans seen ; while it is

made equally clear that our opponents, casting ridioule
upon popular rleetion of the kind have no confidence in
the power la which they apply nt every recurrins elec-lio- n

for support. Ifdhe people may vote at all, what
reason is there for opposing the election of the Judiciary?
The Actional Intelligence . the great and time honored
organ of the Whig Party, thus sums up tho views of the
Whigs on the subject:"

We think as well of the Judiciary as our
best neighbor, but we have no idea that men are any
purer or better, from the fact, that they have been ap-

pointed or elected to such stations. Their powers are
great, and so is their responsibility, and so ought to be
Their wisdom and sagacity. They are, however, men;
and it is vain to denv that the v have erred like other men.
The Frsmework of the law is accmponnd of technicali- -

ties ami rule, which oftenlm" embarrass the Judge
ami defeat the end of Justice. These technicalities are
made in riile over obvious rioht, and to postpone from

fron torm to term., with a vast accumulation of costs
r ases which, under a freer vsiem. could be disposed of
at once. The machinery of Law is complicated and
uncertain; it i? wholly wanting in simplicity, without
winch justice cannot be administered. Simple truth is an j

Instead ot looting the
Framework of the Government it will bring into un.tv
its parts, anil present a perfected whole worthy of a ,

People who maintain a Free Government.

Madison and Indianapolis; Railroad.
The New York Tribune ofhe "24th inst says:
A mealing ol the Stockholders of the Madison and

Railroad was held last evening at Contitu
tion Hall. Mr. Brough, the President of the road, was
present, and made a statement to the meeting of the
luMtt'in, wants, and prospects of the road. The busi-

ness of last year left a surplus of $40,000, after paying
ten per cent, dividends. 1 he increase of three months
of lvV over same time in 1851 had been 26 per cent.,
with the Ohio River closed with ice for weeks in Janua-
ry. Luring February and March the increase was 47
per cent., anJ for three first weeks in April 33 per cent.
The current year's revenue the President felt confident,
would give a 10 per cent. Jividend, with a surplus of
$100,000. In order to show the rapidly increasing bus-
iness of the country, the President gave some compara
tiv statements of the articles of produce in 1851 and
1850. In several instances the increase of the latter
over the former year more than equalled the entire
transportation of the same article in an year prior to
1850. For instance, the increase of bushels of Wheat
was 203,804 leing greater than the whole transpor-
tation in 1849. In Corn, 3b6,127 bushels being rea- -

ter than any two vrars prior to 1850. And this increase,
ho sknwed, was still jroinj on, and with the developments
of lii" Irasde of the country, and the position of the road,
Im did not tear tbe influence of any other roads now

The contingenr interest of the State in the
rosd, which. Irom January, 1853, was a reservatior of
one-thir- u tho net earnings 01 tile roao üas oeeti purcuas- -

Tlic payuientis $600,0DI of 2 per cent., slocks of the'
State or 00,1100 in money, o be made in four

from 1st January. 1854, to l.st January,
1857 ; if made in money to bear interest from 13 January,
ISjII. These payments the President said could be
made from the surplus earnings of the road, without im-- 1

pairing its dividends'; and he recommended that this
courso be adopted, leaving it competent for the slock- - '

holder to hereafter determine what course shoiild be '

adopted to give them the proper credit for these pay-
ment. The directors have recommended that a new
termination be constructed, to avoid the inclined plane at
Madison. This will be about nine miles in length, and
the cost is estimated at $200,000 to $250.000. Mr.
nrongli cnlorcci the recommendation ol the Directors,
by exhibiting the great expense of working the inclined
plane, apart from the danger to property and life, fie
recommended the issue of $2U0,O0O of bonda under the
existing Mortgage, sale limited at par. and pledged his
exettions, with this provision of the funds, to the early
commencement and completion of tho work. Resolu-
tions sustaining both these recommendations were unan-
imously adopted, and also cordially approving the man-
agement of the road by the President and Directors,, and
the meeting adjourned. Mr. George Griswold, and
other loading stockholder, expressed in the stronger'
laugnage, their appreciation of the services of the Pros- -

ident, Jno. Brough, Kq.:and a wish that his salary
might he largely increased, so that his entire services
might le secured to the road.

Facts about .Milk.
Cream cannot rise through a ,'reai deuth of milk.

If, therefore, milk is desired to retain its cream Tor a
lime, it should be pi t into a deep, narrow dish j and if it
be desired to free it most completely of cream, it should
be poured into a broad, flat dish, not much exceeding
one inch in depth.

The evolution of cream is facilitated by a rise, and
retarded by a depression of teniperatnre. At the usual
temperature of the dairy, 20 deg. FahreLheit, all the
cream will probably rise in 36 hours; but at 70 deg. it j

will perhaps all rise in half that time; and when the
milk is kept Dear the freezing point, the cream will rise!
very slowly, because it becomes solidified.

In wet and cold weather, tho milk is lees rich than in
dry and wurm ; and on this account mora cheese is ob- - !

tained in cold than in warm, though not thundery weather.
The season has its effects. Tha milk, in spring, is sup-- '
