I reler,
sir, to that class of bills which propose to give the right
of way over the paublic lands, and to donate to several
of the Western States, to aid them ia the cosstruction
of important lines of railroad, the alternats sections of
the pablic laads lying within six miles of the proposed
mu‘r: om either side, mad the bill (which is now the
apeeial order) which proposes to give to the actual set-
tier, who is the head of a family, one handred and sixty
sores of the unappropriated public lands. The latter
bill, Me. Chairman, is objected to, as unequal and un-
just in giving to s portion of the people that ;'hl(‘h be-
ioags to all, asd to avoid this objection, I desire Lo see
it amended.

It has been raid that these
measdres are antagonistio; that securing lands to settiers
upon sach casy terms woald greatly impair, il not de. |
feat tha purposes of the grants to the railroads. And |
I believe that some of the friends of the railroad grants |
oppose the other moarsures npon this ground. Sirthese
measures shoald go together. They will sustain and
strengthen each other. The policy of stimulating im-
migration and encouraging dense settlements in the in- |
terior of & naw country, withont providing any means |
of transporting their produce to market, would be
soarcely less wise, than that of construeting railroads
‘uto an uncocupied region, without, at the same time,
meouraging the speedy settlemens, improvemeat, and |
sultivation of the surrounding eountry.

Bat bafore allnding to the considerations in favor of
the poliey, I will notics the positions assumed by some
of the gentlemen who opposs it. The gentlemaa {rom
Maine [Mr. Fuller] aad the gentleman from Virginia
[Mr. Averett] deny the constitational power of Con.
gress to donate the public lands to the States, for inter.
nal improvemen’ parposes, or to individuals, for the
purposes of settl®ient and improvement. The whole
power of Congress over the publio domain, grows out
of the followiag provision of the Coastitutica of the
United States:

“‘Congress shall have power to dispose of, and make
all needful rules and regulations respecting, the terri-
tory or other property belunging to the United States.”

The mode of disposing of tie public lands, is not here

inted out, but is left to the discretion of Congress,
whether for ag adequate, ro inadequate, or for no eon-
sideration whatever, wouid seem to be withia the letter
of this clanse. But, sir, I nsed not stand behind so
ideral a constructioa of this provision.

Mr. Chairman, the first step taken to secure a cession
of their lands by the States to the General Government
was in 1730, Under the Articles of Conlederation, the
General Goveranment, as [ have said, could net i:‘yuo
any tax directly upon the peo‘rlv; and by reason of the
goneral dersagement of trade aad commerce in the
country, some of the States were nasble aod failed to
farnish their proportion of ‘““the general charge and ex-
p2nditare.” Congress was thas greatly embarrassed in
raising means to prosecute the war, and on the 6th of
September, 1780, passed a resolution recommending to
the Srates to surrender their Jands to the United Stutes.
Farther to induce this surrender, on the 10th of October
of the same year, by resolution of Congress, the States
wers assu that the lands ‘“‘should be dis of for
the common benefit of the United States.” Under this
call, New York alose surrendered her lands. Oa the

13th of April, 1783, Coagress again appealed to the |

States. assaring them that, to discharge the national
debt, relinnce was had on the ‘“pros of vacant ler.
ritory in aid of other resources.” Virginia then sar.
rendered her lands. Bat so great was the solicitude of

vaoant territory, thatin April, 1784, the subject was
again preseated to the sttention of the States; and they
were urged to consider ‘ that the war being now broughi
to a happy termination by the personal services of our
soldiers, the supplies of property by our citisens, and
loans of money from them as well as [rom [oreigners,
thess several creditors have a right to expect that fands
shall be provided on which they may rely for indemnifi-
