““The Congress shall have the power” “to establish a
uoiform rule of maturalization.—(Constitntion U. 8..
article 1, section 8, clause 4).

On this power, or on all citizens who may be sdopted
under any established rule made parsaant to the power,
the constitation itsell in other parts imposes four limi-
tations or restrictions: )

1. “"No person shall be 2 representative who shall not
have [&co.,] been seven years a citizen of the United

States.” (Article I, section 2, clause 2).
2. “No person shall be a senator who shall mot have

As, then, Congress might originally have legislated
or not dn naturalization, and may now repeal the ex.
