sel of war, in the army or navy of the said Slates, shall,
on obtaining the certificate or certificates of faithful
service, signed by the commanding officer or officers of
such company or companies, vessel or vessels of war,
and countersigned by the next higher officer in the array
or nary, under whom, if any, such alien has served,
shall be admitted, on presenting such evidence to any
ooort designated in the act hereinbefore recited, to all
the rights and privileges of citizenship at any time con-

ferred by the act, on simply taking the oath of alle-
giance to the United States, and making the renuncia-
tion enjoined in the said act.
