Daring Saturday, Mr. Webster conversed [reely, and
with great clearness, and much detail, ia regard to lus
private affairs, stating his plens fully in relation 1o bus
arm. At flve o'clock in the afiersvon, he was seized
with & violent vomiting, and threw up cousiderablel
lood. Subsequenily great exbaustion snsued, and his
hysicians ansvonced t¢ bim that s last moments were
approaching, which be recelved with greal ealmness and
somposure and he called in all bis Pty and bis personal
friends, and sddressed each individually and in a few
words, bidding them farewell. I speaking to his per-
bonal [riends, he referred 1o their past relations, and af-
ter asking the richest blessings of Heaven upon them,
he bid them all a final farewell, He then, os if
speaking to himsell. said, ©*Ou the 24th day of October
all thgt is mwortal of Daniél Webster will be no more ;"
swnd then added “Heavenly Fatler, lorgive my sins, and
receive my soul to thysell through Chiist Josas. ™
He then addressed Dr. Jefliies, who, in answer lo
Mr. Webster's remarks, said be coald de gothing more
urhim. Mr. Webster then said, *' my part is to wait
patiently potil the end, and may it come soon,” Be-
tween ten and eleven o'clock Mr. Webster repeated §
rather indistinetly, some sentences [rom Gray and
Fletcher; repeating, so as to be uoderstood, the firscy
line of Gray’s Elegy—
"“The cerfew tolls tke knell vi panag dey;’
and then said, ‘“that’s it, that’s it.”" The book was
broaght, and the stanzas be referred to read, which
heemed to give him mauch pleasure. From midnighe till
two o’clock he was restless, and was ino some pain. A
eeling of faintpessthen ensued, which led him 1o fesl
that his end was near. While in this condition bis ex.§
pressions indicated that he was in ful!g:aseesmn of his¥
faculties. He then spoke of the difficulty of dying
when Dr. Jeflries repeated the portion ol seriptures:;
‘Though I walk through the valley ol the shadow of]
idaath, [ will fear no evil, for thou art with me, and thy
rod and thy stafl shall comfort me.” Mr. Web-ter im-
mediately replied, though faintly, * thy rod, thy stafl.”
The close of the great man's lile was perlectly tran-2
quil and easy.
