Hounsehold Hints.

To keep silver pisces looking new, do not rub
them but pat them dry—this on the authority
of a manufacturer. .

When you want to take out a broken window
paue, heat the poker, run slowly along the old
putty and soften it loose.

The best way to mend torn leaves of books is
pasting them with white tissue paper. The
print will show through it.

To brighten a Brussels, or any carpet that is
faded, spooge in a mixture of ooe part ox-gall
to two parts water. This is excelleat.

The best broom is of light-green eclor, which
indieates that the material is of the best flexi-
bility acd toughness. The cheap bLroom-eora is
of a sickly yellow or lemon color.

Delicious griddle cakes are made with stale
bread. BSoak a pint and a nalf of stale bread in
a pint of milk for ten or twelve hours. Keep
the mixture in a warm place, where it will sour
slightly. At the end of the ten or twelve hours,
rab it through a sieve. Beat into the sifted
mixture one teaspoonful of salt, two tablespoon-
fuls of sugar, half a pint of sifted flour, and a
slight grating of nutmeg. Dissolve one tea-
spooontul of soda in half a gill of milk. Add
this liquid and two well-beaten eggs to the
mixturte. These griddle-eskes require a little
lo:::or time to eook than the common batter
cakes.

A farmer's wife who, with good reason, dis-
likes @ straw bed made in the old-fashioned
style of a filled tick that needs stirring every
morning, tells how she made a mattress. Twelve
yards of ticking were required, and the piece
which was let in at ends and sides was six
inches wide. It was atuffed smoothly with bay
and tied with cotton twine. A long needle made
expressly for that purpose is required, and can
be obtained at any upholstering establishment.

It is best to stuff a little more thickly in the
coenter than at the edges and have ready bits of
strong, heavy cloth to fasten on both sides
where the twine comes throuzch. The manu-
facturers generelly use small disks of leather,
but these, uniess previously punched, are hard
to penetrate with the needls, and the bits of
cloth will answer the purpose.
