Since that
time the Old Colony has gathered In the Boston
A Providence road, and now th New York,
Providence & Boston, or Stonlnitton" road, Is
closln a least by whloh it will secure control
of the Providence Worcester road. At
Worceeter connection will be made with tht
lines leading out into New Hampshire, which,
it is belief td. will in tha near futurt Leoomo
parts ot tht N. Y P. & B. system.

TELEGRAPH AND TELEPHONE.

Relations Between the Western Union tnd the
Bell Cornpinj-- BIr Fijht In Prospect.

New York, April 30. Tht Timss prints the
following interesting editorial in regard to tbt
relations between the Western Union Telegraph
Company and tht Btll Telephone Company: "In
January last the president ot the Western
Uoloo Teltgrtph Company had a long Interview
with tbt president of tbt Bell Telephone Com-

pany concerning tha mutual lotovests of tha two
great corporations. 'Wt both agreed,' said
President Greco to tha Washington corre-
spondent of tht Herald, a few days later, 'that
the present contract was an excellent tbioj for
all concerned, and that it would be to our
mutual disadvantage to annul it. Tho contract
had been violated on' tha lines of tha New Kn
gland company,' he added, 'but the Belt com-

pany Lad tried to enforce its terms and tha two
corporations were in ptrfect accord in ovtry
particular.' Tht attitude ot theso corporations
toward taeh otherone holding a monopoly of
telegraphlo eomnitnlentlon and tht other a
monopoly of telephoning Is a matter of
soma public interest, especially because of the
ttrmt of tht contraot of lS7Daodof tht recant
encroachment of ont company upon tho field of
tht other, eeemlnely In violation of that con-
tract. While It la assorted, aa we havt shown,
that the companloa 'aro in perfect accord in
every partlsular tht Boston Commercial Built
tin, a tradt Journal of eioellont standing, do
tlares that tot Western Union is not satisfied
and has appealed to tho courts for a settlement
In accordance with lia own Interpretation of tht
contract. Tht Bulletin assarts that this salt has
been pending for some time and has been rt
ftrred to Judge Lowoll ae master, while provis-
ion (or tht taking of.depoaltions has been made,
When the great suit of nine years aro between
tht two corporations waa compromised, the Bell
company took from tho Western Union
the valuable and appsrtotlv indlsptn
sablt telephone patente or lMlaon and
agreed to pay to tht Western Union J0 per etnt
of all rentala or royalties received by it for tele-phone-

This agreement it embodied in tht
contract of Nov. 10, 187D, which was to
run savtnteen yeara. In compliance with Its
terms tbt Belt eoropanv has paid In cash to tht
Weatoru Union nearly 12,100, 000 since 180. the
annual payment having risen from $214,000 in
IbUlU tlOl.OoO in 188a The Boll company
airoed not only to pay this tribute, but also to
prevent competition between tho telephone and
telegraph that is tossy, tt agreed that tht tel-
ephone should not ba used for transmitting 'gen-
eral business messages, market quotations, or
news for salt or publication,' in competition
with the Western Union. Tbt so-calle- d 'long
distance' telepnont service clearly tueroachet
opon the field of tht teloirraob, bat it does not
appear that tha pending tolt relatlnr to tbe con-
tract is pressed by the Western Union on this
aceonot Tho Commercial Bulletin says:

"Thlnpa worked smoothly until tht Bell eoronany
tntertd the extraterritorial business, when tht West
trn Union showed irritation and brought salt for aa
seeoanting under tht contract. They claimed that
tht Bell people had been recreant to their trust; that
Instead of getting all tht royalty possible from sub-compani- es

they took franchise stock as larre measure
of tne consideration, and tha Western Union claimed
one fifth ot this franchise stock.

This would be a claim for $6,000,000 or
$7,000,000 of . ttock in the local telephone com-
panies ot thd country, and, if the Bulletin has
not beta misinformed, the salt is one of great
importance. Three or four yeart ago tbt Btll
company adopttd tht policy of txactlog stock
from local companies in payment for franchises,
or for tbe privilege of paying $14 a year for
the use of Instruments costing only $3.42, It
Has been tbe company's practice to demand 35
per cent, or more of a local company's entire
capital stock. In this wsy and by purchase it
bad accumulated, on .May 5, 1885, no lest than
$22,016,573 in such stocks, and $15,531,050 of
this had been taken for franchises. Subsequent
exactions may bave raised tbe total to 120,000,-00- 0.

According to the Bulletin, the Western
Union holds that by accumulating thia stock
the Bell Company has evaded tne requirements
of ttje contract; that in the place of the atock,
which yields nothing to the Western Union.,
there mUht have been collected for tht ust of
instrumtnte larger rents, one-fift- h of which tht
Western Union wonld have enjoyed. The
Western Union complains because an annual
rent of more than 400 per cent, upon tbe cost of
tht property wat cot raised. If euch a
claim should be snstalned the Western
Union would obtain a considerable quantity of
stock in all of tht local telephont companies,
wbieb might be need advantageously aeainst
the Bell company if th. two great corporations
should become openly hostile, and if tht West-
ern Union should, without regard to tbe eon-trac- t,

undertake to use the patents of Edison
and Gray. It is asserted that the Western
Union is accumulating telephone patents which
can bt need hereafter. Tht patents surrendered
to tht Bell Company under tht contract would
become very valuable if Bella broad claim
ahould be broken before the expiration of hia
patent, and if that claim ahould not be
disturbed the Western Union would still
bt well equipped at the expiration of the
contract for entering tht Bell Company's field,
or at least would bt able to exact from the Bell
company better terme for peace than are speci-
fied in tnt present agreement. At the expira-
tion of the Btll patent the Bell company! long-diatan- ct

lines will have become extended so as
to nfTord. in connection with tht local ex-
changes, the frame-wor- k upon which could be
bniltnp a formidtblt opposition to' tbe Western
Union. It should be noted that the tuit for an
accounting, to which tbt Bulletin directs atten-
tion, has not been pushed zealously. If tbt two
companies are not in exact accord, neither of
them desires war. And if together they should
be able to control absolutely the business of
telephoning six or eight years hence, it is prob-
able that they would then prefer to divide the
profits amicably rather than to fight over them."

A Fierce and Fatal Fight,
El Paso. Tex., April 30. A fierce band-to-ban- d

encounter at Valentine, a small station 1C0
miles east of 1 Paso, on the Galveston, Harris-bur- g

& San Antonio railroad, Saturday night,
resulted in tht killing of conductor Charles
Server and the fatal wounding ot Samuel Tay-
lor, a drunken cowboy. When the train atopped
at Valentine Taylor rot aboard and went through
the coaches, using vile language. Server argued
with him. and finally forcibly ejected him. Tay-
lor drew a dirk eight inchee long, and began
stabbing him about tht head and shoulders.
Server immediately commenced emptying his
revolver into Taylor. Both men sank down in
the midst of their deadly conflict. Server re-
ceived five scalp wounds, a thrust in the neck
that severed the carotid artery and jugular vein,
ana a cut in the left arm.

It waa
that any publisher of a newspaper or magazine
may import, for hia own ust, but not tor aalt,
not more than two eoplea of any newspaper or
msgszint published in a foreign country. Tho
amendment was adopttd,

Mr. Vest moved to strike ont tbe words "from
type set," so as to bave tht clause read, "Book
or dramatic composition printed within tha
Holts Af the United States."

Mr. Book spoke against tha bill He laid it
was a bill for trusts, pools, combinations,, ex-
clusive righta to certain men. lie quoted from
the report mado in tho Forty-iocon- d Congren
by the joint committee on the library consist-
ing of SSenatnra Morrill, of Maine; Sherman and
Howe, and Representative Peters, Wheeler and
Campbell, of Ohio to show that the effect a of
tbe bill then proposed would be to Increase the
prtot of books and to deprive tha great masses
of the American people ot the benefits hlch
they wore deriving under existing laws. Tho
object ef the btll was to build up a monopoly
and to give to the publishers ot tho four great
publishing cities New York, Boston, Phila- -

detphli and Chtcsgo the cxcktslv power to
publish foreign books and to exact any price
that they saw Ot

Mr. Vest said he did not like tht frionds ef
tht bill to bo placed In tho category In which
tht speech of tht Senator from Ktntockv placed
them, lit Mr. Vest favored tbe principle
established by tht International Copyright
Union, and ho quoted from a message of Presi-
dent Clevelsnd urgently pressing tht subject on
tho attention of Congress. All that any friend
of llttrnturt demanded was thai tht peoplo ot
thlt country should limply give ii foreign au-

thors tht samt protection that they glvo to tholr
own authors; that thert should bt no geograph-
ical distinction in the commonwealth of letters.
As to Mr. Beck's argument, that tut bill was In
favor of pools and mooopollns, he Mr. Vestl
tald there could bt no worse pool and no more
tltshonrst otto than that of publishers taking
books to which Ihey had no rlaht aud publish
Ingthem. If tht prineiplo of tht btll were
strtirk down It would bt a striking down tf the
principle) which underlies all rights of property

that ot creation, whether intellectual or
physical.

Tha qoeatlon was taken on Mr. Vest's amend
ment, and It wat rejected without allvislon.

Mr. Jones, of Arkansas, moved to stnko out
all ef Section 'J, requiring, ss part of tht condt
tlons of ropnlght, printed copies of togka and
wnrksofariQj bt sunt to tht Congressional
Library, books to ba printed from typa set
within tbt U ol tea mates.

Tbe vote on the amendment was, yeas 14,
nays 19 oo quoratn votlog. Ihe Souate then
adjourned.

The Tariff Debate In tht House.
Washington April 30,Tbe call of Stales for

the Introduction of bills for roference wat dis-

pensed with, members being ptrmlttsd to fllo
their measures at the clerk's desk.

The House then went into committee. of th
whole on the tariff bill, and was addressed by
Mr. Groeveror, of Ohio. It was strange, ho
said, that tht Democratie party arraytd itself,
led by the amateur statesman, the Prtsldtnt of
tbt Unltsd States, In dtftnsa of the internal
rtvenut systtm; that suddenly tht Democratic
party had become the champion of that system.
For twenty years the gentlemen representing
the Southern States bad not only denounced tha
general system of internal revenue, but bad op-

posed all tbt efforta ot tht govtrnment to en-

force tha law, and bad so thoroughly
educated the peonle of the South into the
belief that the systim waa tyraunous, that they
had builaed up a great sentiment in the South,
that to defeat, and violate, and destroy that sys-
tem by frand, and violence, and bloodshed, and
murder waa but tbe assertion of tbe God-give- n

right of rebellion against the tyrannous enact
ments of a tyrannous government. Now the
Democratio party, directed by tbe message of
tbe President, ordained that the most sacred
monument of taxation in this country was now,
and must be la tbe futurt, tht internal rtvenut
system. Discussing briefly the speech of the
gentleman from Minnesota Mr. Nelson, he
quoted that portion or tht epeecn. In wnich tht
gtntleman put free wool and free lumber
against free wnlsky and free tobacco. When
tht gentleman undertook to put the Republican!
who favored the ropeal of tht internal revenue
law into the category of being in favor of free
whisky and fret tobacco, he made a great mis
take. The proposition to repeal tbe tax on
whisky waa to remit tht power of taxation to
tht States and to permit tht States to take the
place of the general .government Referring to
a remark in Mr. Hemphill s speeeb,
that tbe present tariff law was unconsti
tutional and robbery, he queried how It would
be any less robbery by reason of a reduction of
rates. If a robber took from bim $50 (all he
had) it was robbery; if he took $10 and left $40,
it was still robbery. The mission of tne states
man was to see to it that the laboring men of
the country should bave a great deal higher
wages than tbe laboriug men of other countries.
He quoted statistics in behalf of his assertion
that tbe condition or t?ie farmers was prosper
ous, and argued that the amount of mortgages
upon the farms ot tbe Western States, which
bad been absurdly exaggerated by the gentle
man from Missouri Mr.l Blsnd, indicated not
that the farmers had grown poorer, bnt that
they bad borrowed money eitber for tbe purpose
of improving tbe property they already owned,
or else to buy out their .neighbors who had eon
eluded to go still forthtr West Tht prosperity
or the country naa met wun nocntcicnntu tne
Morrison bill menaced tbe industries of tht
United States. The disaster whiob was threat
ened by the Morrison bill would be quadrupled
by the passage of the Mills bill. He looked for
the restoration of tbe Ktpoblican party to no
er tbt party which bad laid deep and strong
the foundation upon which tht great tariff
strueturt bad been builded; a party grown wiser
by tht assaults made upon the system by Its en-
emies, and it would then ba able to rebnrnieh
and rebeautify the magnificent atruetore which
was to day the pride and giory of the American
citizen. lAnblanse.l

Mr. Raynor, of Maryland, did not think that
tbe duty on glass e noma, be reduced to the ex-
tent proposed In tbe bilL- - Bat there would be
nlenty of duty left to make np for all differ
ences in tht rate of wages hert and abroad, and
if any glass manufacturer put down wages ht
would bt nting the bill as a pretense for oppress
Ing bit employee; but. no matter bow the bill
came from the Democratic party, he would voto
for it. Apolaoie.l

Mr. Nutting regretted ta hear the gentleman
say that although there was a wrong la tbe bill
which put thousands or laboring men at a diaad
vantage be would vote for it

Mr. Raynor replied that be would follow his
treat party on thia great issue. He had no
right to look to any industry in his district
when tht question before the country was
whether a systematic plan of robberv and plan
der sbonld ba continued. Passing to a consid
eratlon of the question of trusts, he said that
unless heroic steps were taken to impede their
advanee private enterprises would be seriously
affected and the prices of the principal eomraod
itics of the country would bt arbitrarily fixed.
The Standard Oil Trust was one of fraud, cor
ruption and oppression.

Mr. Cannon, of Illinois, inquired whether the
gentleman did not know that the present ad-

ministration bad appointed pna of the principal
representativea ot tbe Standard Oil Compaoy
(at least by relation, if not otherwise Secretary
of the Navy; and that another representative
was the Senator of his partv from Ohio.

Mr. Raynor replied that the fact that a man
waa a soo n-law of eo roe body connected with
the trust aid not mix him un with tus fraud,
n believed he eould vouch .for Secretary Whit-tin- y

thai he had not tht slightest connection
with tht Standard Oil Trust, but it did not make
any differenea to bim wbowaa connected with
