"There is better evidence that we can now carry,
the State with good nominations and good work
than wa bad in 1850. I am a deles-ate in to-
morrow's convention and shall vote for those
delegates-at-larg- e who will stand by Harrison
for President through thick and thin and for so
others. Give us the old State ticket with no local
incumbrances and we are bound to win."

Judge Monks, of Winchester, was fall of en-

thusiasm, and saw nothing ahead but a Repub-
lican victory. His county instructed for Harri-
son, is united politically, and proposes this fall
to contribute largely to increasing the "Old
Burnt district's" 10,000 majority. - ,

Samuel Kereheval, of Rockport, candidate for
Reporter of tbe Supreme Court, saidj "With a
judicious selection on the State ticket we are
bound to win."

years.
"It is a pretty sentiment to ear the world is

my country, but that is not tho plan the other
countries are working under. When we find
the English House of Parliament pasting laws
to benefit this eountry and looking out for
American citizens, then we may begin to pass
laws for their benefit. The proposed legislation
in Ongress to-da- y is directly in tbe interest of
the English government I Here he read a num-
ber of extracts from English newspapers approv-
ing President Cleveland's free-trad- e message.)

"The most popular man to-da- y among tbe
manufacturers of other countries is Grerer
Cleveland, and tbe man who to-d-ay is doing the
most for the manufacturers of tbe old world is
tbe President of the United Statea He stands
to-da- y inviting the competition of the people of
this country with all classes of labor in the old
world

"Another thing. The Southern Democrats
talk a great deal about their States. You fre-
quently hear perorations about some great gen-
eral who wore the gray, and followed the flag
that was defeated but not dishonored. They re-
mind me sometimes of a German who lived in
my district, He committed a speech and walked
out into Milwaukee avonae to deliver IL He
stood nnder the American flag. At least tbe
flag bad boen there, but the rigging had got out
of order and the flag was taken down, but he
didn't know the flaa; wae gooe. He spoke under
tbe place where it had been, and said: 'Laties
and yentlemen (pointing up but not looking up),
I lofe dot flack; I cannot help it: I lofe dot flack.
In mine old gountry tbe brinciples of dot flack
are not reshected. I cannot help it if I lofe'
then looking np 'Vera the devil is dot flaekf

"When I hear all this talk from the South I
wonder as my friend, the German, did, 'Where
the devil is that flsgT If you speak of the war,
if you want to give a pension to a widow they
talk about the bloody shirt When we say any-
thing about the grandeur of a man, living or
dead, who fought for this Union, they say ah,
there gnea the bloody shirt The next moment
they will be talking about the prodigal son, how
the rebels went out but are bsck now and are
willing to be forgiven. They are not like
the prodigal spoken of in the Bible. When be
had lost his patrimony in a Democratio eouutry
he cams baek and said to his father: "I have
sinned against thee and am not fit to be a
servant. You ought to see these
prodigals about Washington. They wipe
their feet on the best carpets,
spit on the stove and dry to drink out of the
fire extinguisher. Laughter. You will see
tbem trying to set their watches by the annun-
ciators in tbe street cars. They put their feet
on tbe table and say: "I want veal, and don't
want any flies in it either." We didn't fall on
their necks half as hard as we ouebt to in some
eases. If we had bad a piece of hemp in our
hands and used it this countrv would nave been
better off. They talk about Lincoln, Lo?an and
Grant as though they were candidates for the
ofiice of constable.

'About this matter of pensions. The Govern-
or of this State that wants to be Mr. Matson
is chairman of the committee on pensions and is
posing as the friend of the soldier. The mean-
est speech I ever heard was made by him a
weea ago in opposing Mrs. Mary Logan's pen-
sion, the widow of John A. Logan. He ranted
aod frothed at th mouth for fear tu widow of
that hero wouldve a few thousand dollars out
of the publio treasury before the died, and cave
as an excuse that it might keep some soldiers
from getting a pension. Does he think that the
people in this State are fools, not to kr.ow tbe
granting of a pension to Mrs. Logau would not
affect a penny of money that wonld go to soldiers
or their widows! The trouble is, he is a eood
deal better Democrat than he ever was a soldier.
Applause.

"1 believe we can succeed in the next cam-
paign, and you have got to enlist in one regiment
or the other. You cannot have everything to
please you. Do not go off and voto the Prohi-
bition ticket or some other ticket because either
a Repcbliean or Democrat is going to be elected.
I remember an old story .of a negro preacher
whosr.id: 'Dear bruthren, I am eoing to preach
you to-da-y in parables, after the manner of
the Lord. I picked np this walnut coming to
ehorch, and I broupbt along this stone to crack
it Now, tbis outside shell represents the
Presbyterian Church, which is no good. He im-
mediately picked it off and threw it away. This
piece next to tbe meat represents the Baptists,
dear brethren. They are bard-shelle- d people,
and ther ain't no good. It ain't fit for nothing
but to break off and cast in the fire; but on tho
inside is the meat that represents the church
we belong to, which is the only true church, and
be cracked the nut and it was rotten, and be
fell upon his knees, and his tears came throuch
bis honest but prejudiced eyes as he said: 'May
the Lord have meicy on all of ue.' If churches
aod societies are not absolutely perfect parties
cannot be expected to be. None of them are
absolutely perfect, but I prefer to walk in the
path blazed by such men as Lincoln, Grant
Garfield and Logan. Applause. I prefer to
march with the army commanded by men liv-
ing to-da-y, Trhom we may be proud of. such as
Blaine. Sherman. Allison, G res ham and Harri-
son. Applause.

"I believe tbe Republican convention In Chi-
cago will be made np of very wise men, and I
believe that a --good man will be ehosen, and.
whatever bis name is, if we care more for our
party and principles than we do for . tbe
man. if Indiana is true to herself,
if it remembers her Morton that has gone, if is
remembers the army that went down, and many
of them lying there yet and csre to have their
their memories kept sacred at the national cap-
ital, Indiana will stand io the Republican col-nm- n

when hr name is called in the roll of States.
So I say to yon make your choice. Do it con-

sistently and atones. The Democratic party
has formed its line, and on its
banners bas printed State Rights,' scanty
pensiocs for the widows aod orphans of Union
soldiers, aod passage by tbis Con erase of laws
for tbe benefit of every nation but ours.

While 'the crowd
was assembling, the "When" band discoursed
come national airs, which put those present in a
rplendid mool It was a few minutes after 8
c'clock when William Lv Taylor, president of the
Lincoln League, called the meeting to order.

With
the right men nominated at Chicago the Repub-
licans of the eountry need hare no fears of
where Indiana will stand after the November
election. Mr. Taylor then introduced Hon.
William E. Mason, of Chicago, a member of
Congress, and the principal speaker of the even-

"I was present npon at least two of the occa-
sions alluded to oy Senator Ingalls," Cspt Smith
said; "the delivery of the Greencastle speech
and tbe disturbanee on the train. Coneerning
the first I do not understand how Senator Voor-
hees can persistently deny making tbe state-
ment accredited to him. There are a hundred
residents of the town wherein it was made who
well rsmember it, and with me it is as frssh as
though I had only heard it yesterday. I can
still repeat a sentence that fully represents tbe

Imagine what a storm ot indignation such
a sentiment aroused iu the breasts of
loyal men who were even then preparing
to so to the front This speech was made just
before the first call for troops in February or
March. 1861. At tbe close of the war Senator
Voorhees then Congressman came again to
Greencastle and delivered another speech. I
was then a resident of that place, and reported
the speech for tbe Greencastle Banner. As a
headline I nsed that sentence. Of course Con-
gressman Voorhees denied baring made it, but
there was at hand such a mass of testimony
that bis protests were unavailing. For a long
time I preserved a copy of tbe Banner of that
date, but it is now lost.

As to tbe violence offered Voorhees on the
train I may speak knowingly, for I was in com-
mand of the soldiers 'who attacked him. and
there is no question about their menacing him.
Company A, Seventy-eight- h Indiana Volunteers,
was en route to the front I was the captain,
having organized the company in Greencastle.
We were going to Kentucky on tbe Terre Haute
road, and as we passed through Greencastle
Voorhees boarded the train. The soldiers
and officers occupied cars in the rear
of ther - train, but a few of the men
having rone forward discovered him.
The recollection of his speech was still with
them, for tbey were all from Greencastle where
the company bad been organized, and tbey be-
came very much incensed. When we had left
Greeneastie a short time the conductor and my
sergeant came back hurriedly and asked me to
go forward, as there was trouble. I did so. and
found four of the company attempting to throw
Voorhees through tbe car window. Be was
without his hat for the men had thrown it out
of the window, and be stood very pale. Had I
cot interfered I am sure some violence would
bave been done him, but as I put
tbe men under arrest at once there
was no further trouble. Two of bis assailants
are still alive, Messur B.' Welch, of Cloverdale,
in Putnam eoonty, and Lieut Lse W. St Clair,
a Representative in th last Legistatare.
living at Severn, Iod. Another is dead, aud the
last of tbe four I arrested I have forgotten. I
have no recollection ot apy attempt to bang
Senator Voorhees with the bell rope, bnt be bad
a close call, notwithstanding, and it was only
