IRELAND AND TIIE TOPE.

Rumor that the Threatening Ontlook Causes
Hesitation at the Tatlcan.

London, May 4. In view of the threatened
revolt against the Pope's decree in Ireland, it is
reported that vacillating counsels again prevail
in tbe Vatican. Several members of tbe Con-

gregation of the Inquisition, it is understood,
voted in favor of the questions submitted be
cause of their desire to preserve harmony and
in the hope that the decision of the
congregation would not be so far-reachi- ng

- as it has proved to be.
It is now thought probable that several of the
cardinala affirming the decision of the congrega
tion may urge his Holiness to modify the
phraseology of the decree by a supplementary
circular defining the extent to which Catholics
may be goaded before applying tbe retaliatory
methods peculiar to them.

Efforts are making in Dublin, in which the
Vieeroy is said to heartily'join, to induce Queen
Victoria to pay a vitit to Ireland. It is believed ;

by the projectors of this plan tbat her Majesty's (

presence in the Irish capital would elicit moro,
and deeper expression of loyalty from the peo--j
pie than anything else tbat could be conceived,
and the chief inducement held out for tbe ap
plication of the extreme remedy for Irish dis--i
cord is persistent and indignant presentation of j

the fact tbat the Queen has actually been in
Ireland only eighteen days since she ascended;
tbe throne, fifty years ago.

The London Tablet strongly denies tbat tbe
papal rescript has any connection with polities.
and says it believes tbat tho sober judgment of
the nation will submit to tbe Pope's decision.

The people of a number of parishes in Ireland
have warned tbe priests that if the Pope s re
script against the League is read in the chapels
they will protest against it by leaving.

Mr. William O'Brien, who was sentenced at
Loughrea, yesterday, to three montha' impris
onment for inciting the people of a proclaimed '

district to join the National League, was taken
to court again to-da- v to be tried on tne cnarge
of inciting the people to bold a league meeting.
The crown counsel, howtfver, announced tbat his
charge would bo withdrawn.

Mr. Dillon, in a speech at Rumurrr. County
Llmoriek, to-da- y, advised the people to adopt
the Plan of Campaign, and to boycott all per
sons who take evicted farms. Though tbe peo
ple, be said, were bound to obey the commands
of Rome in matters of church discipline, they
would not have polities dictated to them by
Italians.

PRINCE WILLIAM'S CRIPPLED ARM.

It Was Broken at Birth by a Doctor Who
Kept the Secret to Illuanelf.

New York, May 4. There will appear in this
week's issue of the Medical Record, which has
given the subject of the late Emperor William's
and the present German Emperor's illness more
than ordinary attention, an account of the
Crown Prince William and the causes to which
are due his crippled arm. It will go far toward
disabusing people.of the belief that Prince Will
iam is afflicted with anv disease of a ecrofulous
nature, reports to that effect having recently
been sent to English and American papers from
Berlin. The authority for the Record story ia a
physician who attended the gymnasium with
the Crown Prince William, and Doctc- - Shrady
aya his information ia entirely trustworthy.

The story is as follows:
The present difficulty of the Crown Prinee

William dates from bis birth, when a fracture
of the left arm occurred which resulted in tbat
member being about two inches shorter tban
the other, and has given rise to tbe stories of
his being afflicted with scrofula. Prior to the
birth of her child, Empress Victoria, tbe then
Crown Princess, was seriously ill, and her
mother. Queen Victoria, dispatched from Lon-
don two Eoglish obstetricians to attend her.
These physicians found themselves unable to
cope with the difficulty that presentod itself,
and then arrived the necessity for a consulta-
tion. A messenger was dispatched for Prof.
Martin, the elder, since dead, who at the time
was high in the circles of the court and presi-
dent of one of the universities. Piqued at tbe
introduction of the Englishmen in the case, to
tbe exclusion of those of the fatherland, the
eminent scientist returned this answer: 'If I was
not able to attend to tbe Crown Princess
in the first place, I am net able to do it now.'
I n formed of this bruf que reply of Prof. Martin,
Emperor William, at that time King of Prus-
sia, issued an imperial edict ordering the obdu-
rate physician to attend the Crown Princess.
Such a summons bad to be obeyed. Prof. Mar-
tin went to the palace. IIe was conducted into
the presence of the Crown Princess, where were
the two English obstetricians. Saluting the
Crown Prince, who was in the apartment, the
German physician silently gave his attention to
the royal mother, overcame the difficulty that
bad puzzled tbe London doctors, placed the
new-bor- n infant in the arms of a nurse, bowed
stiffly to the two professional gentlemen from
England, and retired from the apartment with-
out uttering a word.

"Here was the soectacle ofta proud scientific
man who would not unbend'for royalty. He
had performed his duty in a taciturn manner it
is true, but that was alL Professor Martiu was
dismissed from court When the little Prinee
was three or four days old it was discovered
that his left arm was fractured a short distance
from the shoulder. Who broke it) Did tbe
accident occur through the agency of Professor
Martin, or while the babe was in the care of its
English attendtntsf Tbat question has never
been answered, and probably never will be.
The doctor who broke the arm felt the snap of
the infantile bone. From the nature of things,
he wonld keep the news to himself, fearing to
have it known that to him belonged the blame.
Th fracture of a newly-bor- n infant's arm is not
an unusual occurrence, and it is not regarded in
the medical profession as serious or attended
by great danger. In this ease, however, when
the bones knit the left arm of tbe Prince was
shorter than the right, and it has ever since re-
mained so.

It has been stated at different times that
Prince William's eyes were bad. Had this ben
the case be coull never have passed through
the gymnasium. When he graduated the yoncg
prince, though bright and possessed of a thor-ouc- h

education, yet stood No. 17 in tbe class.
This shows the impartiality of tbe Germtn pro-
fessors in dealing with students of the royal
blood. From this story there can be no wonder
at the deep-roote- d prejudice in the Prince's
mind against what be naturally considers tbe in-

terference of foreign, particularly English, doc-
tors in the case of his father. Whenever he glan-

Oil Company's Business Methods.

Its Competitors Were Rained by Fair Means

If Possible, but a Way Was Usually Foind
to Remove a Troublesome Opponent.

THE TRUST INQUIRY.

Further Testimony s to the Standard's
Methods The Investigation Closed.

Washington, May 4. Mr. Georgo Rice, of
Marietta, O., waa recalled by the House com-

mittee on manufactures to-d- y. He produced a
statement showing tbe difference in tariff rates
on coal oil and cotton seed oil on the Missouri
Pacific and the Queen & Crescent railroads,
coaoil going south and cotton-see- d oil north.
The Louisville & Nashville road officials had ab-

solutely refused to give the witness rates south
from Nashville, and he was obliged to ship in a
roundabout way and pay a heavier tariff tLan
that charged to other dealers. For the past five
or six years he has received letters from persons
buying oil of him, in which they complained
that they had been threatened by tbe Standard
Oil company for purchasing oil from him. He
had large numbers of those letters, and would
produce them before the committee. The wit-
ness did not think the interstate-commerc- e act
was radical enough. There were two important
amendments needed, viz.: That the fines and
penalties provided by the act should apply to
the shipper as well as to the carrier, and that
these fines and penalties should go to the in-

former instead of to tbe government. '
Mr. C M. Adams.ot St. Louis, secretary of the

Waters Pirce Oil Company, a company affiliated
with the Standard, testified that the company's
rate on tank oil sinee the interstate-commerc- e

act went into effect, from Cleveland to East St.
Louis, was forty-sere- n cents per barrel, and on
barrel oil sixty-tw- o cents. A number of ques-
tions were put to the witness with regard to the
rates prior to the passage of the interstate--

commerce act, but his reply was tbat he
could not answer the questions.

A number of letters from various persons, on
which Mr. Rice bad based bis statement that
the Standard had attempted to Intimidate deal-
ers who did cot buy oil from it, were next put
in evidence. Their general tenor waa that the
Standard bad either reduced or threatened to
reduce temporarily the prices of oil below tbe
cost of production, wherever merchants bought
oil from Mr. Rice.

Following are the most striking sentences in
the letters read: 'Chess, Carley & Co., are
threatening to rnin ns in business if we do not
stop selling oiL" "We have been threatened
with annihilation, but so far tbe coal-oi- l war
has not begun.1' "They would come here and
ruin the business by fair means if they can, by
underhand means if necessary."

This closed the investigation, for the time be-

ing, at least, and the committee adjourned sub-
ject to a call of the chairman. It cannot bo
stated as yet whether the Inquiry will be re-

sumed or not. The committee has made quite
an extensive examination into tbe sugar and
Standard Oil trusts, and some of the members
think it has secured sufficient information on
whieh xo base its reportto tbe House. After the
stenographic report up to dato has been re-

ceived, tho committee will determine what fur-
ther steps to take.

THE TARIFF DEBATE.

Messrs. Caswell and Guenther Criticise the Bill
Brought in by Sir. Mills.

Washington, May 4. Mr. Dunn, of Arkan-
sas, from the committee on merchant marine
and fisheries, reported, and the House adopted,
aresolntion calling on the Secretary of the
Treasury for a statement as to whether there is
an order or regulation of tbe Treasury Depart-
ment, the enforcement of which would prevent
the overloading of vessels with freight on the
great lakes; and whether there is any law in
force regulating the quantity of freight to be
carried by such vessels.

Mr. Johnston, of Indiana, from the committee
on elections, submitted a report in the Califor-
nia contested election ease of Lynch vs. Van-derve- r,

and it was placed on the Honse calen-

dar. The report is unanimously in favor of
Vanderver. tne sitting member.

Private business having been dispensed with,
the committee went into committee of the
whole (Mr. Springer in the chair) on the tariff
bill.

Mr. Caswell, of Wisconsin, criticised the
method of tariff reduction proposed by tho com
mittse on ways and means, declaring that it did
not provide for any substantial deereaae upon
articles of general consumption. The commit-
tee should have provided, be contended, for the
entire removal of tbe duty on eugar. Tbat
coarse would take one tax from the food of
every man, woman and child. Such a relief
would extend to every family, rien and poor.
He would give a rtasonable bounty for sugar
produced in the United States, but he would no
longer continue this great tax on the mouths of
sixty million people under the guise of a tsz for
revenue.

Mr. McDonald, of Minnesota, spoke in opposi-
tion to tho protective system and expatiated up-
on the injuries resulting to the people by the
locking up of a vast surplus in the treasury. He
was not quite satisfied with the bill, because it
did not go far enough. He would place coal,
iron ore and sugar on the free list. He warned
the Republican party that it bad better meet
the Democratio party half way in its effort for
tariff reform.

Mr. Ouenther, of Wisconsin, remarked that
his colleague, Mr. Hudd, had awallowsd the
whole dose prepared by the Democratic mt jority,
and be seemed to relish it greatly, and was en-
deavoring by political sophistry to persuade the
people of his district tbat it was a very palatable
decoction, a panacea for all evils, the long-looked-f- or

Democratic St. Jacobs oil that would
heal all the evils of the body-politi- c. Laugh-
ter. 1 The Republicans generally were in favor
of abolishing entirely tbe tax on tobacco,
amounting to about $40,000,000; also, the tax on
spirits used in the arts and manufactures,
amounting to about $6,000,000. Should further
reduction be necessary, they proposed to abolish
the duty on sugar, and in order to foster sugar
production they would pay a bounty to the pro-
ducer amounting to a sum equal to the present
tax. This would give the people free sugar, and
wonld not destroy or prevent the extension of
any established industry. This policy would
make a reduction or about $80,000,000 certain
and absolute, instead of problematical, like the
method proposed by the Democratio party.
Quoting the last line of tbe distich with which
his colleague closed his speech, "We are
taxed from tho cradle plumb into tbe
grave, Mr. . Guenther said that the poet
must have Inoucnt of the internal
revenue collector.

Mr. Chamberlain Anooonces that lie Will
Never Affiliate with Former Colleagues.

London, May 4. Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, at
a reception given by bis brother, Mr. Richard
Chamberlain, to his constituents, yesterday
evening, at the Queen's Arms Mansion, London,
declared that he would never again ally
himself with bis former colleagues. The declar-
ation may be of interest to some persons of Mr.
C&amberlain's acquaintance, but to the general
public, and especially to tbe members of the
party he deserted when it seemed to
him that tbe Raiical-Liber- al federation
depended for existence upon bis leadership, it is
simply ridiculous. Mr. Chamberlain, in the
course of his address, spoke ot the organization
of a new party, to be ealled the Unionist or
National 1 party, which, through titular sug-
gestions and the strength of its leader, wonld
unite the dissentient Liberals and the Tories.

Condition of Emperor Frederick.
Berlin, May 4. The Emperor was less fever-

ish this evening. The present favorable symp-om-s

give ground to hope tbat ho wiU.oon over-
come tbe weakness remaining from tbe recent
crisis. The weakness especially affects his legs.
He made slight attempts to walk to-da- y. He
passed much time in the lower salon. The
weather still prevents his taking outdoor exer-
cise. The Emperor makes himself understood
more than formerly by whispers and signs, but
he uses no phonetie system. The Vossische
Zeitung says it has learned from a reliable
source that the local disease in the Emperor's
throat has little increased since the Emporor
left San Remo.
' Fatal Explosion tn a Tunnel.

Rome, May 4. An explosion of gas oc-

curred in a tunnel in process of excavation near
Messina to-da- y. Six workmen were killed out-
right and a large number were injured. The
debris closed the exits, but assistance was
promptly at band and 314 persons were rescued,
many of them, however, in a dying condition.

JSEGE0 TROUBLES IN ALABAMA.

A Conflict in Which Two Colored Men Are Re-

ported Killed and Several Whites Injured.

Montgomery, Ala, May 4. A special to the
Advertiser reports a bad condition of affairs in
Lowndes county, growing out of tbe recent
lynching of a negro murderer by white mob.
The negroes havo been threatening vengeance, it
seems, and to-d- ay the sheriff, with a posse, went
to Sandy Ridge and arrested fifteen negroes.
On the way back to Hayneville, the county-sea- t,

the posse encountered a mob of armed negroes.
A fight ensued, and two whites were injurod and
several negroes killed. After several volleys
the negroes dispersed. They are reported to be
assembling again in large numbers, and tbe
sheriff has telegraphed to the Governor for
troops. Four companies from Montgomery are
now leaving for the scene, including an artillery
and cavalry company.

The Grays, Blues and Mounted Rifles, the lat-
ter with their horses, left for Letohatchie,
Lowndes county, at 11:30 to-nig- ht It was de-
cided sot to take the artillery, in
the conflict this afternoon Deputy
Sheriff Meriwether and D. Cook, whites,
were wounded, and two negroes were probably
killed. It ia re nor ted tbat the neproes are arm-
ing and collecting in large numbers. Ever
sicee the lynching of Calloway, in March, the
negroes have been threatening vengeance. In
attempting to arrest one of them, a few dayst. a jt.- - -- iago, ne resisted, ana toe saenu wounaea mm
This infuriated the netrroes and precipitated
the conflict to-da- y.

A NEBRASKA TRAGEDY.

Seven Persons Said to Have Been Murdered
and an Effort Made to Barn the Bodies.

Arlington, Neb., May 4. Mrs. Treese, Fred
Goateluscher, her son-in-la- w, his wire, three
children and a younger brother, Louis, were
burned to death this morning. The barn on the
Treese farm was found at daybreak by neigh-
bors to be on fire. It was too late to render as-

sistance, and tbe barn burned to the ground.
together with some fifteen horses. No' trace of
tbe family could be found until one of tbe
neighbors found a boot protruding from tho
ruins. An examination resnlted in finding the
seven bodies burned into an unrecognizable
mass. A hired man who was employed by Mrs
Treese is missing, and is suspected of having
murderod tbe entire family, conveyed their
bodies to the barn, acd then fired the building.

A Yonng; Girl's Two Ilusbands.
Charlotte, N. CL, May 4. The story has

already been published of the marriage of Dr.
Atkinson, of Chester, S. C, to Miss Florence
Little, of Gaffney City, and her confession to
him tbat she bad previously been married to
Augustus Mintz. Mr. Mintz now tells his side
of the story. Miss Little, early in January.
sent for Jlintz. He savs: "She seemed sad
and she said to me 'I am to be married to Dr.
Atkinson. Forgive me. On the 30th of Janu
ary I rode out with her. We came to the fork
roads. I suggested that one was the Atkinson
road and the other mine, and, placing the reins
In her hands, told ber to drive the road of her
eboice. bhe gracefully reined the team into the
Mintz road and drove to the Rev. Mr. Carter's
and we were married. I left ber at home with
the understanding tbat the affair was to be kept
secret. Several nights after 1 met ber at a
party, when she said to me, 'No one has any
idea of our marriage. Dr. Atkinson will bo
here to-morr- if be asks me to marry him
what shall 1 dot' The next day tbe news reached
mo of tbe marriage of my wife and Dr. Atkin-
son. I told my necret to ny father, who went
with me to Rev. Mr. Carter's, who gave a cer-
tificate ot mine and Miss Littles marriage.

We hare retreated intact, not in disor-
der, and the Knights of Labor will bo as strong,
if not stronger, in the future at the Edgar Thom-
son steel-work- s than it has been in the past.

A scramble for tbe places still vacant is now
in progress, and by .Monday tbe works will be
running double turn. The Pmkertoa guards
will be withdrawn at once.

An Article In Elucidation of a Paragraph of
Senator Iugalls's Speech,

Washington Special.
A special to the New York World from B Ar-

lington, N. J., has tbe following interesting
statement about Senator Wall and the Belgian
rifles:

Senator In galls in his speech yesterday said:
The Knights of the Golden Circle, which the

Senator said he never belonged to, had a ritual,
of which 112 copies were found in the Senator's
office at the time wheu Hancock waa at the
bloody angie. In that same office was found
correspondence between the Senator and a
Senator from New Jersey, for the purpose of
furnishing twenty thomasd stand of arms not
to the national Government, because tbe Sena-
tor wss not in sympathy with tbe national
government; cot to tbe State government of
Indiana, because tbat government was in loyal
bands, but for the purpose, as might be imagined,
of carrying out the objects acd purposes of
that organization."

Senator Wall, whose name is used in tbe In-gal- ls

speech, was ex-May- or of Burlington, at
one time a member of tbe Legislature, and waa
elected to the United States Senate, to fill tne
unexpired term of John li. Thompson, who died
in December. 1SG4. The period be served was
only from January to March, wheu William
Wright beat him for tbe long term. Senator
Wall was an exceedingly warm eesslonist,
and some thought him insane on the subject.
He offered to sell to Senator Voorhees twotv
thousand Belgian rifles that were secretly stored
away somewhere in Sonth Jersey. A dizen or
two of sample were on exhibition in Burlington.
It was part of tbe plan, if the sale wrs consum-
mated, to equip the Engle Artilleries with them.

This military organization had i'e origin in
the old Hope bouse and numbered eighty men.
It was composed of men of strong anti-Unio- n

tendencies. It was named after Com mod or
Ecgle, a atanch Democrat but a UoioMt It

was for moral effect that it was so titled. To
prevent being sent out under the draft act the
organization assumed military proportions and
applied to Quartermaster-gener- a Perrine for
arms.

Major Allen, who was a stanch Unionist,
rushed to Trenton and let the secret out tbat
these artillerists were not in sympathy with the
government. The arms were refused them and
thep an unsuccessful effort v-a- s made to sell the
Belgian nfiei to the Knights of tbe Golden
Cross. During tbe anti-dra- ft riots in New Tors
this organization and its sympathizers had a
parade. "Had it not been a moonlight night."
said one of tbe participants, "we would have
done some violence." The Union League quar-
ters were to have been destroyed that night.
Senator Wall made himself notorious by writ-
ing a scathing letter to Montgomery Blair, who
bad suppressed unpatriotic newspapers. Gen-
eral Seward had him on his list, and be was
promptly arrested and sent to Ft Lafayette,
where he remained several months in 18C3. No
one is able to tell bow the 20,000 stand of arms
cam into possession of the Burlitirton people.
Senator Wall died in Elizabeth in 1S72.

which tbe preaent heteropneous system pro-
duces endless confusion. From tbe responses
already received it is apparent that the conven-
tion will be composed ot the ablest members of
the profession in the States and cities from
which they are coming, acd that it will be the
most notable aremblage of eminent lawyers
ever held in tho United States.

The Inundation at Winona
Wikoka. Minn.. May 4-- During last night

tbe Mississippi river rose four inches, making a
registry now or fifteen feet two inches, which
reaches the highest point ever known here.
Fears are entertained that the water will carry
away the wagon bridge crossing the river from
this place to Wisconsin. It has reached the
structure, and is dashing against it with tre
mendous force. The ferry has suspended oper
ations, as the cable Is not long enough to spaa
the breadth of water, whieh Is now three miles
wide. The water is pouring over the levee
above the city, filling up the lake, and is now
backing np from below town into tne lake.
ana every inch of rise in the riv
er makes two inches in the cellars
of the south side of the town. The big wagon
bridge acrcss Lake Winona is flooded on the
south shore. The Milwaukee denot can onlr be
reached by skiffs. The Milwaukee & St. Paul
track is washed out above here so as to stop
trains. All saw-mill- s are closed down. Tbe
Winona Mill Comnanv closed down this morn
ing, and water is rising rapidly in the shoe of
ine eievaior, stopping tbe elevation or grain.
Near Schrob & Ahren a mills a fleet of boats was
kept busy earrjing people to dry places, and
their mill is entirely surrounded by water. The
Winona hardware works are completely sur-
rounded and all manufacturing establishments
and places of business on the north, south and
west ends of tne city are closed, and business
generally is suspended.

Canada Ratifies the Fisheries Treaty.
Ottawa, One. May 4. Sir E. M. Ritchie,

Chief-justic- e ot the Supreme Court, came to the
Senate this afternoon endowed with power as
Deputy Governor-genera- l, and absented to the
act to ratify the fisheries treaty, which thus be-
comes a statute of the Dominion.
