Effect of Feeding on Wool.
A. C. Glidden, in Conntry Gentleman.

The experiments in Germany,
Prof. Samuel Johnson, of our

effects of keeping on the amount of weel pro-
duced, are quite a surprise to our farmers, and

- do not tally with the conclusions arrived at from

general observations and experience. The exper-
imenta, the Professor says, show—1. That the
most wool seems to- be produced when the ani-
mals are thoroughly well fed, but not fattened.
2. Increase of daily ration beyond this produces
no effect upon the wool. 3. If the ration falle
moch below this mmimum (masintesance ra-
tion) the amount of wool falls to a certain ex-
tent. 4 The growth of the wool isinot direcily
dependent on the food, and will econtinue
even in the absence of it or when it is
small in amount, and is only affected by it
within the limits mentioned. As a summing
up of some further experiments, he says: *“To
keep sheep fat when wool is the one product de-
sired is, then, an unneceasary axpense or outia
for all the extra fodder, over and above a
maintenance ration, which will give the full
produet., A ration less than this will affect the
fleece somewhat, but the acimal will suffer
much more in flesh than io wool.” Thereis this
said in favor of fleshy sheep: the wool is bright-
eor apd whiter than that from the poorer lots.
Poor shesp produce wool of a dingy and dirty
appearance. Farmers have argued that the
increase in the elip of wool always paid for extra
keep in a floek of sheep, and have fed upon thas
principle: but there may be something in this
limit of flesh beyond whieh it Is not econowy to
go, especially for store sheep. The gquestion is
important only to the few. The great majority
do not keep the flock any too well, and may far-
nish an excuse in extenuation of a bad practice.
e

The Care of Show Chickeas,
Indianapolis Fanciers' Gazette.

When an age is reached at which the most
vainable ones can be selected, it would be better
to separate them; as it will be more convenient
if high finish is desirable. 1f they are intended
for the show-room, provide ecoops about three
feet square, in whieh to confine them, but do not
place more than twoin a coop. Fill in the bot-
tom with straw about six inches deep. Continue
the feod as before, but throw the n into the
straw, 50 that they may have plenty of work.
Keep up the supply of crushed bone and gravel
In addition to the regular feed mentioned, at 9
at night, by ibe naid of a lamp, feed them on
baked potatoes, and corn bread, or bread toast
slightly bottered.

At least once a month rad their legs with an
ointment made ®f sweet oil, three ounces, sul-
phur one ounce, earbolie acid fifteen drops, for
the purpose of keeping their legs smooth. This
kind of care will well repay the breeder, by the
elegant ehicks produced. Feeding troughs shouid
always be used, but these, as well as the water
receptacles, should be kept mn a clesn condition,
The reariog of fowls does not demand the great
amount of labor and expense often indieated
in newspaper articles treating om that
subject; mnearly all of the difficuities arisiog
therefrom are the results of overdoing, keeping
too many, want of space, or a slip-shod, lazy
mansgement.
