Councilraen Renew Their Talk About Close
Expenditures and Cost of Sprinkling.

The project of having the streets of Indianap
olis sprinkled by authority of the Couneil is not
aa bright as it was a few days ago. There will
be quite a number of bids submitted, in accord
ance with tho action of the Council, but the im- -

prersion among the city officials is that the esti
mates will be so much larger than at firs; sup
posed that it will be impossible for the city to
make a contract on'accouot of its embarrassed
financial condition. The bids will be opened at
the next meeting of the Council, and the steps
to be taken will be decided npon then. Some of
the city officers think that whatever the result
of the bidding may be, there should be a con
siderable sum appropriated and used in laying
tne dust in the Business part ox
the city anyhow. "The indications are
that we will save between $20,000 and $30,000 on
the public lighting, said a eouocilman yester
day, "and I think some of that amount should
by all means be invested in street-sprinklin- g.

Of the amount caved $7,000 will go to the im-
provement of Garfield Park this year, and I do
not see why we cannot spend equally that much
in putting down the dust on the principal
streets. I cannot understand how a publie serv
ice so necessary to health and cleanliness, so
essential to the business economy and prosperity
of a first-clas- s city, and so loudly demanded by
practically a unanimous population can be de
nied, no matter what it may cost"

formed members of the Council that In the near
future some permanent plan for street sprink
ling will be agreed upon. ' "It is very certain,"
remarked one ' gentleman, "that the city's
finances will not admit ox a continuous appro-
priation, and I believe the better way will be to
make the property pay by the front foot for the
sprinkling. Such a plan coma not work a hard-
ship on any one, and I believe would prove en-
tirely satisfactory."

Tho Millers Begin Deliberationson Mat

ters Relating to Their Industry.

A Necessity for Thorongh Organization Is In
formally Discussed Figures it to Indiana a
Milling InterestsThe Oatlook forWheat.

Although Indiana is one of the very large
flour-producin- g States, the millers complain that
there is seemingly less appreciation among them
of the advantages of organization than else
where in this country. They are endeavoring
to make their State organization strong and
beneficial, but in many localities where the
largest milling interests exist the response to
appeals for this purpose have not been alto-

gether satisfactory. It was proposed, yester-
day, to begin the annual meeting of the associ-

ation with a programme of puLlio interest
in speeches of welcome by . the
Gorcmor and Mayor and an address by the
president, S. B. Boyer, of Logansport, and the
introduction to delegates of CL H. Seybt, presi-
dent of 'the Millers' National Association, and
otEers of note connected with the industry. The
millers, though, were so slow in reaching the
city that not more than a dozen reported in the
morning at Agricultural Halt, capitol building.
No business was attempted until the afternoon,
and then, aside from the report of the secretary,
the appointment of committees and a short dis-

cussion cn what should be done to bripg the
millers into . the association little was done.
There were about twenty millers present hut
this number will be increased by expected
arrivals to-da- y.

The latest statistics, those of 1SSG, gathered
by State Statistican Peelle, In regard to this
industry show that Indiana then had 067 mills.
Allowing a small per cent for omissions in the
failure of certain localities to report, the actual
number was then no doubt over 1,000, represent-
ing an investment of $9,500,000. The value of
raw material used by these mills is more than
$20,000,000, while the value of the manufactured
product is over $37,000,dt)0. Tho number of
employes is nearly 4,000, who draw yearly more
than $1,500,000 in wages. There is an average
of ten flour mills in each connty of the State.
Fayette and Starke, which have three mills
each, are reported as having the smallest while
Wayne bss the greatest number, thirty-one- .

"When the association met in the afternoon
President Boyer spent but little time in address
ing the delegates as it was decided to defer the
formal speeches until this morning, when both
the Governor and Mayor will welcome the mill-
ers to the city. The secretary, D. IL Ranck,
of .this city, reported briefly on what had oeen
done since the last meeting, and recounted the
action taken to advance the organization. One
or two district organizations are doing very
well, and there are the Northern,
Northwestern, Eastern and Alr-lln- t asso
ciations, the latter in .the southern part
of the State, which have good membership and
are beneficial in their respective localities, but
they do not belong to the State association. It
was suggested that the main purpose ox tne
work this year should be to bring, the district
organizations into harmony with the State as-

sociation, and to this end 1m A. Niblackrof
Koeknort suggested the appointment of a com
mittee to urge millers to become ' members.
This would materially aid in advancing local
organization.
