CHURCH CONVENTIONS.

The Bilshop Question Brings on an Exoited
Debate Among the Methodists.

New Yorg, May 14 —Bishop Merrill presided
at to-day’'ssession of the Methodist cocference,
and Rav. Dr. Leroy Abbett, of Central Illinois,
conducted the religious services. There was uot
aslarge an audience present as on previous daya
The committee on eplecopacy was asked to re-
port on Tuesday, upon the resolution to eleet
the bishops for a term of eight years. At pres-
ent the bishops hold office for life, as a matter

of usage. There is nothing in the Diseipline
which provides how long they shall hold office.

The question of the election of bishops on
Thursday was called up. One of the deiegates
said that no one was prepared for it, and he
thought that i1t ought to be postponed.

A resclution was offered to the effect that the
conference express an opinion that the Blair ed-
ueational bill was a good measure. The resolu-
tion was referred to the committee on the state
of the chureh.

Rev. John Miley, of the Drew Theological
Seminary, read his report as fraternal deleeate
to the Methodist Church South, and the Rev.
Isasc W. Joyce, of Cincinnati, read his report
as fraternal delegate to the General Conference
of the Methodiss Chureh in Canada

A resolution was introduced asking the
committes on episcopacy to bprovide for
the balloting for bishops, 0 that one ecan-
didate shall be voted for a time. Rev. D=
Hunter, of Ceotral Illincis, made a speech
on the resolution. He said that the
question was of great concern. It was not to
be taken in hand bastily, but should be thoughs-
fully prepared. It was disbonorable for any
man to trade upon anything but bis own
capital. Delegates should sit down on the “‘com-
bine” to have & man from the East, West or
South. When a candidatg found that bhe ecounld
not secure the office he formed a combination
with one who was stronger than he.

Rev. Dr. J. M. Buckley offered a subatitute to
the eofféct that toe vote ba by orders; that
lay delezates and ministerial delegates vote
separately. This caused a geoeral discussion.
It was said that there was lobbying ecing on for
thes candidates, but the members denied it.

Rev. Dr. Gue, of lilinols, whose name bas
been wentioned for Bishop, said it pained him
to hear auy one say that combioations were be-
ing formed. No one had approached him and
asked him to vote for any one. He was sur-
prised that such a thing should be brought up

This was the most active debate during the
session. Thers was a general desire to get the
floor, and the members were greatly worked upn.
