Sim Coy canuot at all times appear good-hu-
mored under adverse circumstances. Hoe has
bad extraordinary privileges allowed bim dur-
ing his imprisonmeat at thecounty jail, but they
were not sufficient to allay the bitterness he
feals at being taken from the control of the lo-
cal Democracy, on account of his ecrime, to the
county jasil. Hence on the two oceasions he ap-
peared in public since bis conviction he has lost
his judgment sod opened the way for an inves-
tigation that may prove only less interesting
and exeiting than the conspiracy trmal itself. In
the Council and on the witness-stand he made
assertions that he knew all aboat the jury
that convieted him.

THE FORT WAYNE ENUMERATION.

It Is Shown That City by Padded Returns
Has More than Her Shars of School Fuunds.

e ———

A eontroversy is goiogon in Allen eounty
which is one of great importance in school af-
fairs. It seems that Counaty Superintendent
George F. Feits declines to accept the school
enumeration which bas just been made in Fort
Wayne on the ground that it is ineorrect, alleg-
ing that it shows a large number of ehildren of
school age in excess of whas really exist, Mr.
Felts says the count has been padded and will
not affix his signatare to it. The county board
of education, composed of the sehool superin-
tendent and the various township trustees and
the city sehool board are in a squabble
over the matter. Mr. Felts has submitted
the case to Saperintendent La Fol-
lotse, who in tarn has relferred it
to Attorney-general Michener, as the ecase
involves the construction of the law on several

Jimportant points. The count in Fort Wayne,

s0 the county superintendent says, includes in
many cases children under age, some who live out
of the city and are enumerated in other places,
and & number of cases wnere employes under
twenty-one are couunted as belonging to certain

business concerns and again enumerated when
the ecumeration comes to their homes. For in-
stance, the employes under tweanty-uvne in a cet-
tain hotel or manufacturing house are counted
as belooging to the busivess bhouse where they
labor and again when the enumerator comes
around to each individuals home. By this
means the number of children reported of school
age, so the county superintendent says, is
largely in excess of the number that are
really in the d?tf.

The resalt of ali this is that whea the sehool
fund is apportioned Fort Wayne gets consider-
ably more than it is entitled to. This sort of
thiog has been going on for & number of years,
and during that time the eity from year to year
has been receiving eonsiderably more of the
money for school purposes than it was in any
way entitled to. At present it has more than
£80,000 school money ahead drawing interest.

Superintendent La Follette has ordered a new
enumeration to be made in accordance with the
law as interpreted by bimself and At‘>roey-
general Michener. The first named officer wilil
go up-to investigate the result on the 18ih and
234 of this month. He has received a number
of protests from the warious trustees of the
county against accepting the old enumer-
ation, and under the eircumstances could
do pothisng but order a mew c¢ount and
an investigation into the manner of proceedure.

As Allea eounty contains a large number of
Cathoiies, who send their ehildren to their own
denominational sehodli‘buidu quite a large
per cent, of German Lutherans, who do the
same thing, it appears on the face of the returns
that the schools of the eity bave had somewhat
more care from the State than they deserve, and
a good«deal more than they are justly entitled
to. Mr. La Follette does not think that the case
at Fort Wavne arose out of any attempt to de-
fraud the State in nn{ way by the school offi-
ciala, but is the result of the present system of
takiog the enumeration, by which the enumer-
ator is paid so much a bead for his work, Thais
affords every inducemeant for dishonesty, and is,
according to Mr. La Follette's opinion, the cause
of false enumerations in every city of any size
in the State. He thioks that the men doing
that work sbould be paid so much a day, so
tfhat ;o inducement would be offered to commit

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Discouraging Wheat Conditions.

Mr. C. C. Etartevant, secrotary of the Minne-
apolis Board of Trade, is in the eity, visiting his
son. He was presentat the of Trade yes-
terday, at grain call. He thinks that indications
from all parts of the country, so far as be has
been able to learn, point to a wheat crop, this
year, of not over half the usual size. The wheat
men at Minneapolis, he says, are very much dis-
couraged at the outlook, as the reports that
come in from all parts of the country show that
the failure is general, and not in any case local.
Machivery dealers report large sales of plowa
last fall, and also of corn caltivators, with cor-

responding decrease this spring of all kinds of
implements used in wheat farming, which Mr.
Sturtevant takes as an unfavorable indication.
Nearly all the mombers of the Board of Trade
coincide with Mr. Startevant in the information
toat they bave on the matter. Hardly any of
them nrog.t‘:uy a yield of over one-half the usual
size. J. Evans, of Noblesville, one of the
oldest wheat-dealers in the State, thinks, how-
ever, that dealers are takiog entirely too azure
a view of the situation. To use his expressmon,
“the Lord generally takes care of this question
of bread in some way, and I think he will do
about right this year.” Mr. Evans is of the opin-
ion that the crop may yet reach three-fourths
if the weather should, from this time on, turn
out favorable. His oheervation has beea that
whenever wheat men get biue they always get
too blue, and that the present is a case of that
kind. Muebh, however, will, of course, depend
on the weather from now on.
