Every tndarhn.l}hoh an open
buyer, is eredited with easing the market by
selling under cover, and if he is sn open seller
be is charged with taking wheat through
unkuown brokers. The situation is garn'c-
interesting, and the action of the
market was one of big plunges and quick de-
presaions, while all the time the turniog points
indicated a strong tend . 'The big
operators sold econmderable guantities of their
hoidings on the buige, which came shortly after
the openiog, and as the sesrion advanced turnea
a pood share of their attention to purchases of
the more deferred futures.
