The Semate Passes the Pension Appro-
priation Bill After a Short Debate,

———

In Which Matson's Generosity Is Mildly Criti-
cised—S8, 8. Cox, Congressmsn Mason and
Others Discuss the Tariff Question.

————

Wasamvarox, May 17.—In the Senate, the ro-
port of the conference committee on the House
bill in regard to the Cincionatl centecnial expo-
gition was presented and agreed to.

The pension appropriation was then taken up,
the question being on the amendment reported
by the committe on appropriations to strike out
the words *‘that in all peasions to widows, pay-
wents shall be made from the date of the death
of the husband;” and to insers: “That all pay-
ments which bave been, or which may hereafter
be granted unaer the general laws reculating
pensions to widows, in consequence of death oc-
eurring from a cause whieh originated in the
service sinee the 4th of March, 1561, shall com-
mence from the date of the deash of the hus-
band.”

Mr. Cockrell moved to amend the amendmens
by striking out the words *‘which bave been,

or,” so as to confise its application to fatare
pensions. He estimated that the additional coss
under the Senate amendment would be 81,473, -
000. If his own amendment wers adopted the
additional ecet for 1889 would be $756,000.

Mr. Blair commented sarcastically on the lib-
erality recently displayed in the House of Rep-
resentatives toward those who had served on the
Union side in the war of the reballion, comment-
ineg iy on the report of the House com-
mittee on pensions to remove the arrearages
limitations, which would cost a mere bagatelle
of $250,000,000. In view of that dawning reason
sod that sense of justice on the of the Dem-
ooratic majority in the House, he thought that
the Senate might show a little liberality in this

r.

Mr. Paddock sugeested that the Democratie
members of the House committee on pensions
sbhould be absolved, as he understood that the
ehairman of that eommitiee had been playing

altogether “s lone hand.”

- Mr. Beck in'guind the meaning of the phrase
““a lone hand,” and was informmed that if there
was aoy place in the world where that term was
perfectiy understood it was in Kentucky.

Mr. Beck spoke with some bitterness as to the
ecourse of the House committes on pensions, and
sdmitted that both parties were pandering
equally to what was called “‘publie opinion"—
that was, to the efforts of pension agents.
He expected, ln his opposition to all such
measures, to bave to play pretty neacly “a lone
band.” He deel his purpose, whenever
the tax bill came befor# the Senste, to move an
income tax, tobe applied to pensions, so that the
holders of accumuiated wealtn should contribute
to the support of those who wers supposed to
bave made such sacrifices for the protection of
that wealith. The wealthy men who would have
to pay this income tax might then try to hold in
eheck the political demagoeues of both parties.

Fioally, the vote was taken on the amendment
offered by Mr. Cockrell, and it was disagreed to
—yeas 20, nays Z3—a party vote, except that
Mr. Blodgett voted with the Repablicans, in the
megative. The amendment reported by the
eommittee on appropriations was then agreed
to, without division, and the bill was passed.

The Senate then proceeded to business on the
eslendar and passed, among other bills, the fol-
lowing: The house bill to amend the Revised
Statutes in reiation to timber depredations; the
Senate bill to establish a public park in Colo-
rado, to be called the Royal Areh Park.

Mr. Mason, of Illinols, said that be looked
with suspicion upon all efforts of the free-trade
party to reform the tariff. The Northern Dem-
ocrats asserted that they were not in favor of
free trade, but “the tail goes with the hide.”
He cited the dead-lock of a few weexs ago on the
direct-tax bill, stating that Nortbern Democrats
said they would rotin their seats before they
would be bossed by the Southern Demoeraey,
bo: when King Caucus sapped the bell the
Democrats all seooted.

The brigadiers rang the cauncus bell;
The doughface eries, ‘‘for shame;
I'll not bougouod by the brigadiers,”

When tbhe Democratic party gained posses-
gion of all branches of the government, and
annonneed the doetrine of free trade, the North-
ern Democrats, who were but the tail to the
great Democratic dog, would meekly fold itself
between the hind legs of its owner, and wait for
instrustions from the business end of the dog
whether to wag for protection or free trade.
Mr. Mason then attacked the proposition made
by Mr. Mills, that the people ought to have the
right to buy where they could buy the cheapest,
and gave a description of the workiog eluo:
calling on Mr. Mills to ask him why he wish
to buy the product of the labor Eogland,
where he could buy it so much echeaper. He
made Mr. Mills say: *I want to buy my shoes
in Encland, where | can buy them cheaper, to
help the poor shoemakers of America,” and that
he wanted to buy his cloth of other countries te
belp the spinners and weavers of America, and
thas he wanted to bu bis ma-
chinery and iron tools Euogland,
where the wages were just half wbhat
they were in this country, to help the poor iron-
workers of his country. He said: ‘I have never
been in favor of sending a man to the peniten-
tiary for preaching free trade, but whea he
asks to bay the product of labor in other coun-
tries, and anpounces as the reason that it
is to help the laboring men of this country, I
think he ought to be sent down for six montbs,
twice a year for fifty years, for bypocrisy.” He
attacked the Mills bill, saying that it was in the
interests of trusts and syndicates, and cited the
sugar trust, which, he said, was one of the larg-
eat, if not the largest, trust in the world, that
affected the price of any of the necessaries of
lif

a.

He suggested to the gentleman from Missis-
sippi [Mr. Allen] that the comie opera he quoted
from was not suited to his style of voice and
form, and suggested that instead thereof he
shoula sing:

Rock-a-by Su Trust, you're on the trees top;

[Great applause and laughter on the Repub-
liean side.] He also suggested that the gentle-
man hold the infant trust in his arms and say,
“Darliog I threatened to roast you the other
day, but that was a bluff;” and that he the
jnfant sugar truss to Mr. Mills, who would fondle
it and say: “Baby dear, don’t ery, you shall
bave all the sugar in the United States. The
Cobden boys can have everything else but
sugar.” And then he would pass it to the gen-
tleman from Kentucky who would say: *“Don’t
ery, little popsie wopsie. If our poor little pop-
sie wopsie should die we would not have any-
thing elsa to throw at the Republisan party.”
The gentleman from Mississippi complained bit-
terly because the cows in his State do not give
as much milk as they did in New England, and
the bens did not lay as many eges.

Mr. Mason, continuiug, said that the majority
of the committee ou ways and means, six out of
eight, came from States lately in the rebellion,

the prosperous manufacturing and business men
there, and realized that the gentlemen on the
committes bad no sympathy and no interest in
them it ground him to think that the affairs of
his district should be in the hands of such men.
A few yeabs ago, when the brigadiers got back
into Congress the prodigal son act worked very
well, but mow it did mnot fit their case.

Northwestern Freight Rates.

CRicAGO, May 17.—A meeting of the general
managers of Western and Northwestern roads
was heid bere to-day for the purpese of tonsid-
ering a plan of reorganization. All the voads
interested in Northwestern freight traffic were
represented. The most important result of the
conference was an sgreement to advance rates

between Chicago and St. Paul 20 to 30 per cent
on the several classes. The rates agreed upon
will go into effect June 4, as follows: First-
ciass, 60 conts per 100 Jnundo; second, 50 cents;
third, 35 ; fourth, 25; fifth, 17; eclass A, 18; B,
16;C, 14: D, 12, E, 10. Thisis an advance of
10 cents on the first and second classes, 5 cents
on the third and fourth, and 4§ cents on the
fifth class. The Burlington & Northern, while
agreeing to this advance, refused to chaoge its
rates on through traffie from New York to St
Paul via Chicago, which will remain at $101,
first-class. The managers will meet again next
Tueaday.

George Shorey an engineer on the Wabash,
has been promoted to the position of road fore-
man of engines between Toledo and Danville,
Mr, Shorey is one of the veteran engineers oa
the road and worthy of promotion.

The rate on cattle in car-loads was yesterday
reduced between Chicago and Indianapolis from
124 to 10 cents per 100 pounds; the rate on sheep
from 14 to 10 cents., Between Chicago and Ohio
river points they were advanced 3§ cents.

The Indianapolis ear-works will get all their
old contracts cleared up by June 15, and then,
uoder their contract with the Atchison, Topeka
& Santa Fe, must deliver coal cars at the rate

of 400 a month, until the contract for 2,000 is
filled.

Neil Kerr, who represents the passenger de-
partment of the Queen & Crescent route in this
section, was in the city yesterday. He states
that on the 28th of this month the Q. & C. will

open its standard gauge route up Mount Look-
out.

The passenger equipments of the Indianapo-
lis, Decatur & Western road are now going
through the shops to be repainted and relettered
lndinua;Llia, Decatur & Western.

Carlock, Cooger. Deer Creek, Santa Fe Cross-
ing, Farmdale, Toledo, Peoria & Westorn Cross-
ing, Hilten, ia. Between Sandusky and
Peoria, and chml City and Indianapolis, the
L. E. & W. road crosses or connects with just
fifty roads.

The official records show that the trains of the
Pennsyivania Company, the last ninety days,
have made the best record in arriving at fu-
dianapolis in many years, demonstrating the
fact that it needs only a little decisive action on
the part of the management to bring about sach
s resuit. The popularityof the C., I, 8t L. &
C. road to-day is largely due to the faet that
their trains are almost invariably on time. For
years the Peoneylvania Company was lame n
this respeet, but with the improvement their
travel is improving.

The case of Williamson against the Pennsyl-
vania Company which was on the court calendar
of Wayne county has been settled by compro-
mise. This case is mueh similar to that of W.
F. Hiokle, a farmer, who has brought suit
against the Evansville & Indisvapolis road for
$2,000 damages. Hinkle tendered a ticket for his
fare, recontly, dated Dec. 17, 1887. It stated on
