In 1858, then but
twenty-fiv- e years of age, he was elected treas
urer of Wells county, and in 1860 was re-elect- ed

to the same office. When the rebellion of 18C1

broke out he took an active part in ralsLg vol-
unteers fur the Union army. In 1862 he en
listed as a private, while yet county treasurer,
and on Aug. 15, 1862. was commissioned Cap--
taiu of Company B, Regi
ment of Indiana Volunteer Infantry, and was
sent to the front with the regiment; on June 1,
18G3, he was commissioned major of bis regi-
ment He was with Sherman in the Atlanta
campaign and marched witn him to the sea at
Savannah. No company of soldiers ever had an
officer who was more devoted to their welfare
and comfort than the one Major Studabaker led
to the field from Wells county. In 1874 he was
elected commissioner of Wells county, and the
eounty is indebted to his efforts for its excellent
system of free gravel roads. As a business
man and accountant he bad no superior in the
county, and his integrity, honesty and judgment
were so well known that his advice was sought
mere frequently, perhaps, in both public and
private affairs, than that of any other man in
Bluffton. Considered as a man, a county omcial,
neighbor, soldier, patriot or friend, Major Studa
baker was always patriotic and noooraDie.. ue
was a member of the Baptist Church and also of
the Masonic lodge of Bluffton, Ind.

FRENCH POLITICS.

Minister McLana Talks of the Late Elections
and the General Outlook.

New Yoek. May 21. United States Minister
McLane arrived from Paris yesterday. 'Really,
yon see I am not in a position to talk about
French news," he said in reply to a reporter's
request for his opinions on various current
topics of French interest. 'lt is not easy for a
gentleman in the diplomatic service to be as
obliging as he would like to he to the journal-
ists," he continued. "When I left Pans the
chambers were not in session, having taken a
short vacation, so there was no thine of special
interest concerning them to be heard. The
municipal elections had just been held through-
out the republic. Naturally, they attracted a
great deal of attention. Well they might. I
don't imagine Americans realize what a
tremendous bir thing those elections were. Just
think, thirty-si- x thousand municipal elections in
as many communes or townships."

How do the parties feel about the resultr
"Oh, the Republicans are very mueh pleased.

I left them rejoicing over the result of the elec-
tions. .It is a f ipnificant fact that nearly half a
million municipal councilors were preparing to
assume all the responsibility which attaches to
the 'local government,' or 'home rule,' which.
constitutes such a preat feature in the working
of the French republic"

"What are the chances of a civil war in
Francel"

"No, no. . .There is no likelihood of anything
of the kind occurring. . The French people do
not want it. Contrary to a belief, which may be
more or less general, they are not constantly
itehincr for internal dissensions. Moreover,
there is every prospect of the people's happiness
and prosperity In the future, the maintenance of
peace being the almost universal desire of the
ma?s of the French people."

"You have no apprehension of the Boulanger
excitement causing bloodshed, then?"

'Certainly not. 9 Boulanger is a very clever
politician; that it is all. He is not a revolu-
tionist, by any means. I never expect to see
him assume the control of the French govern-
ment by force of arms."

"Or in any other wayF
"Oh, I cannot speak on that point It comes

within the limit of political affairs that would
not be proper for me to touch on. Popular?
Oh, unquestionably he is a popular politician."

"Do you mean to be understood that any
kind of a European war is iraprobableF

'Not at all. I was speaking of France only."
"How about the German questionf?
"There is nothing new in it I mean of any

importance. Both nations have been glaring at
each other for some time, but glaring does very
little barm. I am snre that the French people
do not want any useless blood shed on that
point, any more than on the other. The real
danger of war lies in the East."

""Yon refer to the Russian questionf
"Yes. They are tryine very hard not to have

a war, but well, it's very doubtful whether they
will succeed or not."

"It your visit to America on official busiuessl"
No; entirely in connection with some pri

vate interests. I shall make a very brief stay
ox only tnree weeks, returning on June 10."

SLAVERY IN 11RAZIL.

How the Final Abolition of the Evil Was
Drought About.

Sew York World.
A dispatch by way of Europe announced,

some days ago, the total abolition of slavery In the
empire of Brazil, by act of Parliament. There
was 00 information given in relation to the con
ditions under which this important change was
accomplished. No communication concerning
it was received by the representative of Brail
In Washington, nor at the Brazilian consulate in
this city. A World reporter has learned, how
ever, from Baron Thomson, of Rio Janeifonrt
residing in this city, all the circumstances con
nected with the recent decree. Senor Dom
Hel tor Bastos Cordeiro, chief of the police de
partment of Rio de Janeiio, is at present a guest
of Baron Ttbmson, baving arrived in New York
a few days ago to study the police
system of the United States, and to
spend some time in travel. From him tbe Baron
had received authentio information concerning
the recent history of the emancipation move
ment in ttrazil. "Tne passage of the law re
ferred to," he said, "was anticipated for a long
time, ror years past tbe Emperor. Dom Pedro.
bad set his mind on effecting the abolition of
slavery in the empire. As far back as 1871 a
law was passed for the gradual emancipation of
the vast slave population, but it was badly ad
ministered, and in many places not enforced at
all. A more s trio gent law was passed in 1SS5,
whereby all persons born in slavery should be
free at the age of twenty-one- , and all slaves
over sixty years of age should be entitled to
liberty. To facilitate the operation of this law.
a deduction of 6 per cent, for each year was
made in the value of each slave, and a tax of 5
per cent, on all imports and internal taxes was
imposed for the government emancipation fund.
Voluntary societies for buying up slaves snrang
up in almost every eity, and one province freed
its slaves by paying the masters the government
valuation. Still, tbe Emperor was not satisfied
with the slowness of this process, and. through
his influence, a bill for the immediate emancipa
tion or tne slaves was introduced into Parlia
ment at eaeh session. On leaving Rio for his
European tour, last July, ho passed tho helm of
affairs to his daughter Isabella, tbe Princess
Regent, with the injunction that she would leave
no means unexercised to hrincr about the nassa?a
of the emancipation bilL The bill was pre
sented, and tbe .Ministry, refusing to pass it
resigned. A new Ministry was formed, and the
bill was passed by both houses.

"It had been the intention of the Parliament.
on the advent of tbe new Ministry, to pass tho
bill on the day of the Emperor's return to Rio
de Janeiro as a compliment to his Majesty, but.
after more serious consideration, they concluded
to act at once, and not leave so important
a matter to chance. A condition of
the new law requires that all tbe emanci
pated negroes now on the coffee plantation!
must remain there until the noxt coffee crop is
gathered in, but in tho mean time they are to
receive a small rate of wages from their former
owners. The freedmen, during this period,
snail not be locked up iu their quarters as form
erly, and may. outside of working hours, eo
where they please within certain limits. The
former owners receive no compeniation, the
government holding that tbey have bn suffiei- -
ently compensated already by the fruits of the
unpaid laoor 01 tne slaves in the past

By the recent emancipation law nearly
1.DW.UVU slaves are freed from servitude. Out
side of the plantations slavery in Brazil was not
an abused institution, the slaves in privata
bouses being almost invariably regarded and
treated as members or tbe family.

"In recognition of this enlightened measure.
removing the last stain of slavery from the new
world. Pope Leo XIII has sent the Golden Rose
to the Trincess Regent of Brazil.

The Notorious Cause f the Stokes --Flak
Tragedy Untied at Beverly, N. J.

Jfew York special
A dispatch from Beverly, N. J., says that tbe

gossips of quiet little Beverly are excited over
what they think: Is genuine mystery. Last
Sunday a small funeral procession wended its
way round the main road leading to Monument
Cemetery. It came in such an unostentatious
manner, and the interment waj made so quickly
that, with the exception of the mourners and
the sexton, no cu knew anything about the af-

fair at the time.
It is now found that the funeral was that of

Josie iMananeld, who figured prominently in
the Fisk-Stoke- s tragedy in New York in 1871. It
is said that she died at Delauco, two miles be-

low here, after a abort illness on the Thursday
previous.

Immediately after the death of Fiak she went
to Paris, where she remained for some time.
After the excitement caused by tbat event bad
passed away she returned to this country,
selecting an unpretentious little home in the
town of Delanco, where she has since led a
very quiet and secluded life. Her death and
burial are surrounded somewhat in mystery.
Both the burial permit and the physi-
cian's certificate of death are registered
as "Josie Williams. There were only
four or five persons at the funeral, and from all
that can be learned they are unknown in this
part of the State. The sexton was generously
paid for his part of the work, all the secrecy
possible being the only condition enjoined. The
newly-mad- e grave is almost within the shadow
of the soldiers' monument, erected by the State
of New Jersey in honor of the fallen heroes of
the late war.

Tbe death of Helen Josephine Mansfield re-
calls to most readers the tragedy of the killing
of James Fisk, jr., early in 1372. It was with hita
that her name was for years associated. She was
a Massachusetts girl, who was early married to
the actor, Frank Lawler. Tbe waywardness that
was part of ber nature made married life irk-
some to her. Her marriaee occurred in 1666. She
was dlvoreed on Oct. 10, 1S67. About 1863 she
was introduced to Colonel Fisk, aid the ac-
quaintance then begun was soon a very intimate .

one. Fisk was just getting into the heyday of
his prosperity by reason of his alliance with Jay
Gould. He was fascinated by the attractions of
the woman, who was then buxom of form and
pleasing of feature. . '

It was toward the end of 1871 that the rela-
tions between the two were ruptured, and fol-
lowing this came a criminal prosecution for
libel brought on her behalf against Fisk for lan-
guage he had used concerning her. Tbe pro-
ceedings were pending in the YorkviHe Police
Court when Fisk was killed. This event,
which occurred on Jan. 6, 1872, marked tha
close of Miss Mansfield's semi-pnbli- e career.
She went abroad and lived quietly for a while.
When she returned to this city In 1875, she
took modest apartments in Eleventh street,
near Fifth-avenu- e, end remained quite secluded.
Of late years little has been heard of her.
