'market dnriog the greater part of the time to-
day. The opening was about ic higher than the

lied and clcsed for the regular session about e
lower than yesterday, that is, for July, which is
the leading; future. On the afternoon board
there was a spurt, leaving the final figures of the
day it higher to.i yesterday, at 871c The
weather was fine for the growing crops, and also
fine for farm work. Tbo official crop report, re-
ceived to-d- ay from the Illinois Agricult-
ural Department reports the condition
of the growing winter wheat as 67 per eent
against 57 per eent. as reported by the govern-
ment. May 10c The speculative offerings were
lsrge, and although there were reactions from
the several declines, eaeh advance waa met with
renewed selling, though at &Ce for July the de-
cline; was apparently checked by good buying,
whether from 'shortsw or for investment it was
difficult to state, for it was quite likely in the in-

terest of some parties who had sold at the higher
prices. Export clearances were but a few thou-
sand bushels at Philadelphia, with nothing at
New York. No American wheat has reached
Liverpool for several days, and cables were very
weak in response to the break on this side. In
the corn pit there was a little better trade than
yesterday, and several receiving-house- s

were taking a hand. A story was going
the rounds that the clique are bringing
in the corn wbieh they own in the country on
account of the facilities for shipment which Chi-

cago affords. Corn by lake and canal can be laid
down in New York for 5Jc. Tne blackboard on
'Change shows that Chicago is receiving prac-
tically all the corn that is moving, and this and
other features bears out tbo story. For tne
greater part of the time the market was rather
firm. July, which aold off on the early break to
54 c, improved to 55 J c, eaaed off to 541c end
after various fluctuations closed at 552c sn even
eent higher than last night Cssh oats were
easier and f3c lower. They did not go down
yesterday quite so much as futures. To-ds- y there
was a reaction from yesterday's decline. In the
speculative market there were . not so
many sellers, and a fair demand existed to
cover "shorts."

Producing Food fur Bees.
It 8. Russell, in Country Gentleman.

I belie? e that a bee is not happy except when
employed gathering the sweets that nature
stores in certain plants. Now is the tima to
lay the foundation for an abundant honey har-
vest If you have no . bee willow near your
apiary, procure a few roots or cuttings, and
plant in low land near the apiary. This will
bring the earliest pollen, which is the most
useful The bark will craek late in the fall,
and furnish a harvest of honey after the frost
has killed all flowers. Alto, plant a few soft
and hard' maples, and top lightly in two or
three plaees early in spring. These trees should
be near the house, as many bees are chilled and
lost in rambling for these early sweets. Be
sure and spare all the bass wood on your farm,
and plant a few more In old pastures for shade.
Plant catnip the more the better near tbo
apiary. This is fine for voung bees. Spare all
the golden rod when moviug the fence - corners;
also the asters. The bees will tell you what
they are when in bloom, if yon do not recognize
your friends. Sow patches of buckwheat July 1
i.nd 20, August 10 and September 1.

Last, but not least procure at once a supply
of Simpson's honey plant seed from some relia-
ble apiarist or seedsman. It can be sown in
hot-bed- e and transplanted the same as cabbage,
or be sown in the open ground. It will
grow anywhere in fenee corners or waste
ground, in woods pasture, or cultivated fields;
should De planted two feet and a-h- alf apart It
is a certain grower, whether cultivated or not
This is.' beyond doubt, by far the host honey
plant of all, giving a steady flow of good honey
from the middle of July until killed by frost
The honey accumulates in tbe cup-shap-ed flow-
ers, and if removed will almost immediately fill
up again, thus affording an inexhautible supply
fatter than tbe bnty workers can remove and
store it I have noticed no disease in my
apiary since I have raised this honey plant I
think tbe secret is that it keeps the bees em-
ployed gathering good, healthy honey, instead
of trying to extract it from decaying fruit and
vegetables in the fall months, which they are
sure to do unlets they can work on something
better. It is a medicinal plant but is not eaten
or disturbed by live stock of any kind, and will
tako care of itself after the first year. It is not
a noxious weed that will take posession of your
farm, but is easily exterminated.

Brother apiarists, I can imagine no lovelier
stroll than through my woods in August and
September. The honey plants are in full bloom,
and the beautiful Italians make the woods mu-
sical from daylight till dark. I will not speak
of the merits of the different varieties of clover,
as of necessity they will be sown and help to
round out a full season for the mott industrious
creature of God's creation.
