sometimes a month or more. Some of the roads
are disposed to take the stand that demurrage

ahall be charged after twenty-four hours, others
forty-eight tours. Bui they are unable to carry
out this plan, as competitors for business will
take advantage of it and favor consigness. The

1st of April several of the Eastern roads put inte
offect a system of collecting demurraze on de-

tained freight cars at all stations, both com-

petitive and nov-competitive, and as the patrons
of the roads become educated to it bus little
trouble is experionced. The rules
under which the system is operated
are substastially as follows: All ears
set out to be londed by shippers or unloaded by
consignees, 75 cents per day after forty-eighs
bours; ears on private sidiogs, 50 cents a day.
After charging for five days the rate to be in-
creased 1o §1 a day, whether on the company’s
track or private sidings. Whers cars are stopped
en route at request of skippers, 75 cents per day.
The road reserves the right to ucload afier
forty-eight hours, echargiug 15 cents per ton
[minimum, §2 per car|. Storage to be eharged
oo all freight, whether in car-loads or smaller
jota, after forty-eight hours, at the rate of 5
cents ton [minimum, 5 cents per 100 eanbie
feet]. Neither atorage nor demurrage will be
charged for Sundays or legal holidays. When
the company ueeds the use of cars, warehouses
or tracks, and ean not econveniently store the
freight on 1ta own premises, it will stored at
owner'’s risk and at bis expenss at the most
available place of stovsge.

Cuban Eallways.

Railway traveliog in Cuba is said fo have some
eurions aspects Trains when arriving or de-
parting, between the city limits and station, are
preceded by a man on borsback who carries a
trumpet and blows it vigorously. The statiovs
are walled about, as high as a fortress. There
are some odd regulations regardiog Cubao travel.
Ticket offices are cloged fiye minutes before de-
parture of trains; and if one thus fails of sscur-

ing a ticket, one-third sdditional to regular fare
is exacted for the first division over which your
route may lay. You are allowed to free
only a bat-box or a mediom-size valise; but if
your train does not make schedule time you can
stop anywhere along the route and get vour en-
tire fare refunded. No “‘persons of color” are al-
Jowed in first-class ears, though gamecocks in
baskets are; and if you sttempt to ride upon the
platform, or to oceupy more than one seat, you
would immediately be turned over to the guardia
¢ivil, whose mambers ride on trains between sta-
tions to flirt with fair senoritas, and to constant-
ly enforce the fact that Spain owns Cuba.

As in most European countries, there are
three grades of passenger coaches, and all are
modeled on the Ameriean plan. The third-grade
cars have only solid wood seats; the second are
very plaio, but the seats are of ‘‘cane;” the first
are very pleasant and convenient, and in most
cases prettily snough decorated, the woven cane
seata taking the place of our plush cushions on
sccounnt of the differepce in elimate. The eon-
dustor is uniformed as with us, and isthebusiest
man on sarth for the amount of business he
transacts.

Oar Stresat Rallways,
To the Editor of the Indiananq)is Journal:

The ordinance introduced into the Couneil
last night amending the charter of the Citizens’
Street-railway Company is fair and just, and
should be met in a liberal spirit It is vary
reasonable that the compaoy should desire. ke
extension of their charter, soon to expire, for
they propose to greatly extend their lines and
improve their property. In leass than a week
after the new company bought the old one out
they contracted to expend about $30,000 for
summer cars, and have determined, as I learn,
to substitute horses for the mules now in use
as fast as possible. Furthermore, Iam told
that the present tracks gre to be overhauled as
fast as possible, replaging them with double the

number of ties and new iron, so that we shall
bave in these respects also a first-class system.

Rights of way and such franchises of steam
rallways sre necessarily in perpetuity, as no
sensible men would care to invest millions of
dollars in such enserprises, if compelled to run
their chances of obtaining this franchise every
few years. I suppose it was with such a view
of the matter that our City Council granted the
Dndl‘z-strut fraonchise in perpetaity, which has
excited no opposition so far as I have observed.
Street-car charters io other cities run for nine-
ty-nine years, and some in perpetuity. with like
limitations of taxes and streei improvements as
are embraced in the proposed and pending ordi-
nance respecting the Citizens' Street-railway
Company.

The present charter limits the compasy to
animal power, and it is plain to all that the
electric or other kind of motor must soon be in-
troduced to kesp pace with public demands.
Now, it is reasonable that a company with over
$1.000,000 invested, and proposing to invest as
mueh more in a few years should desire to have
the matter of their franchise setiled What
railway out of Indianapolis would care to ex-
pead a large sum of muney in substituting steel
rail for iron, if it bad to meet the question of
franchise and right of way in a few years! Of
course the wise policy uonder such conditions
would be to wait to see the outcome, and as a
result the public would lhave to
suffer the embarrassments of second-class
service. And so in this instance Indianapolis
bhas suffered the embarrassments of second-class
improvemenis as long as it ought We all be-
lieve that the city is on the threshold of rapid
expansion and inerease of population, and what-
ever seems reasonable in szecuring first-class
street-car improvements ought to be met and
accepted. Under the proposed new charter it
is provided that there be a tax levied on the
cars, and to be increasedgrom time to time with
our anticipated increased populatiom, till it
reaches the maximan fixed in like charters in large
cities of five and seven hundred thousand popula-
tion. It also forever setties the question of the
improvement of the streets oecupied by the
tracks, and that is right also. The street rail-
way company ought to keep that much of the
streets in repair for their coostant use, and the
principle might well in equity be extended to
the owners of vehicles, so far as tax is concerned,
for repairs, and thus relieve those who do not
wenr out the streets,

While I regard Indianapolis under splendid
conditions for growth and development, certain-
ly it would not be wise to strike out on brand-
new lines in every direction. We cannot afford
the risk of disregarding all precedent, and espe-
cially so wheu other cities much larger than ours
are pot only satisfied with their systems, of
wbich the pending ordinance is a type, but are
still granting like charters, after years of expe-
rience. We may dwarf the city and its expected
growih by marrow, uawise and uuprecedented
polisy.
