Restrictions on ¥rench Travelers.
STrASBURG, May 23.—The decree in relation
fo Frenchmen entering Alsace-Loraine is pudb-
lished. It provides that all travelers entering
Alsace-Lorraine from France, whether they are

merely passing througch those provinces or
whether they propose to take wup
their residence  therein, must pre-

sent passports vised b! the German
.Ambassador at Paris, and dated not more than
one year prior to the time of presentation.
Documents merely certifyiog to the trade or
occupation of persons desiring to enter the ter-
ritory will not be sufficient. Foreigners with-
out the proper passports will be prevented from
continuing their journey, and will be conducted
back across the frontier, if necessary. Germans

The eye must be fitted, else it will injure the
socket and possibly affect the other eyo. When
a customer comes to me, I make several eyes;
ome of them proves a fit, and the rest I sell to
opticians who carry them in stoek.”

Silo Construotion.
Iowa State Register,

The construction and filling of silos is a ques-
tion which does not appear to interest the peo-
ple of Iowa as much as it does some other
States. And yet if the State is probably lag-
ging along behind. the dairymen and farmers
will come to it. Where it has been thoroughly
discussed and illustrated in the States where
they have institutes with the means to demon-
strate how to build, how to fill, and how to feed,
it is evidently a grand success. Mr. Gould has
probably taken as much interest in this matter
at any other man, and Lis directions are plain,
and easily understood. Of the advanced placs
he says:

The inquiries are as follows: “Would you
build of wood or stone! Would put & par-
tition in & 30 feet long silo, 16 by 16 feet!
Would you put fodder in whoie!” Reply—As
silos are now considered best built above grouad,
wood is regarded as better pnaterial, as it is »
better non-conductor of heat and cold. Stone
being a good conduetor, with warm on
the one side and frost on the other, condensa-
tion takes place on the ensilage uiglo. and does
more or less damage; besides readily freezing in
severe weather. Here in Wisconsin stone silos
are now discarded for tbis reason, and the 600
silos built last year were all of wood, and have
given the most satisfactory resaits in every
case that has fallen wuoder my obser-
wation, and wood will be exclusively
used the year come. The walls
will be strong enough ¥ two Dby ten-inch stud-
ding, set sixteen inches apart, is used for the
frame; the inside part of the sileis best buils,
as demoostrated, by putting on two th
of inch boards, with tarred paper between them,
woll pailed oun. The lumber is best put on, both
courses, horizonta'ly, wnot up sod dowa, then

Whatever may have beea the rules that
guided our fithers in disposiog of theit
produce, some modifitations are now necessary
to conform to the changes in transportation,
system of traie and habite of the pecple. The
consumer of today does pot care to lay in
Eﬂdm in quantity; the well-to-do with their

ouses heated from ecsllar to attie eannot keep
it, and the poorer have neither suitable places
to store mor the capital to buy ahead. The mar-
kets are so well supplied at all times that
nothing is gained by buying for the f{ature.
If farmera [forward their croduce faster
than . consumers want i3 the market is
over-stocked, iprices go down and middle
men with abundance of capital and ample means
of storage, by low and hold for & rise. Many
s fortune bas been made by simply embracing
the opportunities played into their hands by the
farmers themselves, A cellar for storage can
be made under a shed, carriage-house, or a por.
tion of the barn. An essy ioeline should be
made for & wagon to come into the esilar. That
portion of the wall above ground should be
thick and wvaulted, the windows and doors
double. If the room above is rather open the
floor timbers should be sheathed with matched
boards, even then some artificial heat may be
necessary in a long mero spell. A callar
deep emough to Dpever freeze is apt to be
mh A farm producing 500 tarrels of apples
should have a fruit-house and «ollar es ly
fitted for thewm, and when s ton of oquxum
raised it is economical to bave a room vroperly
fitted for keepiog them. A room entirely above
fronnd, built like & butcher's cooler will be a

elp to hold summer and fall fruit aad wiil
withstand pretty severe cold. Canning and
dryiog are gsimply methods of keeping
our vroduce. The Ilast is less expensive
and better for individual enterprise avd is
destined to be more generally practiced. While
the of storage and keeping is plain and
the practice easy, there are important points
both in the construction and management thst
can be best iearned by personal inspection and
consultation with those who are ruccessful,
Some outlay is required, dut if the work is well
done it will prove lasting and profitable. Tue
keeping of produce is not advocatel with a
hope of speculation. Extravagant, high prices
are out of the gquestion with the t means
of transportation, but it is that farmers may
not rush their crops to markes for the beaefit of
the dealer.
