Largely Attended National League Meet-

ings Held Yesterday in Ireland,

At T7h!chJrorninent Speakers Denounce the
Papal Rescript. Bishop O'Dwyer Being the

Subject of Particular Attention.

THE IRISH AND THE POPE.

Tho Rescript Denounced by an Immense)
Meeting 'Charges Against Bishop O'Dwyer.
London. May 27. The National League

meeting held in Limeriek, to-da- y, to protest
against the papal rescript, was an enormous
affair. Special trains were run to bring people
in from out-lyin- g points, and their capacity was
taxed to the utmost. Mr. Wm. O'Brien, the
principal orator, made a scathing attack upon
Bishop O'Dwyer, of Limerlckf or having written
the Mayor warning Catholics against attending
tha meeting under pain of committing a
grievous sin, and virtually accused the
Bishop of constructive falsehood. A
copy of tho obnoxious letter, Mr. O'Brien
declared, was sent by Bishop O'Dwyer to every
Orange newspaper in the kingdom, while a eooy
was not sent to the Mayor of Limeriek, to whom
it was addressed. The remarks of Mr. O'Brien
elicited repeated cheers for himself end other
Home-rul-e leaders, and as often brought forth a
rumbling chorus of groans for Bishop O'Dwyer.
The Bishop left Limerick last evening, manifest-
ly not earing to remain in the city during the
storm he must have known his letter would
create.

Mr. O'Brien employed most bitter invective In
characterizing the conduct of Bishop O'Dwyer,
whose threats, he said, were the most rash and
unjust ever issued by a prelate. Bishop O'D wy-er- 's

action in leaving Limeriek yesterday, after
supplying copies of bis manifesto to every Or-
ange newspaper in the country and failing to
send a copy to the Mayor of Limerick, the nom-
inal addressee, who only learned of the letter
from seeing it in print, was, Mr. O'Brien said,
as cowardly as his allegations were untrue.
There never was, he asserted, anything more
false than Bishop O'Dwyer'a assertion that
the promoters of this meeting were agitating
against the Pope. Mr. O'Briento remarks created
great excitement Mr. John Dillon, addressing
a National League meeting at KilJare, to-da- y,

denounced in scathing terms the bishops who
support the papal rescript The National party,
he declared, are not afraid of the threats of any
bishops, neither are they going to abandon tha
plan of campaign and boycotting, the weapons
with which they have fought their battle until,
now.

Mr. T. M. Healv, speaking at Waterford,
twitted the Pope with having worked his own
"plan of campaign" when the Sardinians nabbed
bis territory and with having boycotted Victor
Emannuel after that monarch's arrival in
Borne.

A largo number of meetings were held
throughout Ireland to-da- y. They were uniform-
ly peaceful and singularly free from government
interference.

Action of Chicago Catholics.
Chicago, May 27. To-da- y, at a meeting of

nearly two hundred delegates of the Irish Cath-

olic societies of Chicago, gathered to make ar-

rangements for the annual reunion and outing
of the societies, a motion of importance was of-

fered relating to the mass-meetin- g of Irish
Catholics to be held at Battery D Armory on
Thursday night next The msss-meetin- g will
have for its object the consideration of the fa-

mous papal rescript condemning tha use in Ire-

land of the 'Plan of Campaign" and boycotting.
The motion, in effect, was that it is the sense
of all Irish Catholies ' that they could
manage their own political affairs and
that atl the societies in the city
should attend the mass-meetin- g to lend their
voice to this belief. The motion was carried
without a dissenting voice. "Unless all do what
they can In this direction, and assert themselves
squarely on this proposition, tho meeting will
have a calamitous effect on the cause in Ire-
land," said John M. Smyth, a prominent mer-
chant, who presided at the meeting. He added,
after the motion had been carried: "We are
come together to announce our political inde-
pendence, and if the gathering is not a represent-
ative one the elaim will be set up that the Irish
Catholics in Chicago are not free in spirit, and
in their home troubles are yet controlled by for-
eigners."

THE KAISER'S NEW PALACE.

Interior Decorations or tho Rooms Prepared
for Ills Use at Potsdam.

Berlin Tossiscne Zeitung.
It was expected a few weeks ago that on May

1 the German Emperor and his family would re-

move to the new palace at Potsdam. A number
of workingmen have been employed there in
preparing the rooms in the northern half of the
palace whiu the Emperor occupied as Crown
Prince. The rooms in the southern part once
used by Frederick the Great, have also been set
in order. The Interior of the new palace is a
model of beautiful and cheerful recoco. There
is not a trace of heavy, oppressive splendor, it
shines with marble and fold, and light-colore- d

drap d'or stuffs, and is a true summer resi-
dence, in which a fine sense for art prevails with
cheerfulness and an agreeable freshness. From
the windows there Is a view of the long avenue
leading to Potsdam, and of the avenue which the
present Emperor himself laid out It extends
almost to the distant Havel. The Shell Hall,
which forms the center of the ground floor, and
is celebrated for its rich collection, embedded
m the walls, of minerals, shells, eorals and pet-
rifications, has lately been enriched by some
rarities. The Emperor William brought a few
colossal pieces of rock-cryst- al from Gastein, and
the present Emperor sent from San Remo two
unusually large topazes, all of which objects
have been already embedded in the walls, pre-
served ia their original condition under the
present Emperor's care.

In the library are exhibited some fac-simll- es

of the great King's handwriting, with autograph-
ic notes by tho present Emperor. The book-
cases contain only French authors a stately
row of tho best literary productions of the
eighteenth century. A simple stone staircase
leads to the first floor, where one splendid room
succeeds another, leading to the great gallery
used by the Emperor Frederick as --a ball-roo-

and to the large hall above the shell-roo- m, the
walls of which are covered with immense paint-
ings by Vanloo, Pesne, Pierre and Res tout
Many paintings, both original and copies of
Italian and French masters, costly vases,
beautiful mosaic tables, some of which are from
Hadrian's villa; fine boule furniture in tortoise
shell and glided bronze, and a good deal of
sculpture are distributed among the rooms.
The luxurious effect is heightened by high
mirrors, cedar floors and ceilings, with frescoes
of divinities throned In the blue clouds. It is
quite obvious why the imperial family are so
fond of the new palace. Hero where a flood of
light pours in at every window, there is no
place for tho melancholy which often prevails
in old palaces, full of the memory of the dead.
The beating apparatus has been improved, so
that the large hall can now be used in winter.
When the sun sbinea into the room the stones
glitter in a wonderful manner, and one can
understand that the hall is unique in European
palaces.

The neighboring long marble gallery, the
walls and floors of which are covered with red
and white Carrara marble, has now been newly
cleaned, so that Its brilliance dazzles the eye.
The ceiling contains the three gigantic paint-
ings by Bade, Morning,' Noon" and Even-
ing." with their wealth of color and inumerable
allegorical figures. Then follows the long suit
of rooms once occupied by Frederick the Great,
decorated ia tho beat rococo style. Over tho
green, pale red, or blue walls, and the cornice
of the ceiling runs a beautiful decoration of
shells, flames, flowers and capricious volutes
carried out in richly gilded wood-carvin- g, ex-
celling in lightness and flowing rythm every
other mode of ornamentation. The pearl of the
suit Is, however, the rausio-roo- the same In
which the Great Frederick fare his soirees, and
which still contains his simple piano and ramie-Stan-d

then. I must say that I propose that the insti-

tution shall haTe steadily la aim the possibilities

of humanity and how to realize them. Ia this
institution I desire that the students shall be
made to appreciate the evil consequences of tho
liquor trafSe. There are, probably. In Califor-

nia to-da- y mere adult men engaged ia selling
distilled liquors than are engaged In
tilling the soil, and I am satisfied,
taking the country at large, that with the
waste of time of the cumber of people engaged
in selling, and the waste consequent by the con-
sumers, there is a loss to the country in general
fully equal to 25 per cent of the power of pro-
duction. I want the education of the students
to be such as shall give them a realizing sense
of the importance of temperance. I desire every
student to hare the opportunity to practically
learn how to cultivate the soil for every branch
of agriculture. Particular attention will be
given to the subject of I want in
this school that one sex shall have equal ad-vanta- ees

with the other, and I want particu-
larly that the females shall have open to them
very employment suitable to their sex. I believe

that by doing so they will be stronger physically
and mentally, and better fitted for wives and
mothers, and I believe, that if the vocations of
life are thrown open to them, withont their en-
gaging in anything unsuitable to their sex, they
can add another 25 per cent, to the power of
production of the country, and this will go far
toward realizing the possibility of giving com-
fort and elegance to alL As I desire this insti-
tution to deal particularly with the welfare of
the masses, it will be open to the poor as well as
the rich, and the price of tuition will be so mod-
erate as to be within the reach of most people.
The few very rich ean get their education any-
where. They are welcome to this institution if
they will come, but the object is more particu-
larly to reaeh the multitude and the people who
have to consider the expenditure of every dol
lar. The hope is to care even for orphans who 1

may be sent there, provided for comfortably,
and will be looted after. Free scholarships will
be provided for meritorious youne people who
are unable to pay for their education, and such
students will .be given an opportunity to earn
money to help them through their college course.

Methodist Conference and the Law.
To tbe Editor of the Indiananolls Journal;

The declaration of the General Conference of
the Methodist Church, now in session in New
York, on the temperance question, is a marvel-
ous one to a community that has, after a long
struggle, succeeded in getting two flagrant vio
lators of law into the State prison. The Journal
published this declaration in its New York dis
patches on Saturday morning, and I did not be'
lieve it, yet I see it confirmed in the subsequent
telegrams of this afternoon. It says: "We ad
vise the members of our church to aid in the en
forcement of such laws as do not legalize
or indorse the, manufacture and
sale" of liquor, and that "we are
unalterably opposed to the enactment of laws
that propose, by license, taxing or otherwise, to
regulate the drink traffic" The civil law pro-
vides for its enforcement by jury trials, and
lays its handa on all men alike, - Methodist and
Presbyterian, to serve as jurors under a solemn
oath to sustain and enforce license and tax laws
to 'Tegulate the drink traffic" These laws are
in force in four-fifth- s of the States of the Union,
and therefore more than four-fift- hs of the Meth-
odist people of the United States are bound by
them. The General Conference of onr church
(for I am a Methodist) "advise" ns to
hold ourselves "unalterably opposed" to
these laws. If lax- - in moral ethics.
or knavish in moral sense, we might imitate the
wily politician, be in favor of the law bzt "agin
ita enforcement. This declaration was enacted
to go into the discipline law of the chnrch, to
stand for the next four years. It is a weak at-
tempt at nullification; , weak because impotent
in the face of tbe eivil law. and still weaker be-
cause the people, including Methodists, are loyal
to the law and will dlregard the "advice" to null-
ify it

I am as strongly In favor of an utter sup
pression of the liquor traffic as any one can
be; I am in favor of suppressing it
in part where it cannot be none wholly;
in favor of burdening it with a tax, if that is
the heaviest restriction and "regulation" that
can be put upon it But, higher and above all,
1 am in favor of the "enforcement of such laws"
as shall be found on the statute books until we
can seeure in the lawfnl way better ones. The
misjudged duty or following ones individual
"conscience, as It is called, leads to just such
illogical conclusions as this: ' I am opposed to
license and tax laws, and, therefore, opposed to
their enforcement." Conscience ean draw no
distinction between a wrong in its inception and
wrong in its conclusion the making and en
forcement of law. And hence, when the law of
individual conscience dominates citizenship it
sweeps all before it which is not in accord
with it.

As I have said before in the Journal on this
subject: An enlightened conscience guides men
wisely and rightfully in individual spheres of
life, but the hour comes when the individual
ceases and the citizen begins, under law, which
is the consensus. In other words, wemayrightly
exercise our influence in an individual sphere to
move others to see and act as we see. This I
call skirmishing in front of the battle line; bnt
when the issue is joined and tbe battle is on.
we must stand in the line and fire according to
command, or we contribute to defeat and dis
aster, and are little better than enemies, practi
cally.

There is a reserve power in the several bodies
which may put individual churches at rights be-

fore a law-abidin- g community. The great
apostle sanctions the eivil law by enjoining all
to "obey77 it, and we may appeal to Puul and de
clare our own obedience to the civil law, and
utterly disregard tbe advice of the General Con
ference. The declaration of that body was a
fitting finale to the stuffing of ballot-boxe- s in the
election of bishops, as was charged on the floor
of the conference.
