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STORIES OF GEN. SHERIDAN

Davis, the Artist Relates incidents of
Little Phil's Humor and Courage.

———-

How He Dealt with Bkulking Officers After
Murfreesboro—His Account of Riding
Over the Breastworks at Mission Ridge.

e ——

Theodore R. Davis, the artist, holds dearly
the warm feiendshio betwesn him and General
Sheridan which marked their association duri ng
and since the war. The news yesterday that
the gallant soldier was near his end led the artist
to remark that he felt blusr than be bad at any
time since Logan died *“Whea Sheridan is
goue,” he continusd, “it leaves a gap not to be
filied and hard to be forgotten. My mind goes
back to old Chattancogs days, whee James E.
Murdoch, the tragedian (God bless bhim), made
bis home with Sheridan, then a division eom-
mander, but Murdoch was the guees of the
army. He had lost his son the September pre-
vieus at Chickamaugs. Then he sbandoned the
stage and devoted bis whole time to the hospital,
the convaleseents and the eamp. On Sundays,
in the afternoon, stending or the hillside near
Sheridan's headquarters, he read the Bible and
the Lord's prayer, not to hundreds, but to thon-
sands of the voys, who stood with bared Leads
and peid reverent sttention to a rendering of
the Holy Scriptures more grand than one who
was pot a listeper can conceive of. Imagine
eight or ten thousand veterans of the Army of
the Cumberliand, quiet, peaceful, and Murdoech
carrying their minds and thoughts through
chosen passsges of the Holy Scriptures. Sheri-
daa frequently spoke of this. It was among
the memories of his army life one of the bright
pointa.”

“The friendship between these two men con-

tinued long and fervent did it not!” the reporter
asked.

“Yes; no relations of man te mas eould be
closer. Here is & story over which both Sheri-
dan and Murdock have had many a hearty
laugh, My quarters in Chattanocoga, in the
winter of 1863, were in a two-story frame build-
ing, onee painted white. The court-boumse to-
dey stands on the site. Well, the lower story
was cecupied by Generals Johnson and Elliot,

the upper story was mine, and Sheridan said it
was remarkably clever in me to let those fellows
have rooms down stairs, even if they were com-
manding officers. James Walker, the battle
painter, was my guest, and the place was the
rendevous of a great many genjal spirits—genial,
I said, not arder:t. Generals, colonels, captains
and jourpalists all sauntered in, expecting to
meet [riends or to inquire the whereabouts of
some command or person. Well, one day,
amon g the General—tbhat is Sheridan—
and Murdoch and somse otbers—I have forgotien
now who—~were in, The (General sat by the
window, aod presently called our atten-
tion, a grim smile spreading over his
countenance, to something that was going
or beneath the window. A collection of the col-
ored adjunets of the army—officers’ servants, —
were making s few remarks. One of the boys,
a servaut of a colonel, was presuming upon nis
rank because of that of his master. o was
immediately taken to task as follows: ‘What is
I hearin’, de streets whar it ain't mud is col-
pels, dey s so thick, dey is troublin’V—Just
then the spelker was interrupted. ‘Don't you
ol tire me,’ said the servant of a well-known
major-general As for brigadier-general's' ‘dey
is mostly like de colonel, and I want you nig-
gabs to know [0’ now dat de rank you speak ob
am too modrnt fo’ so much jaw as you 18 now

makia’. You koow who I is now, do youl an [
want to.” This was evidently a squelcter,
bus my chestnut brunette whose confi-

dence in himself was only equaled by his ad-
mirable personal pluek, spoke out. ‘I hab paid
attention to what 1'se heard, an' I'm just gwine
to mention dat I called you gentlemen—mebbe
I ought not to—but I wishes you to frow yer
eye all abous, look, now den, dat gen'rals
is comin’ we kuow. We hab been
told s0. Now is yon lookin' ober de
army, you is! Den whar do you flad acoder
artis ‘cept Mz Davis; darfo, I is the rankest
piggah in de whole army.’ Sheridan said, burst
ing with laoghter and poking his head outat
the window, ‘Alex, you are right,’ and that boy
took it as & compliment, for he turned coolly
around to his listoers, ‘Don’t you you see Gen.
Sheridan knows it his'sef?’”

“Yos. Iwent home after Atlanta fell, tired
down by the one hundred days of marching and
the one huodrad days of fighting, and the one
hundred nights of but littie sleep, and after a
short rest started from New York to join Sher-
man before he cut loose. Going through the
press-room of the Harpers 1 took a yet unpub-
lished Weekly from the prees. On its front
En was Sol Etoge's drawiog—'Sheridan’s

de to the Front.” Reaching Cincinnati sarly
one morning, Tom Saunders. of the Barnet
House, said to me: ‘You are just in time. An
ovation is to be given to Murdoeh to-night at
at Pike's Opera-houss. You knew he has so
disinterestedly devoted himself to the army
that his friends wish to give him somethiog sub-
stantial as a tribute of their respect and affection.
(Go sround to Garrett's. You ean spare the
time, avd take this afternoon’s train,” Well, 1
went to Garrett's, Buchanan Read's home.
Murdoeb, Read, Garrett, Braonan, and, I think,
two others besides mysell were the party at the
breakfast table, The conversation turned on
the army and oyation, Muordoch expressiog re-
gret that he could not come forward with some-
thing fresh.

—he was & most inveterate punster, you know—

which shall suit you to a T,’ and he presently
left us with his little potof steaming tea in one
hand and his Harper's Weekly in the other. He
was back in the room bafore wea left the table—
not a long time; probably none of ua then pres-
ent who are now alive can say precisely how
long. When Read returned with his poem he
sugwested to Muardoch that a fair eopy be made
by Mrs. Reed, but Murdoch preferred to read
from the original manuscript, and he did thas
night. While 1 was on my way toward the
army Murdoch read the m to a glorious audi-
ence, aud told in brief the story of its origin.
Read wrote me that hot eakes were mentioned
in conneotion with the statement—that is, the
one that Murdoech made. Gen. Sheridan dia not
learn these facts in full until the summer of
1866, whea I passed six weeks as his guest in
the big house on the corner of Fleteher road and
Colliseum street, bis home in New Orleans
We were the sole occupants except the servants,
and, although it was mdsummer, it was
enjoyable. By the way, I made a sketch of old
Rienzi, with .ﬂ his trappiogs then. 1t is to be
used in some of the subsequent Century arti
eles. The Geuveral was writing his report, now
published as a part of the conduct of the war,
aod it was my first oppertunity of obtaining the
details of his work n the valley, and the final
struggle behind Petersburg.”
“(ive another recollection of the General that
will show the inoate worth of his character!”
“The General's interest in the Battle of Mis-
sion Ridge was very great. You know the first
battle pictures painted in Mr. Wenoer's studio
were those fof Mission Ridge, and for these, as
well as of the pictores of Atianta, | was respon-
sible Late one Sunday evening, seated near
the door of the office of the cyclorama building,
in Chicago, I was looking at some notes eoncern-
ing this very Atlanta pictare. A stouts figure,
clad in gray, walked quietly to theoffice window,
a shoekingiy bad umbrella out of his haad
or a momeont, in order to reach for the 50 cents
admistance fee. The umbrelia attracted my at-

tention at fisst. Glancing wup, 1 saw
who it  belonged to, and the owon-
er of the umbrelia was  burried

past the tieket-taker without the need of the us-
uval eard. Sheridan dreaded a recogunition on the
platform and bad more than once hurried away
from Mission Ridge, whun persons who were
visiting the ecyclorama recognized bim. Those
ynnt oo this Sunday night did ot recognize
r. Smiwb, as I took oecasion to froquently call
him, and tly we bad the platform to our-
selves. Itis my impression that this was the
Geoeral's last vigit of his many, to this, to him,
interesting scene Look.ng off along the ridge
which from the platformn
southward, he sald: What a scenes! To-day this
would be an im ibility. Improvements in
weapoas, small arms parvicularly, have brought
us to the necessity, almost, of having shield-
bearers to protect our riflemen as the archers in
olden times were protesied in storming s castle.
No troops would live 1o reach this crest as we
did on sthat day. Do you know my loss in officers
in my one esmall division was greater
than the Joss of the wheole French
army ia the battle of Soiferino.
Porhaps I can acconnt for it. Did you ever
koow how I fixed those fellows I found skulk-
ing wot sfter Murfrecsbore! They—three
ia full waiform, drepped out

‘ug to have a fight, and we didn't 1 ordered
them under arrest quickly, aod the vext day I
drew the division up in a bollow square, and I
fnt my teuder gestiemen in the senter. Now,
am not good &t making & speech, and never
was in faet, but my men understood what I
said, and they did not forges it. I told the
sulkers that I would not bemean an officer or
a soldier of my command enough to touch them,
and really thought I ought to apologize to my
colored for asking bhim to tear off their
shoulder strape. ‘The shoulder-straps came off,
however, aud my loss of officers at Misgion
may be peartly sccounted for;

you see, for a man is sot likely to b hit
if he don't go where there is datiger.’

“Speaking of bis personal movement in the
assanit at Missionary Ridge, General Sheridan
saud: *You see, it was a bard climd for old
Rienz!, and, whea I reached the crebton his
back, the breassworks were too highfor him,
tired as he was, to jump them, so I moved
southward along the line of breastworks filled
with the enemy. I thought ther would kill me
every minute, as I was away from my men; who
were pouring over the breast-works, where they
struck them. I've always been much obliged to
those fellows for not shootine. They were good
enough to torn the butts of their muskets to-
wards me, showing that they eaveitup. IfI
conld bave seen the od that night as we see
it now, there would have been some changes in
the official ol '

“Did ride over the breast-works at
that battlel”

*Persons who were present have said that he
did not. In faet, I have seen a panorama where
he was represented on foot, lost in some huckle-
berry bushes and being found by s stafl officer,
vot his owp, whom the (Geoneral states he did
not see during the entire day. This letter,
which you are velcomes to copy, will give the
General's own siatement, which is as clear and
concise as it is bis usual babit to make such
things. Here it is:

The Procession and Line of March—XNo Polit-
ical Urganizations in the Parade,

The arrapgements for the proper observance

of Memorial day have all been complated, and A.
D. Shaw, the grand marshal, bas issued his or-

ders relating to the formation of the procession

{ aud the line of march. The procession will be

formed at 1:30 . M, and march promply at 1:45
P. M. The first division, Comrade Samuel Laing

commanding, will form on Delaware strees, right
resting on Washington street, extending north-
wardly. The second division, Comrade James
R. Ross eommanding, wiil form on Market
street, right resting on Delaware, exiending
westwardly. The third division, Comrade Carey
MePherson commanding, will form on Delaware
street, right resting on Market, extendingnorth-
wardly. The order of formation will be, first,
Metropolitan and Merchant police, Marshal
Shaw and stafl. The first division will in-

clude all the G. A. R. posts of the city,
the German Veteran Association, Lincoln Camp
Sous of Veterauns, and ex-Union soidiers not be-
longing to organizations. The second division
will embrace all the military ecompanies of the

The General Conference of the A. M. E.
Church adjourned last might, after a session of
a little over three weeks. Copsiderable im-
portant business was left undone, and it had to
be disposed of to committees with a limited
power to aet. Bishop Grant was in the ehair
when the eonference came 10 order in the morn-
ing. The anxiety of the members to get through
with the more important busivess in order to
adjousn in tho evening served to shorten many
of the debates.

The question in regard to making the office
of presiding elder optional with the
various eonferences came up on a motion to re-
consider, as had been promised om Saturday,
but it was lost, the vote being 56 to 96. Aa &
eansequence, the presidiog elders will remain a
fixture in the church for four years to come, at
least

The report by the committes on Disesipline
was pext called for, but a motion prevailed that
it be laid over in order that the report of the
publication and educational departments
might  be beard. The report  of
the publication department 'was firss
submitted. Its headquarters are at Paila-
delpbia. The official organs, the Recorder and
the Review, were shown to be in a prosperous
condition, and the literature geverally of the
church was sbown t0 be increasing and improv-
ing.

A lively feature of the morning session was
the discussion over the action of Bishop Turner
in restoring an expelied member, Rev. C. O. H.

as above given, be adopted, and after a short
wrangle it was almost unanimously carried.

A motion to pay the secretary of education a

.salary of $1,000 was lost. A motion was carried
providing that in sparsely settied distriets the
presiding elder should bave a charge in addition
‘to bis work as presiding elder. This was con-
sidered somewhat of a compromise for the op-
‘tional presiding-eldership matter, and craated a
great deal of enthusiasm,
" The delegates met again at 8:30 p. M. and ocon-
tinued {2 session uotil midoight. The eveniog
was consumed in the passing of resolutions and
‘the brief disposal of reports. Many matters of
importance were referred to the bishops and to
commitiees. The ecommitiee appointed to cos-
sider Bishop Payne's bistory of the A. M. E.
Chureh reported that the bishop had consented
to sell the manuseript for $2,000, and the confer-
ence voted to accept the offer. :

The report of the committee on union with the
A. M. £ Zion Church was read and spread upon
record. Two thousand copies of the minutes of
the conference were ordered to be printed. The
report of the committes on a new hymnal was
received and approved. A motion prevailed re-
quiriog a bond of $3.000 from the business man-
sger of the publication department.
