The General Conference Devotes Itself to
Business and Settles Important Points,

Nzxw Yorx, May 30.—When the General
Methodist Couference was ealled to order by
Bishop Fowler this morniag there was not a
quornum present, and when the devotional exer-
cises, led by a colored delegate from Texas
named Lee, were over, barely 312 members,
necessary for the transaction of busit®ss, wers
in their seats. After the journal was read and
adopted, the committee on revisals presented a

report referricg to the admission of probation-
ers into the church. After a brief debate the

report was tabled. Bishop Andrews then asked
the Conference to interpret the recently énacted
law touching the pastoral term of five years, so
that it might be made clear for administration
during the next quadrennium. To this end Dr.
Wheeler, of Erie, presented the following reso-

lation which, The new rule of pastoral
service shall be applied as follows:

‘‘At the session of any annoual conference next
following this General Conference a preacher
may be appolated to a charge which he has not
served for the three years preceding, and be
continued thereafter in said charge for five
yedrs, and a pastor now serving a charge which
he bas not served for three years preceding his
present pastorate, may be continued through a
full term of five years. In all other cases the
nl:l:dfs: five years in temn sball be strictly ap-
pli

A discussion waspresipitated by a report from
the committee on temporal eeonomy providiog
for the better care of superannua ministers.
This report recommended the ecreation of a
board of conference claimants comsisting of
twelve members and twelve laymen, appointed
by the General Conference, with a oumsgond-
ing secretary nomioated by the board of bishops,
who shall travel through the annutal conferences
and secure pledges and make eollections for a
permanent and a disbursiog fund. Many beid
that the present pian of caring for sauperannu-
ates was safficient, and others declared that too
much sould not be done for the men who bhad
made Methodism what it is. It was finally de-
cided 10 have the matter go over to the next Gen-
eral Conference.

The question, however, was immediately re-
considered, and Dras. Kynetr, Buckley and oth-
ers made stirring appeals for the adoption of
the report. Little "Ly little the conference
ssomed to wake up to the importance of the
matter of perfeeting a plan to better provide for
men worn out in the service of the church, and,
after listening to a pointed address from Chair-
man Craig, of the committee on temporal scono-
my, the report was almost unanimous.y adopted.
It was moved that St. Louis be named as the
place where the new board of conference claim-
snts should make its headquarters. Chicage
was also named as the best place to locats the
board, and when Chaplain McCabe said he hoped
Chieago would be chosen, as the thing would be
pushed through in Chicago, for they push every-
thing through thare, the conference voted to so
distinguish the Lake City.

By unanimous consent the Rev. Dr. D, P.
Kidder was made honorary secretary of the
board of education.

The committes having in charge the arrange-
ments for the nexs General Conference reported
in favor of Omaha. This decision resulted from
promises made by Omaha to furnish a place of
meeting and to care for delegates free of cost
The committee also recommended that a com-
mission of seven be appointed o confer with
the Omaha churches as to railroad rates, etc.,
aod if Omaha should faill to keep promises
made, the commission should have the power to
select another place. The report was adopted
without discuesion,

The next report was from the committes on
the swate of the chureh, and referred to the ad
mission of women as delegates to the Genperal
Couferencs. Ths report recommended thatdur-
ing the months of |October or November, in
1890, an election be held at every place of pub-
lic worsbip of the Methodist Episcopal Church
in the United States, and that every member of
the gchurch over twenty-one years of age be given
a vote relative to his or her desire to admis
women as lay delogates to electoral or general
conferences. The result of this elestion is to be
sent to annual conferences in 1891, whieh ocon-
ferences could then take the necessary legal
action in the matted. The report was adopted
without debate.

The remainder of the session was taken up by
a discussion oo a report offered to bring about
a upiformity of public worship. The report

SCENES AT THE CONVENTION,

-

Esthusiasm ssd the Distinguished Figures
Among the Delegates.

The city is full of visitors. All the botels are
crowded and the streets are lined with them.
Early yesterday moroing—the day for the pre-
liminary meeting of the convention—the dele-
gates and their friends were astir. They were
moviog hege and there in crowds—eollecting and
organizing for the work of the day. Long be-
fore the assemblirLg of the econvention, perhaps
two hours vefore, there was a large crowd gath-
ered arovnd Tomlinson Hall ard this continued
to grow largsr until the hour of assembling. At
9 o'clock the big doors of the building were
thrown open and the crowd on the outside made
a rush to the entrance. Much confusion was
caused by many crowdiog into the corridors
without sickets— persons who thought that seats
were free to anyone who wished to claim them.
The decorations of the ball were substantially
the same as the day before, no change of any
sort haying been made. Itis conceded by all
that this work has been handsomely done, and
the committee who had the matter io charge
received many complimenss for it. The various
mottoes that adorned the wall attracted a great
deal of attention and were read, pointed out
and ecommented on by mearly every one in the
vast audience as it was assembling. The flags
waviog over head aud all around certainly
sorved to make the whole scens an imposing
ove as the great crowd slowly filled up the
seats.

During the gathering of the convention there
was a great deal of spontaneous enthusiasm—tbe
slightest event setting the crowd off into a wild
cheer. It was enough for some one to stand up
on a seat and wave his hatas the people didn’t
ask what was going on but immediately sprang
to their feet and applanded vigorously. When
Colane! Bain came in at the head of the Ken-
tucky delegation there was tumultoous and pro-
longed sheering. Being well known to all the
delegates, and at the same time a promicent
candidate for the vice-presidential nomination,
he was chesred on all sides as' he walked dowa
the left aisle to the seats assigned his delegation
—on the extreme front row. The Maryland
delegation, shouting for Fisk and Levering, was !
also greeted with considerable applause when he

bearer of New Jersey struggling for entrance at

the east door, the most excitiog scene
of the oconvention took place, The
whole audience arose and gave
round after rousd of applause for the New Jer-
sey men as they walked down the long aisles to

their seats. On their banners they had every-
where the picture of General Fisk, and at their

front marched & bald-headed individual with an
immense yellow wooden ‘“‘erank” held high

above the head of the audience. Ex-Governor
St. John was also grested with great cheering
when he came in and took his place among the

Kansas delegation. Duriog all the time that
the audience was gathering there waa continu-
ous cheering for the different vice-presidential
candidates. Some man would spring up in one
corner and propose three cheers for one canai-
date, which would be responded to instantiy by
a similar proposal for another candidate, and so
things went on cheering, waving flags
and baoners, and hurrahing for every-
body that had ever been prominently connected
with the prohibition movement until Chairman
Dickie brought down the gavel and called for
order. On the floor of the conveamtion there
was & considerabie sprinkling of' ladies, though
not as many as was expected. They were in
no case backward in making their presence
known. They joised in every cheer, waviog
parasols, g.bon. banners, anythiog they could
get bold of, and several times mounted chairs
and became quite as demonstrative as the men.
The convention, in itsa perscnnel, presented a
fine appearance. It is a clean-cut, honest-an-
peariog and seemingly determined body of men.
Among those who are prominentiy connected
with the work, ex-Governor Saint John came in
for the greatest share of attention. He was
eothusiastically eheered whenever he appeared,
and the mention of bis name was sufficient to
provoke loud aoplause. Chairman Dickie, of
the national commitiee, was also received with
great applause and attention whenever he
spoke. e bas a geod, strong, penetrating
veice that ecar be heard in any part of the room,
aod takes & prominent part in all the delibera-
tions of the eonvention. The well-known and
veuerable Neal Dow, of Maivne, with hair white
as gnow, was present, and, cf course, was a
promivent figure among the leaders of the Pro-
hibiuon party. Walter Thomas Mills, of Ohio,
was probably the liveliest and most nearly om-
nipresent of any one in the convention, Heis
greatly interested in the eollege prohibition
clubs, and is doing all he ean to forward that
work. Small in stature, but a man of
marked attaioments and with a deep,
full round veice, be is perhaps, as effective a
speaker and as ready as any one in attendancs.

The quartets were Rlwayy
compelled to respond to encores, notwithstand«
ing but one hour nad been set apart for all of
the memorial exercises.

The atteadance was very large, although the
room did not ill up untii 2:30 o'clock, while the
exercises were announced to begio & bhalf bour
earlier. Cousiderable confusion was created at
firet by an announcement for delegates so take
their regular scats in order to be ready for

the convention when it began at 3 o'closk
