AFFAIRS OF THE RAILWAYS.

A Hite-STie- et That Caused Consternation.
Chicago. June SL- - The Iowa railroads yester-

day received adracee sheets of the new distance
tariff rates the Iowa Railroad Commissioners in-

tend to promulgate. The document caused the
greatest consternation among them. Tnsy
found, upon conpirics their rates with thcs
tae .commissioners bare prepared, that the lat-ta- r

were, on an arerage, at least 40 per cent, be-

low the rates now in effect The rates are frga
0 to 25 per cent, below the present Illinois

State rates, which were considered the !owest
distance rates in any Western State, and tne
managers did not think the Iowa commissioners
would attorn Dt to make rates as low aa those of
Illinois. They thick the Iowa commissioners bar
iscred the arguments of the railroads and acted
olely as directed by the shippers. In proof of

this they point to the fact that the commission-
ers bate beid frequent conferences with the bus-ine- ss

interests in Iowa ever since the new law
went into effect. The railroad officials were not
heard until last Tuesday, and the fact that the
new tariff was submitted to tbem two or three
days afterwards showed that the case had been
prejudged, they say, and that the new maxima
rates were already prepared when the railroad

facials were jriyen a hearing. It is erident
that the commission based its new maxium tar-
iff on the special rates formerly given by the
railroads to large shippers at the principal com-
peting points. As the new law provides that
the rates made by any road between competing
points must also apply between all pointa on the
lines, the railroads, after the law
went into effect, abolished all special or compet-
itive rates and made uniform ones between all
points. The local rates were not advanced by
that action, but the competive rates were. This
brought out protests from, shippers, who repre-
sented to the commissioners that they would be
unable to continue business unless they got aa
low rates aa they had been potting. The com-
missioners, to retain the good will of the Iowa
people, so the managers claim, have established
rates bssed on the special rates given only to
large firms previous to the enactment of the
law. Another evident motive of the commission-er- a

was to show that the Iowa legislators made
no mistake in enacting the law, and that it did
cot necessarily hurt shippers at large points,
beeanse it prevented them from getting lower
rates than were made between local points. The
railroad officials claim that the new rates, if en-

forced, will ruin every road in the State. A
meeting of the general managers of the various

Iowa roads has been called. The opinion is
that the managers will request the commission-
ers to reeonsider their action, and if they re
fuse it is quite certain that the railroads will re-

fuse to accept the new tariff and have the
courts deeide the matter.

Personal, Iocal aod State Notes.
J. N. Hay, of Chicago, has been appointed

agent of the Pennsylvania lines at Hamilton, O.
The clock for the new station tower has ar-

rived, and will soon be put in position. The
dials are nine feet in diameter, and will stand
ont boldly.

Tourist travel is already setting in briskly,
and the season promises to be an unusually busy
one. Thus far the travel is largely to New
England points.

The Union Railway Company will, as soon as
they get the new union station completed, turn
their attention to remodeling the Sherman
House, probably fitting it op for railroad offices.

It will require 75,000 yards more of dirt to fill
up the .Nichols-hollo- w trestle on the Indianapo-
lis. Decatur & Western road. The space is be-

ing filled up at the rate of ninety-eigh- t car-lcad- s

per day.
Geo. Sherman, manager of the Color fast-freig- ht

lines, was in the city yesterday. lie has
purchased the fine gray horse belonging to J. Q.
Van Winkle, and shipped it to Buffalo, N. Y.,
yesterday.

The Chicago & Indiana Coal road earned in
Hay $439,630, which was an increase over earn-
ings in May, 1SS7, of 112.010. The Chicago &
Atlantio last month earned 202, 6 1G, an increase
this year of 57, 1 33.

The Louisville, New Albany Ss Chicago road
a i r a s o -

earnea in uay, pi3J,.j; increase over earnings
for the corresponding month. 1837. $7,562. The
Evansville & Tsrre Haute earned . $71,931,
which was a decrease this year Jof $7,160. The
Evansville & Indianapolis division this year
hows an increase for May of $1,833.

J. T. Poondstone, of Richmond, it is stated,
will be appointed cashier of the Pennsylvania
lines at the freight depot at Columbus, O., vice
Willison, the alleged embezzler. 'Mr. Pound-iton- e

has held seversl important positions with
the company, at Richmond, and is a man well
thought of by the officers of the company.

The Union Pacifio bas set aside 91,000,000 to
purchase new equipment with, and will, among
other things, build 500 furniture cars, of which
number the Indianapolis ear-work- s expeot to
build 250. Those built by these works for this
company last year are spoken of as doing very
satisfactory service. This company will also be
in the market for forty new locomotives.

The new ears of the Chicago, Burlington &
Northern road, of 50,000 pounds carrying ca-
pacity, are appearing on Indianapolis side-
tracks, and attract attention by the boldness of
their painting. Each car has a wheel of fortune,
six fset in diameter, painted on it, the wheel be-
ing white on chocolate ground, making them the
most conspicuous freight ears moving over
Western roads.

Andrew Smith, on June 1, commenced his
twenty-eight- h year as an engineer on the I., P.
& CL road, cow the Lake Erie & Western. Dar-
ing the entire time he has run one of their
switching engines, and through his carefulness
never bss there been one cf the switching crew
killed or injured so as to lay him up. His fire-
man. C F. Poehlsr, has been with him eighteen
of these years.

It will require fifty coaches to carry the peo-
ple which the C H. & D. has contracted, to
carry next week to Cincinnati to the K of P.

The securing of the
canal bank by the Electric-railwa- y Company
ehuta them out over thct route, which would
have brought them to a conneotbn with the
Union tracks simply by the securing of the
rizht of way on Missouri street from Ohio street
to Kentucky avenue.

The Lake Shore road has given notice that
hereafter it will not receive from or deliver
to any connection at Chicago, from Saturday
night at 6 o'clock until Monday morning at G

o'clock, any freight It was at first supposed
that the order was issued as a movement in fa-
vor of a better observance of Sunday, but it bas
been learned that the order is issued for the
reason that the switchmen at Chicago demand
extra pay if they worked on Sunday.

The Railway Age, in its forthcoming i?sue,
will say that from Jan. 1 to Jane 1. 1S38. 11,271
miles of railway track have been laid. This is
a very large amount to be reported so early in
tb year, and indicates that th total for 1883 Is
well nigh certain to exceed 8,000 miles, with a
likelihood that it will reach 10,000 miles and a
pot sibility that tt may not fall short of 12,000
miles. Almost 13,000 miles of track were laid
in 1837, ihe year of greatest construction ever
known.

It is suggested that while matters are so bad-
ly mixed at the Union Depot, and it is so diff-
icult for strangers or even people of our own city
to find trains when there are a dozen there at a
time, that there be two extra men appointed
for train directors, wearing a badge readily dis-
tinguishable. When the station is completed all

. trouble ef this character will be over. Last
night twenty people, who wished to go out on
the C, H. & I. train, were left over, and the

The furniture men are in trouble over trans-
continental rates, west bound. Take, for in-
stance, desks and lounges. The rate is now 12 17
per 100 pounds, against 03 cents per 100 pounds
at the corresponding period last year. - Manu-
facturers are willing to pay better rates than
last yar, but when they are jumped $1.21 per
100 pounds it becomes a serious matter. There
are fully f fty car-load- s of furniture, desks, etc..
held here awaiting a redaction of rates. Ifpresent rites art adhered to it will kill west-
bound trsCe of the transcontinental lines of
this chanxter.

Nothing has occurred for many years which
has mere demoralized passenger rates than thepoUt;al conventions. In former years the roads
have gotten together, fixed a scedule of rates
for carrjtor delegates and their riecds to the
respective contentions, aud then strictly ad-
hered to them. This year everybody has been
soaking rates to these conventions, and, in fact,
to the numerous association meetings, and as
lew as i eent a mile has been offered, and in
acme cases accepted by roads which are known
as tho direct routes. Ohio roads are cutting
passenger rates as deeply as are Indisna roads;
for instance, from Dayton to Chicago parties are
carried at 2.70 for the round trip, androta
other points on a proportionate rate.
