The Attempted Traian Robbery.

The audacious attempt of the train-robbers
was the subject of conversation everywhere in
the city, yesterday, and & crowd was at the
depot when the train returned at noon with the
erew that was aboard doring the
affray of night before Jast. One of
them was absent, however—Joe Ketcham,
the baggage master, who atthat time was under-
going a difficult surgical operation at his home
in Cincinnath. The operation appesred to
promise well, but late yesterday evening the
train-dispateher of the Big Four road received
the sad but not unexpected message: ‘‘Ketcham

died at 4:45."

Toe ear in which Ketcham lost his life
was the object of the erowd's curiosity. The rear
wisdows were shattered, and there were various
baliet marks over it Conductor Lefler and
brakeman Stickel were on board, but the en-
ginear and fireman had left the train at the
yards Mr. Lefler said that the reports in this

Journal and Cincinoati papers were
in the main correct, but that there
were some emissions.

Depew Declines to Define His Position.

New Yorx, Juoe 9.—It has become evident,
within twenty-four hours, that, unless he stops
it at Chicago, Chanucey M. Depew will be voted
for theres by & iarge number of the delegates
from this State, and that their action will prob-
abiy foree their colleagues who ineline to Alger,
Shermavn, Harrison, Gresham and others, to
vote with them and give Depew the seventy-two
votes of Now York. There has been an impor-
tant conference here, within twenty-four hours,
in which Depew, ex-Senator Platt, Seaator His-
cock, Whitelaw Reid, William Walter Phelps
and others participated. An effort was made by
some of these gentlemen to force Mr. Depew to
take a positiom, but i$ utterly failed. He would
neither announce that he was a eandidate, nor
would he,formally withdraw., His ition is
that he will not embarrass those of his friends
who faver hi* nomination by takiog any steps
oue way or the other. He
in Chicago to proteet himself and speak
for himself, and until then he will not take any
action one way or the other. It is doubtful,
uader these cireumetances, whether there will
be any definite decision as to what New York
will do until the delegation reaches Chicago.
The conundrum is whether Platt and Hisecock
will go away from Depew if he is voted for at
Chieago, or whether, in the intersst of the party
in New York, they will stand by him. Depew's
course, as now settled uoon, will ehange at once
the whole atmosphere of the canvass. It will
stop Sherman from getting votes in New En-
gland and Pennsylvania which would otherwise
have gone to him, and it makes him a dangerous

competitor for the place, because he is thought to .

be able to earry New York.

The Alger men are going home to-night, quite
diseonsolate. Th? have been expeeting big
things from New York. which the Depew move-
ment will head off. The Platt-Hiscock sympa-
thy for Alger has been the biggest end of his
boom in the East. Senator Sherman is also dis-
turbed by this chaoge in the sitnation. Yester-
day he was claiming 382 votes, but it has be-
come evides: to-day that he is on the wane
The disclosure of nis hand has set other in-
fluences at work, and the South will be broken
mto to eut down his vote. The Depew move-
ment will take away at least sixty votes from
him in the East and in Pennsylvania. The
Seoator went back to Washington to-day. He
made a great effort, while here, t0 see Senator
Platt, but the latter would nos enter into any
conference.

Seuator Quay. of Pennsylvania, has been
asked to meet Platt on Monday in Sherman's
interest. Beuator Quay was here to-day on his
way to West Point, to be present at
the graduation of his son, who has
been a cadet there. Senator Quay
is an affable and agreeable gentleman,
and talks earnestly about his political preferences
and eonvictions as regards the Republican presi-
dential nominatibn. He said, among other
things: ‘‘Senator Sherman will receive a large
vote from Penosylvania; just bow large it is im-
possible to say until we get together at Chicago.
There have been no conferences or consultationa
asyet. It is only when the delegates have
come together that you can make any definite
estimate. [ think the Senator will have up-
wards ol forty votes from Pennsylvania. It is
ot impossible that the State should cast a solid
vote for him, but it is not anticipated.”

**Could Blaine now be renominated?”

“Nos in the face of his Paris letter; unless all
the other candidates should bave withdrawn
and asked him to come in. No; there 1s no pos-
sibility of Mr. Blaine's nomination now.”

Senator Cullom, of Illlinots, was in New
York to-day on his way back
to Washiogton from West Point. He smoked a
cigar with Senator Sherman at the Fifth-avenue
Hotel, chatted with the politisians in the corner
in his free and easy Western manner, and bore
himeell generally like a man who weald not ob-
ect to having presidential lightaing strike him.

He eolaims that the
New York people have discovered that Sherman
is 80 near a nomination that they ean only stop
the growth of his strength by bringing out De-
pew, which Foster thinks will not answer.

The Alger boomers have been very quiet to-
day.

They do not like the last reports
from this State, but are trying to keep a stiff
front. Ezx-Congressman Horr, who has bee.
over in Massachusetts in Alger's interest, says
there are a number of Alger men on the New
Esgland delegation, but that they will wait on
the New Yorkers before coming out for the
Michigan man.

Watterson and the St. Louis Platform.,

LouvisviLie, Ky., June 9 —The Watterson
and Demoeratie clubs, beaded by a band of mu-
sic and followed by a concourse of citizens, ser-
sunaded Mr. Henry Watterson at his home in
this oity this evening, on his retura from St
Louis. He spoke, reviewing the work ot the
convention, the platform, the ticket, and so on.
The following are the more notable passages in
his remarks about the tariff and the platform:

But it is also true that the country accepted it
as a straddle, and that this interpre-
tation had stereot itself wpon the
public mind. DMerely to reiterate it, therefore,
was to lose all that we have sinee gained; to
traverse a policy whigh, in Congress at lesst,
has brought us union where there were only
divisions; to surrender an intrenched position
and to fily the fleld in the face of the enemy.
could not comsent to this. But it is not true
thatl proposed any advance. On the contrary,
I agreed to take the platform submitted by Mr,
Seott and Mr. Gorman, word for word, if they
would agree 1o strike out the first clause, which,
without any qualification whatever, reafirmed
the platform of 1884. There was no other dif-

Von Puttkamer’'s Fall.

BeRLIN, June 9.—The fall of Herr Von Putt-
kamer, Viece-president of the Prussian Minis-
terial Council and Prussian Minister of the In~
terior, bas eaused immense jubilation in the
radical camp. Herr Richter, in the Freissinge,
ascribes his downfall directly to his speech 1n
the Landtag and closes an exultant article
with the exclamation: *Long live the Kaiser;
may God preserve his streogth. If be
does 8o, many other thiogs in
Prussisa, and Prussia, also, will improve.”
The satisfaction which tha government party
derive from the Kaiser's yielding to Prince Bis-
marok’'s representation that it would never do,
by vetoing the guinquesnnial parliament bill, to
furnish the Radical opposition a pretext to boast
that the Kaiser had sided with it against his
own ‘eabinet and the Conservative majority, is
dampened by the prospect of am imperial re-
seript- The Colosne Gazetie and other
government orgaps daily urge the
Emperor against doing  anything like-
iy to cause further resigonations.
Herr Putkamer never had the full sympathy of
the Emperor, aod the latter's decision to part
with him betokens his determination to impart
to his reign the stamp of his own independeat
convictions. Herr Von Puttkamer's latter of
justification treated the matter as a per
soaal one. It was not submitted te the
Cabinet. The Kaiser's reply intimated
that Herr Von Puttkamer had failed to
convinee him. Prince Bismarck visited Herr
Von Puttkamer to-day, but not the Emperor,
so nothing is yet decided regarding Herr Von
Puttkamer's suceessor. The National Liberals
want Herr Miquel, Mayor of Frankfors, or Herr
Von Benniogsen, preferably the former, to sue-
ceed him. The ieals desire Herr Winter,
Meyor of Dantzig. Neither party is hopeful
that the Emperor will go so far to the Left in
his choice, and it is doubtful whether any
leader would accept the position in the present
uncertain state of affairs,

Cipriani's Disputed Citizeanship.

Bavurivmore, Md., June 9.—It bas been an-
pounced by cable that Leonetti Cipriani, gerand-
son of Mrs. Mary Worthington, of Baltimore
county, who left Baltimore a few weeks ago to
look after the settiement of the estate of his
father, Count Cipriant, of the Italian'army, who
died recently in Italy, was placed under sur-
veillance on his sarrival as Leghorn, by the
authorities of that that city, on the ground that
he was a subjecs of the Itailan Twornment. and
liable to be impressed into the ltalian army, as
bis father was a sabject of the Italian govern-
ment and liavle to be imoreseed; that he (Leo~
neitl), never being naturalized as an American
citiz en, was also a subject of that government.
Mr. Cipraioi was born in Balsimore city, and
bas lived in the State of Maryland
all his life,  except daring s shors
time . that bhe apensy om a visit to bhis
father on the island of Corsiea. E. N. Rich, as

his attorney, is in eonsultation with the Depart- .

ment of State at Washington, endeéavoriog to
secure the interposition of the United Statea
government to secure his release, The authori-
ties bere claim that as Mr. Cipriaal was boro in
this country, and, after he bscamg twenty-orve

ears of age, elacted to become a sitizen by be-
ng registered as a voter, and having frequently
exercised his right of suffrage, be is » full citizen
and subject of the United States. The Italian
authorities, on the other band, claim that noth-
ing short of actually renouncing his allegiance

to the Italian government and being nataraifzed -
as a ¢itizen of the United States, is suflicient to-

release him from being a subject of the Italian
government. Unless Mr. Cipriani can prove
nis American eitizenship, he will be compelied

to serve a term of five years in the Italian army.

The W. J. Whe Estate.
Bvecial to the Indianapolis Journal.

Vixcexnes, Ind., June 9.—About four yéars
ago W, J. Wise, a very wealthy bachelor, died
in this city. He had numerous relatives, bat
be lived with the family of his brother, Samuel
Wise. He left his great estate to the three
daughters of his brother Samuel—Mrs. Kate
Fay, Mra. Mary Rider, (both since deceased),
and Mrs, Elizabeth Miles, The estate was con-
trolled by truostees, and the legatees ware to re-
eeive the rents, profita and proceeds of the
same. but the original bequest was not to be di-
verted. R.J. McKinney, the administrator,
f.“ bond in the sum of $400,000. The plaiutif
n the first suit to break the will was H. K.
Wise, a brother of the deceased, and the wver-
dict was in favor of the defendants. Others
then brought suits for the same purpese, and
after a two-months’ fight in the Sullivan
court the jury disagreed. J. A. Shuogart
then filed suit, and about the lstof May trial
was begun in the Saullivan Coart, before Judge
Franklin. Ex-Senators Harrison and McDon-
ald, Messrs. Chambers and DeWolf, Viehe &
Niblack, and others wers counsel for the de-
fendant., Hons. G. G. Rellly, T. R. Cobb, Col
Briggs, O. T. Baker and others advised for the
plaiotiffs. Each of the cases charged that the
testator was of unsound mind, and was unduly
influenced by the danghters of Samuel Wise.

About 3 o'clock this afternoon the jury returned
a verdict for the defendants, leaviug the will in-
tact.

Preparing for War.

PesTH, June 9. —The budget ‘‘for the common
affairs of the empire” was suvmitted to the dele-
gations to-day. After regular receipts from im-
perial sources were deducted from the total
amount of the expenditures, there remains 113,-
035,634 florins to be provided for by ribu-
tious by the two parts of the empire. f the
total expenditure provided for, the army ab-
eordbs 97,717,665 florins, and the navy 9,108,947
florine for ordinary purpeses. The total extra-
ordinary expenaes amount to 23,000,000 florins,
of whieh 21,000,000 are for the army and 2 600,-
000 for the mavy. A preamble to the budget
states that, thouch all the European Cabinets
are united in desiring peace, circumstances
nevertheless imperatively indicate that an in-
crease in Austria-Hungsry's defenses is the
surest safeguard of peace.

Herr Voo Tisza, the Hungarian Prims Min-
ister, thanking the members of delegations to-
dav for their patriotiam, said they would know
how to find the boundary between exposing the
development of the strength of the army and
overestimating the strength of the nation. In
the present asituation a peaceful alliance be-
tween the powers forms the only guarantee of
peace. The empire’s cautious poliey is to avoid
attacks and econflicts. Nevertheless, defensive
measures are necessary. It wonld be erroneous
to conciude from recent isolated incidents that
the empire, in the event of an emergency, is
not capable of harmoniously developing its ec-
tire strength.
