Tho officers of the Citizens'
company sat it is not their intention to be arbi-
trary in the matter, and they expect fair treat-
ment. "We know wo have a right to go ahead
and complete the lines wo bavo begun." aaid a
member of tho company, "but we are willing to
wait and have the fact demonstrated conclusive-
ly to the Council."

The Dudley company yesterday had a force of
men at work completing the track it had begun
on Meridian atreet, but no more atreets will be
disturbed until the matter of franchise ia defi-
nitely settled. Colonel Holloway thinka it is
unfair for the Council to ask tbe company he
represents to bid on a franchise, when it already
haa a light to the streets in case a cable road is
built. 'If wo are-n-ot granted a right for an
electric-moto- r road," said' he, "we will still hold
our cable franchise, and will try to build that
kind of a road."
