The Interstate Commission Hears Testimony
on Both Sides of the Question.

Negw Yomrx, June 13 —The Interstate-com-
meree Commission entered upon its labors {o-
day in the federal building, for the purpose of
investigatiog a complaint made by the Produce
Exebange agaiost railroads for diseriminatiog
in freight charges, more especially concerning
the axport rates on grain. The committee pres-
ont were Judge T. M. Cooley, chairman; W. R
Morrison, A. Schoonmaker, W. L, Bragg, and
A. F. Walker. Messrs. Wayne Mec-
Veagh, Frank Loomis, James A. Buchanan
Taylor Payne and George C. Green, of Buffalo,
represented the interests of the different rail-
roads. Commissioner Fink was present in the
capacity of a witness, The Chair announced
that the commission was gathered together for
two purposes. One was the application of the

Peonsyivania railroad for a wodification of the
order of the commission of March 30, and the
other to hear the complaint of the Produece Ex-
chaoge, The Produce Exchange claims that the
railroads, since the 4th of April, 1887, have
allowedto a number of persons rates
to Western points, to the disadvantage of the
merchants of New York. The members of the
Produce Exchange desire that all rates for
transportation from Chicago to or through New
York city to foreign points, shall be the same as
for tra tion to New York; that compli-
ance with the law and with the order of March,

“1888, a= to filing joint sariffs be compiled by the

methods and under the penalties provided, and
that all such tariffs be posted and published by
order to be issued under the dfscretion given to
the commission in that regard, and that in every
bill of Ilading issued to a foreign port
the rallroad rate and the ocean
rate Dbe stated tely.

port business wasdone from the port of Boston.

Mr, McVeagh asked Commissioner Fink
whether there should not be a variable ex-
pors rate. Mr. Fink thought there should be
an elasticity of rate, so that exporters could
meet the changes in the foreign markets. In
order to have a through rate from the West to
the East, there must be s spe-
cifie arrangement between the trunk lines
There can be no steadiness of ocean rates,
on accoants of the competition among the steam-
ship compecnies. The associations ee on
through rates, water and part from
the West. Mr. MacVeagh tried to ges the wit-
ness to say that if the railroads so desired there
would be no difficuity in keeping a steady rate
between Chicago and Liverpool. Mr. Fink said
that it was difficult to get the railroads 0 bhon-
estly keep any agreement for thirty days. The
witness shought that the oeean ecompetition
shouild be left free, but that a through inland
rate should be maintained. Mr. MacVeagh
stated that npo rates were made over
the DPeonsylvania ralroad from Chi-
eago to Liverpool any Jlower than from
Chicago to New York, Mr. Fink read a tele-
gram from Mr. Blanchard, of Chicago, showing
that rates to Boston were being cut. There
were, Mr. Fiok added, ways of keeping withia
the law and still cuttiog rates. One way was to
go to a shipper and teil bim that so mueh would.
be paid to bim to ship by a certain line. which
was equivalent to a rebate.

Commissioner Schocnmaker asked the witness
what roads were doing thia. Mr. Fink said he
did not care to state, at present, the name of
any road until he had investieated it

acob A. Herrick, a member of the Produce
Exchange, was next called. He said that the
effect upon Weatero graln of higher rates to
New York thau the sxport rates, was to praeti-
cally prohibit any export business from this eity
during six months of the year. Grain conld be
held cheaper in storing iu New York than in the
West. The discrimination in rates bad redaced
the flour business in this city during the last six
mountihs nearly 60 per cent., the witness stated.

(George Milmine, another grain eommission
merchans, said that if the rate complained of
were coutinued it would virtually close up New
York as an export port. Tho effect would be
feit in the import business as well.

S. 8. Marples, exporter of provisions, testified
that if these rates are continued, the resnit will
be to drive the business out of New York to the
Wester n packers. Tbe rates have already al-
moss ruined the business 10 New York.

They Are Workivg Earnestly and Judiclously

~—Humors of the Campaigning.

CricaGo, June 13.—Although it is yet nearly
a week before the date fixed for the openiog of
the national Republican eonvention, the can
didaey of all the distinguished gentlemen whose
names will be presented for its consideration is
already represented by delegations of their
friends from their respective homes. In the lob-
bies of the priocipal hotels are to be seen the
faces of many men of unational prominence,
each engaged in furtheridg the interests of
favorite candidates. Indiana Republicans may
rest easy in the assurance that General Harri-
son is represented by the largest and most
earnest delegation to be found in the interest of
any eandidata. Cbhairman Huston, Attorney-
general Michener, Superintendent of Publis
Instruction LaFolletts, Secretary Griffin, Col,
J. A. Bridgland, D. M. Ransdell, R O.
Hawkins and a large number of others are
already on the ground, and have been doing
most effective work. To-day delegates Field,
Gills, Overman and Halford jolned the Harri-
son contingent, and to-night are pushiog around
among delegates and wherever work is needed.
The work in General Harrison's interest is being
most judiciously and effectively performed.
His friends bave been particularly earpful to
antagonize the caudidacy of no one else, and
whenever another’'s name is mentioned at all, it
is in a friendly spirit and with the assurance
that Indiana bhas no objection to urge to sny
one; they are wsmply doiog their
best to impress the fact wupemn all
with whom they come in contact, that Indiana
Republicans are unanimously, beartily and un-
equivoeally for Harrison. This treatment is
having its effect, and the Indiana man is being
accorded similar reciproeal treatment on all
hands, except from few and certaian irresponsi-
ble gentlemsn who seem to imagine that by do-
ing otherwise they can assist Judge Gresham.
This sort of thing, however, seems to be direct-
ed by them against every other ecandidate as
well as General Harrison. It is generally
conceded that the friends of General Harrison
have created the the most favorable impression
of any of the delegations present. Their force
is numerically stronger than that of aoy other,
and there is an air of earnestness and enthusi-
asm about their work that cannut fail to be pro-
ductive of good result.

“ Next to the Indisna erowd the Michizgan men
appear %o be the most .energetic, and
the "Alger boom is being worked for
all it is worth by & number
of prominent Republicans from the
Wolverine State, their leadership haviog been
vested in Congressman Hoar. Senator Sher-
man is also well represented. and his friends
give evidence of the possession of a degree of
confildence that is positively bewitchiag. They
assumo thattheir man will be nominated without
serious trouble, and econfidently eclaim that he
will have at least 324 votes on the firet ballos.
Their olaims are not maede offensive-
ly, bowever, and they bhave the rare
good wsense to seek to make friends
of the supporters of other candidates rather
than to repel them. On. all sides thersis the
most bitter feeling against the Chicago papers,
particularly brother Medili's organ. The Hon.
Roswell G. Horr gave a representative of the
Tribuoe a surprise-party when called upon for
an interyiew. *'What the —— is the use of my
telling you suythingl® he said, ‘‘you won't
print what I say. I want you to under-
stand, young man, tuat the Chicage papers got
the convention for this ecity under false pre-
tenses. They told us emphatically that they
bad no eandidate of their own, and wounid treas
all candidates with the utmost fairness and im-
partiality, instead of which they have blown
themselves black in the face about one man,
while it others have been mentioned at all it has
been simply to misrepresent and belittle them.
No, sir; no interview goes.”

The irate gentleman waxed even warmer
when, on going up to the desk at the Grand Pa-
cifie Hotel, he saw a picture of Judge Gresham
posted eonspicuously immediately above a pict-
are of General Alger, which had been put up
by the Michiganders a fow minates before. He
fairly snorted in bhis wrath and rroned the
atmospherea brilliant azure, and down came
the picture of the Chicago man.

One of the funny incidents of the preliminary
skirmishing was the meeting of alleged Indiana
Republicans held here lss: night M, L. Lele-
wer, who will be remembered as baving kept a
fur store in Indianapolis years ago, George
Flemiog, Col. James L. Trumbull, Solomon
Mosler, Frapk Riley and a gentleman named
Quackenbuah mes, and, after solemnly consider-
ing the sitnation, passed a very able resolution
directing she Indiana delegation to cast a com-
plimentary vote for General Harrison and them
come into she Gresbam camp, after which they

adjourned, with the prood satisfsction of hav-

Murat Halstead, of the Clneinoati Commer-
cial Gazetie, says the Harrison contigent is the

best organised and moet earnest corps of Work-

ers on the ground, showing more earnestuess,
good sense and judgment than any ether, and
have made a fine impression. As to Judge
Gresham as & candidate, Mr. Halstead says:
“If nominated be would have to resign from the
beoch, and that wounld give Cleveland aa oppor-
tuniiy to put in some old Demoerat to preside
over [liincis, ladisna snd Wisgonsin, and
that won's do. Idon't know thst my friend
*J 90’ Medill would acknowledge that; my friend

Tbe way be is running the Gresham boom re-
winds me of the masner we ran the Bristow
beom in Cinsinoatl,.

A little dodge is being ciroulated in the inter-
eet of the Gresham cacdidasy, headed “Gresh-
am ia Indiana,” purporting to give a list of Re-
publiegn papers in the State favoring the nom-
ioation of the Judge. There sre forty-four in

‘the list, améng them the Terre Haute
Express, the Kokomo Gaszette, the South
‘Bend  Tribune, the Marion Chronicle,
the Huantington Herald, the Hammond
Iodependent, and several others of like char-
acter, all of which favor the nomination of Gen.
Harrison, but have spoken kindly of Judge
Gresham. There are, also, in the hist at least a
dozen Democratic and independent papers, and
in the whole list there is but one Republican
paper that favors Judge Gresham, as above Gen.
Harrison, wunless it be the Fr Wayne
Gazette and the Delphi Journal. As there are
more thap 200 Republican newspapers in Indi-
ana, the appearance of the ‘‘dodger” only serves
to amphasize the practically uoanimous voice of
the press for Harrison.

At this writing the situktion is eertainly most
favorable to the nomination of General Har-
rison. On all hands bis candidacy
is  favoradbly counsidered. The exceptional
fact in his ecase, that he ecan give
the party fifteen elecvoral votes which are cer-
taia with no other man —is baving the greatest
weight. The logic of the situation points his
his way, and his name is counsidered in every
cauocus sud in every contingency.

Cricaco, June 13.—By long odds the central
event among the crowds eof politicians to-day
was the arrival of the noted recipient of Blaine's
letter from Florence, Chairman B. F. Jones, of
the naffonal Republican committes. Rumors
were thick that the big chairman was the bear-
er of another epistle from the man over the
water. This letier, the reports had it, would
prove a great surprise, and was destined to be-
come even more celebrated than the famous
manuseript with the Florence date. The reason
was that the new missive told the secret so
many peoplo bave tried in vain to guess-—who,
bhimself being barzed, Mr. Blaine preferred as
the Republican presidential nominee. Right
in the

found by an Associated Press reporter and econ-
sented 10 be interviewed.

Jones, a denial of the statementthat Mr. Blaine
has indicated to you his choice would be saper-
fluous, of course?

*“‘Precisely.”

“But don’t you  think yourself thai the situa-
tion calls for a further expression from him just
at this time, when there is talk that the conven-
tisn will get into a deadlock and the selution will
be a call on him?" :

*No, I don't think so. No person ean even ap-
proximate what this convention will do. The
great majority of the delegates will come here
unvledged, and they may be able, after confer-
ence among themselves, to nominate a ecandidate
st the very outset.

The Pittsburg Roeorback Creates bat Little

Sevsation—Harrison Stock Rising.
2pecial to the Indisnapolis Journsl

WaszingTON, June 13.—Very little attention
was paid to a dispatch received here from Pitts-
burg, and published this afternoon, to the effect
that Mr. Blaine had wristen Chairman Jones
that he would decline the nomination if it was
tendered bim and declaring in'favor of Senator
Sherman. A bulletin came about 2 o'clock an-
nouncing that such a letter was in existence and
that it would be published verbatim in the even-
ing papers, but men in both houses of Congress
were disinclined to believe it. Representatives
from Maine hooted at the idea of Blaine
peremptorily refusing in advance fo ac-
cept the nomination, and declared that
he was not a maniac and would, therefore, not
announce in favor of amoybody; that, althodgh
it was well-known tbat Blaine was very {riendly
toward Sherman, he was also very kindly dis-
posed toward Messrs. Allison, Harrison, Alger
and other men who were aspiring to the pomi-
nation. There was very emphatic comment
upon the substance of the alleged letter before
the dispatch was printed. One of Mr, Blaine's
warmest friends, who is a member from Maine,
said that in no event would Mr. Blaine say that
he would not accept the nomination, because be
would not refuse it. After the dispatch ap-
peared in print, public men said it bore on its
face discredit, and that it was a roorback. The
publication bas had no effect whatever. Had it
been a genuine letter from Blaine, positively de-
clining the nomination snd expressing a prefer-
ence for Sherman, it is believed it would have
great weight in favor of the Ohio man.

I spoke to Mr. Sherman in referenes to the
alleged letter, and he seemed to be in Do way
worked up over it, simply sayiog that if it was
true it was important, but that be did not be-
heve it was true. Some of Sherman’s most in-
timate friends intimate that there will be an
announcement made in an authoritative way at
Chieago which will put Blaine fairly and fully
before the ecavention as not desiring the nomi-
pation uander any eciroumstaoces. This may
come in the way of another letter, but it will
not decline the nomination in advance.

The floors of Congress and the corridors of
the Capitol to-day gave very positive evideace

of the approach of the great event out of the.

¢ity. Not ticre than two-thirds of the members
of eitner body of Congress were in their seats or
in view anywhere. There are very few visitors
here now, and the greatest quietude prevails.
To-morrow there will be several speeial trains
sent out over the Pennsylvania sud the B. & O.
roads for Chicago, loaded with Washingtovians.

First will be a special over the Pennsylvania
earryiag newspaper correspondents It will
bear more writers than the one that weat to
St. Louis, but many of the correspondents are
already in Chicago, and the traia will be
erowded on its retarn. There will be a train
loaded with members of Republican clubs of the
District, and one or two specials for peopls who
are not identified with say political organiza-
tion. There will be two thousand people from
Washington in Chicago at the time the balloting
begins.

Nearly all the conferences havs been held by
the managers of the various candidates, and
work will, after to-night, be carried gn by wire.
Major McKinley did not leave for Chicago until
to night, having beeun detained just before the
bour of his intended departure last might A
J ournal correspondent saw him at the Ebbitt
as ke was getting ready for bis departure, and

suggested that he ought to keep down his light-
nlog-rod or some of the electrioc current might

strike him; that there was a balief that he stood
in danger of being struck with one or the other
end ot the ticket. The Major looked earnest
when he responded: ‘'l guess not. [ am going
to Chicago for Sherman, and I am for Sherman
first, last, and all the time, and don't you get 1t
into your head that I bawe any fear of beine
struck myself.

culated here with the evideat intent to defeat

his re-election as a member of the committes.
Colonel Conger is a large manufacturer who hwg
for years been active in politics as a worker and
also a liberal contributor of campaign funds,
but has never been a candidate for any office

It is charged against him that in a local election
he refused his support to an objectionable can-
didate. Oune of these circulars was malled to
the Associated Press, and inquiries were made,

to-day, of Colonel Conger about i& The Colo-
nel doubtad if i1t merited any attention from
bhim, because it was anon

but sald be bhad no doubt as to
the anthor. He believed the circular would be
recognized in Ohioc as coming from a chronis
snd often-disappointed Joffice-secker, who had
bees five times before the e of his county,
onoe on the Democratic ticket, and never se-
cured & miority of their suffrages, although
once el by a plurality of seventy-nine
votes, and this election was due to he bardest
work that Colonel Conger ever did in politics,
Officers of the national committee said that the
circular was wholly uaworthy of notice and re-
fused to discuss it, but spoke highly of Colonel
Conger's exertions and work as a member of the
committee.

J. 8. Clarkson, of the national committes,
said: '‘Colonel Con is too secure in estab-
lished reputation and too well known to the na-
tional commjites] as one of 1us devoted and hon-
orable members for the assault to be worthy of
attention.” Mr. Clarkson paid a cordial tribute
to Mr. Conger's good and unseifish servies on
the committee and in the campaign, tnd said no
member stood higher in the regard and conn-
dence of his colleagues,

Gen. Powell Ciayton, member of the national
committee from Arkacsas snd member of the
sab-committee, who has served for many years
on the same committes with the Colonel, said:
“I have known Colonel Conyver, and bave been
associated with bim politically oa the
national comfittes and otherwise, since
1880. My associations with him have been
of the most pleasant charactes, and in
our committee work 1 have found him to bea
very active and efficient man. I do not know
what the Republicans of his State wili do in the
selection of their next national committesman,
but I feel quite sure they will find it quite df-
cult to find an abler or better man.” .

W. 8. Capellar, chairmaa of the Republican
State executive committee, denounced the at-
tack on Colonel Conger in the strougést terms.

Conger has for years i¢entitied
with the pelitics of our State, giviag liberally of
bis means and time 0 secure Republican sae-
cess, and, to my knowledge, bas neyer been a
candidate for office ”
