A Light Trade aod a Steady Maintenance of
Prices About All That Can Be Said.
INDIANAPOLIS, June 14.

The approaching Republican national conveg-
tion is absorbing so much attentiom throughout
the eounty that the effect upon business is per-
ceptible, and the depression will be felt all
through this week and the week to come.
Still there is a fair amount of business doing.
Dry grods men, grocers, produce dealers—all
report a very satisiactory state of affairs, and
no outspoken complaint was heard to-day in any
quarter.
