FRED DOUGLASS.
e ——— - —
A Visit to the 0Old Man o His Home Near

Washiagton—His Admiratioa of Harrison,
Bpecial to the Indianavclis Journal

WasuixcTON, Jone 16.—1 made a very pleas-
ant little visit the otherevening at the residence
of the venerable Fred Douglass, the greavest
living representative negro. Simee Mr. Doug-
lass dropped out of official life—be loft the office
of recorder of deeds for the District of Colum-
bia gpon the ictroduction of President Cleveland
—be bas almost dropped out of public view,
For quite a year after Mr. Douglass retired from
publie l1ife few, even of his closest frienda, knew
where he was, A short time afterward he took
the forum and bas since been lecturing Ho bas
just retarned from a trip to Europe, and looks
as bale and bearty as he did & score of years
ago, although he is now ruoning up into the
seventies. Mr. Douglass’s remdence is situated
on the top of a bill whieh rises a bundred foet
above the Potomac, and is located in the

sontheastarn suburbs of Anscostia, a little vil-
lage about five miles sontheast of the White
House. The cottage is an old-fashioned one, of
medinm size, two stories, and made of wood.
Its interior arrangements and farnishings are
very sumilar to the old plantation houses in the
South. The furniture is aotiguated, the piet-
ures on the walls represent the taste and ehar-
acter of ita occupsnts, and the general atmos-
phere of the surroundings is that of a well-to-do
old citizen. Surrounding the north front of the
building is a spacious piazza, on which I found
ship chairs, a rustie settee and other comforta-
ble seata. The view from the front of Nr
Douglass’s house is one of the most magoificent
to be found around Washington. Seweu eor eight
miles to the north and west, down across the
easteérn branch of the Potomae, over tha Capi-

tol buildiog, over Washington, out past
Howard University, the eve per-
ceivea the Soldiers’ ome, sitoated on an
elrvation quite as high as the home of the col-
ored patriot. Turoing the eve wastward, in the
far distance the top of Oak View. the sommer
residence of the Pmldﬁiat, can be dlmily seen
beyond Georgetown. rectly west vou look o

lh: Powomac along the vhmz- of Wuhinmoz
and Georgetown, and a little further sou'h Ar
lington, Fort Myer and the hulls country be-
yond meets the eye. Going round the honse one

orty miles, or as far as the eye can penotrate,
and Alexandria and Mount Vernon come to the
view,

Mr. Douglass’s home shows culture, refine-
ment and gentility. The old-fashioned fire-
places are filled with statues of the Greek Slave,
the Angel of Night, Venice, the American Slave,
wbile on the mantel-pieces are busts of Lincoln
and other American parriots. On a wall in one
of the pariors is & life-sized painting of
Mr. Doogiass, while haogiog about
in profusion and artistie taste, are sieel
vogravioes of sacred saobjects. There is a large
book-case in Mr, Douglass's private office, and in
it are works of history, poetry, literature. re-
hgion, ete. Mr. Douglass’s three or four
danghiers and as many sons are all married
With his recently acquired wile, who in said to
be of pure white blood, be lives a life in guie-
tunde and eass. He has many eallers and he
entertains them splendidly. Oon the hill where
hia residencs .8 located 18 a beantiful garcen,
and a quantity of fruit trees, where the old gen-
tleman spends the hours he has from bis
lectures snd studies, About half of the resi-
dents of Anacostia are colured, and thereis an
a/most constant stream of negroes going to or
returning from Mr. Douglass’s heuse during the
hours for calling. He gives advice freely and
wisely to the colored pwople in distress, and
is & mssionary in  several ways
Mr. Donglasas if especially eothusiastie on
the subjeet of polities, and says he intends to
devote the most of his time after the tanmng of
the campaign in behalf of his pary. e thinks
the culored voters should be grateful to the
party that rescued them from slavery, and says
that it is with great difficulty that he can re-
strain himself from talking polities in his non-
partisan lectures. Mr. Dougleass has an ample
com nce, which he saved %rom his affice, ana
which he has accumulated by lecturing. o1
n position to do much good in the elevation of
his race, and ssys that is now the ambition of
his life. He is well educated, well read, and 1s
one of the most kindiy aad cultured gentl,non
one meeis in a lifetime.

1 rep rted the other day to the Journal the in-
dorsement Mr. Douglass gave to Geoeral Har
rison for the presidency. During his praise of
the Indiana man and his deeclaration that he
vot ooly hoped General Harrison would be the
nominee, but that he shonld live to see the day
when he would re-establish the laws and cus-
tome which bave been nuilified by the present
sdmipistration, Mr. Douglass talked at lenzth
upon the barm an administration such as we
bave had for the Iast three years was doing to
the colored people. He said that he could not
see how a colored man could vote to maintain
an administration like that given Dby
Mr. Cleveland, who was all that was
bad In the administration of ustice,
asod nothing that was good. If the Journal
readers eould have heard Mr. Douglase denounce
the vetoes of President Cleveland and the efforts
that the brigadiers in the House are making to
pullify the laws which grew out of the war, they
would wans no better proof of the vld man's en-
thusinsm. Mr. Douglass toid me that if Gen-
eral Harriron was a presidential nmominee he
should like to zo into Indiana, and. in fact, other
States, and t»ll what he knew of this adminis-
iration snd the Republican candidata. He said
that he would like t0 make the contrast betwern
Cleveland and Harrison, and believed that the
voters would want nothing betier to show them
which way they shounld cast their ballots.

POSTAL SAVISGS BANKS.

————
Interesting Sketeh of the Eaglish System,
Its Insurance and Annuity Features.
Bpecial to the Indianapoiis Journas

Wasminaron, June 16.-Mr. Willoughdy
Walliog, of Indianapolis, consul at Leith, has
sent to the Department of State an interssting
sketeh of the postal saviogs banks system of
Great Britain. This is made especially valuable
at this time in view of the variouos propositions
which bave been made to Congress for the es-
tablishment of national saviogs banks in the
United States. Should this coantry adoot a
postal saviogs system it will be based upon that
of Great Britain, and will be much in the same
general line as that described by Mr. Walling.
Euglaod has gone farther, however, in this di-
pection than the United States proposes. She
bas included a life insurance branch of the pos-
tal system. The propriety of this is very grave-
ly doubted by the American statesmen, and if
it s ever adopted it wil! be generations hencs. |
The followiog from Mr. Walline's description
gives a very fair outlioe of Great Britain's postal
savings bank system:

*Deposits of 1 shilling (25 eents), or any oum-
ber of shilliogs, are received, subjest to the
limit of £30 (8150) in one year, or £150 (8750)
in all, exelusive of interest. When the princinal
and interest together standing to the eredit of
any ovne depositor amount to the sum of £200
($1,000) all interest coases until the amouns is
reduced. Intezest at the rate of 2} per cent
per snnum is allowed on every complets pound
deposited, and is computed from the first day
of the ealendar mouth next following the day
on which a complete pound shall have been de-
postel, or on which deposits of less amounts
shall have mads up a compiete pound up to the
first day of the calendar month in which moneys

twenty-one years of age, and repayments Are
made to such minor after the age of seven years
in the same manner as if he were of full age
Under the age of seven the declaration must be
a;mo by one of the parents or a friend on bebalf
of thes minor.

“Deposits and withdrawals are allowed to be
made by married women separate and distinct
from the control of tneir husbands. Deposits
way be made by s trustee on bebalf of spother
person in the jeiot pames of such trostes and
the person on whose account such money shall
be 50 depoaited; but repayment of the same, of
any part thereof, wiil not be made without the
receipt of both of said parties or the surviver,
or the execntors or administratorsof the sur
vivor. Trustees of any ecanty, provideat, or
triendly society, or penny orschool baok, orother
saviogs bank, which bave been approved by the
proper authorities, may deposit their fands with-
out any resirietion as to the amount in the post-
office savings bank; provided, always, that such
deposits shall not be of less amoant than one
shilling. nor of any sum oot a multiple thereof.
Drposits are immediately ent*red in the depos-
itor's book by the officer reseiving it, said officer
affixing bis signature and the stamp of his office
to each entry, In addition to this each deposit
is scknowledeed throngh the post by the sav-
iogs bank department at Loodon. This ac
knowiedgement will be addressed to any desig-
vated postoffice to be called for, :

“Onoe in each year, 2u the anniversary of the
day on which the deposit was made, if possible,
the depositor is expected to forward his deposit-
book to the eontrolier of the savings bank de-
partment at London for comparison with the
books of that department, and for the adjost-
meot of the interest. When s depositor wishes
to check cut or withdraw the whole or any part
of the sum standing to his eredit, he must make
applieation for the same on a printed form whieh
is furnished bhim. This form, proverly filled up,
is to be forwarded by post, as if an ordinary let-
ter, to the depariment at Loodon. [n return he
receives a warrant for the amount required,
which warrant 1s cashed st any postoffice savings
bank. There forms, as well as the deposit-
books, are passed through the mails without any
postal charg=s or postage-stamps whatever.

““The limit of the deposit of any one person
beiog fixed at £200 18 supposed to be made
throvgh the indisposition of the government to
put itself in eompetition with the banking com-
munity. No verv great amoupt of complaint 18
made against this restriction, some relief is
found 1n the investments allowed in government
stock, aonuities, and life insurance. The reg-
ulstions governing these are to be next men-
tioned. positors ean become bolders of gouv-
ernment stock through the medium of the post-
office savings banks. Not less than £10 can be
invested at one time, and not more than £100
will be credited to an account ia one year, or
£300 stock in all; for the purpose of these invest-
ments deposits may be made to the value of
£100. The-se sums are altogether irrespestive
of the limits of ordinary deposits.

“*The Postmaster-general is empowered to in-
sure the lives of persons of sither sex for not
less than £5 or more than £100. An msurance
may be efflected by any porson not over the age
of sixty five or under the age of fourteen years,
or if the amonnt does not exeeed £5, not under
tho age of eight years. The Postimaster-general
is also empowered to grant immediate or de-
ferred annuities for sot less than £1 or more
than £100 to apy person oot under the age of
five years.

“Ail persons whose lives are insured, or to
whom annuities are granted. have direct govern-
ment recurity for the full payment of the money
at the proper time. All preminms for life in-
surance or apnuitiess are payable through the
mediom of the saviags-banks deposit accounts,
and will be accepted in addition te ordinary de-
posits and deposits for immediate investmeant in
government stock.”

MODERN WAR WEAPONS.

Astonishing Foss bilities of the Inventlons
Made by Lientrnant Graydon.
Special to the Indinnavons Jovrns
WasaiNoTON, June 16.—There appears to be

every indication that withio the next five years
enormonas strides will be made by the United
States towards securing adequate protection
against foreign invasion. This protection will
pot be accompiisbed, in all probability, by the
old obsolete system of fortifications which were
sufficient for other days and generations in the
early part of the present centary. Instead of
them, the United States will probably be armed
with weapoons of defensive warfare so powerfud
in their destructive capacity as to convinee the
wounld-be invader that bhis armada may be
blown out of the water and totally an-
pihiiated before be can fire bis first gun,
no matier how thickly plated with armour his
vessel may be A great deal has been heard

within the past few monthaof the Zaiineki dyoa-
mits gua, and the army appropriation biil ear-
ries an item of £500,000 to be used in suppiying
the military service of the United States with
this gan. It is also undersiood that the naval
bill will have a similar amount for like weapons
for the pavy. But there is another method for
firing dynamite whieh will also be adopted, in
all probability, and which. owing to its simplie-
ity. promises greater resnlts than {he Zalinski
gun. During tke Tonquin war the Chinese goy-
ernment employed an oficer of the United
States navy, namely, Lieutenant Graydon, to
vlock the Caoton river in order that
the progress of the [Freach fleet
might be checked. Lirutenant Graydon
could not secure an extended leave of absence
for the purpose of condocting this work, and, in
consequence, resigned his position in the United
States navy. He was so suecessful lo his work
that he was offered something hike #600,000 by
the Viceruy of onguin to biockade in a similar
maoner the Min river, but tae Viceroy of Can-
ton, fearing a visit of the Freoch tlest, declined
to allow him to leave, and the offer had to be
declined, and the result was thas Foo Chow was
captured by the Freoch,

irutenant Graydon bas devised a system for
firing dynamite from ordinary cannons, which
system bas been tested at Sandy Hook with re-
markable resuits. There was presented to the
military committes of ths House. one day this
week. copies of latters from several of the fore-
most wilitary and naval officers of the ecountrv,
in which rhey spuke in terms of the highest
praise of the Graydon method of ex-
ploding dynamite, Admiral Joumett ex-
presssa  the firm convietion that the
vse of dynamite, with ita wondarful power to an-
pihilav-, will prove s be the most effective
means of checking warfare. As soon as the na-
tione of the earth ascertain that the deeclaration
of war meansabsolutedestruction for their floets
and their soldiers, arbitration wii! be resorted
to, instead of appealing to gunpowder and the
sabre. A large sum has been appropristed for
testing this new weapon, and an experithent
will probably be made underthe direction of the
oflicers of the army and navy some time this
summer, a8 to its effoctiveness agsinst one of
the old monitors. Those who have reen Lisut,
Graydon's work in the past are satisfled that
with s fiftern-inen rifle cannon at a distanee of
four miles he conid biow from the face of the
#ea the most powerful armored vessel of any
uavy in the world,

eountry which they have forever left behind.
Thobe finaneial and fiscal affairs of the United
States never trouble them to any great extent,
aod where you would find a ero gatherad to-
gether, it was seldom thas the tariff entered
into the conversation. Now, howaver, there is a
great difference. It is almost impossible to find
a gatheriog of workingmen in any of the beer
halls or other piaces of publie resort in or about
New York city where the tariff isa not the all-
absorbing topic of discussion. I bave seen
within the past two months patherines of in-
telligent workingmen with their poekets loaded
with tariff speeches, which they would pull out
and read to their companions and diseuss, eeri-
atim, item by item. Some of the speakers in
Congress would be aurprised if they could hear
the intelleetunl forece of some of the areuments
which are made pro and con when their speeches
are being dissected by the men who are most
interest in the poiicy which these speeches are
designed to break down or to maintain. The
result of all this will be, in my opinion, that the
tariff will eoter far more into the campaiga in
the Eastern section of this country than ever
before, and it willuot be at the great party
mass-meetings that the moet forcidble arguments
will be maintained 1 On the eontrvary, there is
every reason to believe that the workingmen of
this countiry will take the brunt of the discus-
sion upon themselves, and that the gatherings
aronod the tables where workiogmen coogre-
gate pigbtly will have far more effect on the
campaien than any of the great outdoor or in-
door meetings, where the best speakers of the
country are gathered together.”

that the tariff bill should be 1aid aside and the
aopropriation bills considered dariug the ab-
sence of the Republican members at the Chi-
cago convention. )

Mr. Ford, of Michigan, moved an amendment
appropriating $30, 000 for the purchase of pow-
der to fire morning and evening gons at mili
tary posts.  He and Mr. Tilman, of South Car-
olina, made eloguent anpeals for the honor of
the flag. and calied attention to the fact that the
United Siates, since the 4¢th of March last, sa-
luted flags of commiodores and of every other
nation, but not its own flag. The ameadment
was adopted. _

Mr. Traey. of New York, offered an amend-
ment apprupriating #126,000 for the enlaree-
ment of the plant as Watervliet arsenal, N.
Y., and $500,000 for the manufacture of cannon
aod carriages, projectiles for torpedo experi-
ments and rxpenses of ordinance officers.

Messrs. Tracy and Spinola, of New York, set
out the public dewand for adequate coast de-
frnses, and argued that the fortificationz anpro-
priation biil might again fail of pasaage, leaving
the great cities oo the coast exposed for anotber
yoar to attack.

Mr. Randaill, of Pennaylvania, made a point
of order against the amendment. He said that
science had so advanced that, had the last forti-
fications bill berome a law, the money would
have been absolutely wasted. For twenty years
he had waited for the ordnance department to
make & gun that they dare firea. We should in-
vite f""" manufactarers to eo-operate in the
m'im y of necessarv guns.

I'ne chairman, Mr. Springer, sustained the
point of order, and the amendment was rauled
out.

On motion of Mr. Laird, offNebraska, a provis-
ion was added to the paragraph relating to port
supnlies, requirine them to be purchased where
they can be purchased echearert, quality and
cost of transportation considered,

The commitres then rose and the bill was
passed. Adjourned.
